FIVE OTHER CAPTAINS IN THZ “SHAKE UP”
~HINT THAT SOME HAVE DIS-
OBEYED ORDERS.

Police Commissioner Murphy yesterday after-
noon announced another “shake up” of police
captains. The most significant transfer was
that of Captain Chapman away from the Ten-
derloin. Captain Chapman had been sent to
that precinct so recently that his removal from
it was unexpected. Seven captains were trans-
ferred as follows:

Commissioner Murphy was asked his reasons
for the transfers. He replied:

These transfers are right along the line of the
policy 1 have laid down. 1 intend to Keep shifting
the men until I find the rieht men for the right
places. T have sent for all of these captains trans-
ferred. and have had long interviews with each. I
have told each one that my orders must he obeyed.
I am going to keep right on transferring captains
until T ind men who will ober my instructions.

His remarks Jed to the supposition that some
of the captaine transferred had not implicitly
obeyved his instructions, and he was asked in
what manner Captain Chapman had disappoint-
ed him in the governing of the Tenderloin,

“Captain Chapman,” he said in reply, “has
done fairly well in the Tenderloin, but there
have bheen some complaints about police matters
and government up there, and I have had two
Oor three interviews with Captain Chapman.”™

He was urged to tell of some of the specific
complaints that had been made regarding Cap-
tain Chapman’s work in the Tenderloin, but he
only replied testily:

“There has been too much talking with citi-
zene up there. There have been too many con-
versational complaints."

Captain John F. Flood, who succeeds Captain
Chapman as ruler of the Tenderloin, is a newly
appointed captain. He was promoted just be-
fore the retirement of the old Police Board. For
many vears he was acting captain in the Cen-
tral OfMice. When that title was abolished his
title was that of sergeant. He was the confi-
dential man of Chiefs of Police Conlin, McCul-
lagh and Devery.

Captain Chapman spent much of last evening
packing his personal bel¢ ngings at the Tender-
loin station in order to make room for those of
his successor. The captain was asked what he
had to say regarding the remark of Commis-
sioner Murphy that he (Chapman) had “talked
tod much.”

“That's all bosh,” he replied. I haven't been
talking too much. I've only tried to be cour-
teous to péople, and that wasn't the cause of
my transfer. As far as being transferred is con-
cerned, I'm glad to get away. What's the 4if-
ference: it's all in a lifid'me.” The captain
added that “a man that don't have enemies is no
good. Some one has been knocking me to the
Commissjoner.”

At 10:30 o'clock Captain Chapman directed
the sergeant in charge to send for an express
wWagon to convey his property to Highbridge,
#hook hands all around, asked for information
about barber shops. and then passed out. He
will assume command at Highbridge 5
o'clock this morning.
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SAYS “DOE” WARRANTS ARE ILLEGAL.

LAWYER'S CONTENTION, IF UPHELD,
MIGHT NULLIFY MANY OF THE
FIFTEEN'S ARRESTS.

If the contention of Augustius Rogers, stated to
Justice Freedman, in the Supreme Court, Vester-
day, is upheld the warrants recently issued to the
Committee of Fifteen and used in making raids on
gambling places and disorderly houses are illegal,
and the prisoners will have to be discharged. Jus-
tice Freedman reviewed writs of habeas corpus
issued by Justice McAdam on Friday night in the
cases of Michael Hart, Henry Walters, Max
Josephs and Louls Green, all of whom were caught
In a rald made by the Committee of Fifteen at
Becond-ave. and Fifth-st. on the night of March 23,

The warrants for the raid were issued by Justice
Jerome, and called for the arrest of John Black,

Nos. 1, 2 3 and 4. In all nine persons were
caught in the raid.

The prisoners had a hearing before Justice
Jerome on Friday, and five of them were dis-

charged. Mr. Rogers, appearing for Hart, Walters,
Josephs and Green, insisted that the warrants
upon which his clients were arrested were illegal,
and had a controversy with Justice Jerome. He
left the courtroom and hunted up Justice Me-
Adam, of the Supreme Court, who granted the
application for writs of habeas corpus for the men,
and admitted them 1o $1,000 baifl pending a hearing
yesterday .

When the case was called Assistant District At-
torney Gans appeared for Justice Jerome.

Fifteen, and Mr. Rogers Jooked after the interests
©f the prisoners. Mr. Gans promptly appealed for
an adjournment in the matter until Monday. He
told Justice Freedman that the writs had not been
served on the District Attorney until 9:30 o'clock
yesterday morning. Mr. Gans said that it was Im-
possible for Justice Jerome to make a proper re-
turn to the writ in =0 short a time.

Upon this statement Justice Freedman granted
an adjournment until to-morrow morning.

