BALEB RFPORT ED SATrRDAY.

There seems to be something sadly amiss with
the auction sales held this year in this city. At-
tractive parcels in various sections of the city have
been offered almost dally at the auction sales-
rooms, only to be withdrawn after some unsatis-
factory bids had been made. In some cases there
were no bids at all. greatly to the purprlse ef the
owners of the property, the auctioneers and the
majority of those in attendance. Why few or no
bidders appear In such cases Is a problem that has
aroused the Interest of most of the real estate men.
Many expressions as to the probable cause have
been heard, and one view held by many is that the
big operators are all working as members of syn-
dicates or companies, and that the property re-
cently offered ar.d withdrawn in the auction sales-
rooms was not suited to their schemes.

Some of the leading real estate men further say
that all the big syndicates are moving along very
well defined lines. One is engaged in buying,
building and improving property in well known
thoroughfares which are expected to become more
important in the near future. Other syndicates are
dealing only In one class of realty, or confining
their operations to one district. It is seldom that
any property they desire reaches the auction pales-
rooms. Itis for these reasons, it Is said, that the
voices of the representatives of these syndicates
have lately been seldom heard wh»n parcels rep-
resenting an outlay of many hundred thousand dol-lars were offered at auction at Xo. m Broadway

This (ondmon -»f affairs. It Is thought, will tendto mate many more companies or syndicates.
The littleoperator cannot work alone long when he
sees day after .lay bargains brought for disposal to
the aurtion rooms, which he himself could not buy,
hut which he would i,e able probably to obtain withthe a).I<>r several ether operators.According to many real estate men the work of
funning realty syndicates has only just begun. It
is at the. starting point. Its botdnnlng has beenauspicious. An.l not only has it been marked with
financial success from the .start, but the gigantic
schemes receiving life from the syndicates have
been carefully watched by hundreds of persons, andthe dfMre to become identified with similar ventures
is sm.r.g in many of these persona. Inmany cases
this desire will probably soon become a reality.