Mr. Rogers says that under a decislon of the

Court of the United States in the ease of
Cable agt. West, warrants in which the prisoners
are described as John Doe, or names similar 1o
those upon which the prisoners 2t bar were ap-
prehended, are illegal and vold.

THE PRINT CLOTH MARKET.

Fall River, Mass, April 6 (Special).—Local bro-
kers report that the sales In the print cloth market
in the week amounted to about 75,000 pieces, all
odds. No regulars could be sold in that time at the
price demanded. The print cloth business is still
dull, the sales reported in the week barely equalling
the previous week’'s total. Any positive effect of
the curtallment remains to be noted. The reduction
of the output nas already amounted to over a full
week’s production, and the movement is now at the
end of its third week.

Business at anything
lower than the present quotation is unprofitable,
and manufacturers are displaving firm resistance
to every attempt to lower figures on their goods.
Local mill men belleve that with increased cur-
tailment here in New-England and in other sec-
tions the removal of a large amount of goods from
the market should have had the effect of causing
& heavy buying mnovement to set in were there any
large demand to be filled, but the demand for goods
is v?' limited, and buyers are only filling orders
to leve immediate necessities, Price conces-
sl0l.» might tempt them to buy more largely, but
locat manufacturers cannot see their way clear
to transfer goods profitably at less than present
figures, The market is dull but firm at 2% cents
for regulars, and on that basis for odds.

REFEREE HOLDS COMPANY
CERS MUST PAY PENALTIES
REFUSING TO SHOW BOOKS.

AXD OFFI-
FOR

A decision of importance to corporations and to
stockholders has been given by ex-Justice Roger A.
Pryor as referee in a case bearing upon the right
of a stockholder of a corporaticn to examine the
books of the concern, and to collect damages for a
refusal on the part of the cflicers of the company
to permit such examination.

The case is that of Theodore Cox, a large stock-
holder in the Island Mining Company, a Michigan
corporation, who made a demand on the secretary
for permission to examine the books of the con-
cern in the morning of one day, and another de-
mand in the afternnon of the same day. Another
demand was made on the secretary the following
day, and on the third day still another demand
was made, this time on the president. All these
demands were refused, On the fourth day the
plaintiff made another demand, which was com-
plied with. The stockholder sued the secretary
for three refusals, the presilent for one and the
company for four, under Section 53 of the Stock
Corporation act, whi~h provides for a penalty of
£250 for each offence, to be imposed on both officers
ard company.

The defendants rafsed the points that the com-
pany was not doing business in this State, had no
office here, that the demand was not made at the
proper time, that there was no refusal, that the
company had not obtained a certificate from the
Secretary of State permitting it to do business, and
specially insisted that the penalty was not cumu-
lative, and that only one penalty coyld be recov-
ered in each suit. 4

Ex-Justice Pryor decided in favor of the plaintiff,
allowing him three penalties against the officers
and three against the company. He held that
since the stockbook should bhe open daily for in-
the penalty was not to be imposed more
than once each day. In his decision the referee
cites a number of analogous cases and adds:

There was one demand for the book on April 25
Being refused at 1 o'clock, the plaintiff returned
about 2 o'clock, with a witness, and repeated the
demand. It werd an unreasonable construction
that the statute contemplates a penalty every hour
the stockholder chooses to reiterate his demand.
But as the hook is to be “‘open dally for inspection™
the stockholder may renew the demand day after
day until his right is conceded.

FIRST SERVICE IN NEW CHURCH.

CHRISTIAN SCIENCE HOUSE OF WORSHIP TO BE

DEDICATED TO--DAY.

The Second Church of Christ, Sclentist, at Cen-
tral Park West and Sixty-elghth-st.,, which will
open for its first service this morning, was incor-
porated in October, 1891, by nine students of Chris-
tian Sclence, who first worshipped in a private
house in West Thirty-fourth-st. From there the
church was transferred to a large room in Car-
negle Music Hall. Later, at Hodgson Hall,
Fifth-ave. and Forty-fifth-st., the church grew to
a membership of 100. Six years ago the soclety
ingtalled itself In Scottish Rite Hall, Madison-ave,
and Twenty-ninth-st., where it has remained,
having increased in memberskip to 360 and in ut-
tendance to 500. In May, 188, In a single night,
$68,000 was subscribed for the construction of the
church which will be dedicated to-day. On April
2, 1889, a ten ton corncrstone of Concord granite
was lald. .

The building occuples a rectangular area of
about 106 by 127 feet, and has a total height of 110
feet. The exterlor is French Renaissance in
style of architecture. In the centre of the vesti-
bule is a bronze tablet, with ralsed letters, which
read as follows:
