MOTION FOR $26.fXK),000 IMPROVEMENT

PLAN LAID ON TABLE.

Albany, April 17 CSpecial).— Th.- Canal Im-
provement bill is dead. With its proposition
to expend $26,<j00.000 in further enlargement of
the Erie, the Oswego and the Champlain canals,
it rests on the official table of the Senate, not to
be revived at this session.

Senator Ellsworth, who is an earnest advocate i
of the. improvement of the State's canals, made
this remarkable declaration at the termination
of a speech: "To-day,Ibelieve, practically ends
tbe canal question for this State."

Senator Ellsworth moved that the bill be re-
committed for the purpose of striking out the
enacting clause, and added that it was thought

wise to have the people of the State to pass
upon the proposition.

Senator McCarren said:
Iassume that this obituary on th" canals is a

source of exultation to many here. The cnange of
front on the part of Senator Kllsworth is another
instance of a quick shift. Iremember how bravely
he promlM-d the other day that this canal ques-
tion would be pushed to a satisfactory hnish.
There is a StCerence of opinion among commercial
interests in Xew-York. Some do not favor ex-
pending $2ti.000.G00, but are willingto exp. nd SiXV
OOu.OOo, because the latt :r expenditure means real
canal improvement.

Senator Ellsworth said that Senator McCarren
well understood that f62.000t.000 would be mor«
than sufficient to improve the canals on the

| lines laid down in the $20,000,000 bill.
Senator Itill condemned the policy of aban-

doning the canal scheme. He said:

There are thirty-one counties that come in touch
I with the canal system of the State. As taxpayers

j and as important counties they far outrank those
that have bitterly opposed the measure. Ifeel
that the importance of this auestion is not real-
ized. Icannot bring myself to vote, nor Inever
have voted, against canal improvement.

"Imove that in the case of these funeral ora-
tions over the proposition the live minute rule

1 be waived," .said Senator Raines.
"Take care that it is not the funeral of the

party that votes against canal improvement,"
sa-d Senator Hill,earnestly.

Senator Green denounced the abandonment of
the bill. S.-nator Raines said that it was pinin
that the minority was committed to an $87,000.-
<Hh» appropriation for the canals. The majority
was willingto go before the people on this propo-
sition.

The Senate then voted on Senator Raines's
motion to table a motion offered by Senator
McCarren, that the bill should be amended so
as to appropriate $62,000,000 for canal improve-
ments, and adopted it by a vote of 31 to MS. The
sixteen votes in opposition to the motion were
given by two Republicans— Davia and Hill, of
Erie County—and by fourteen Democrats, whi!.-
the thirty-one votes in the aißrmative were all
given by Republicans.

The adoption of Senator Raines's motion
lays the .<2n,o<>o,ooo bill on the table, where it• will rest for the remainder of the session.

BUSINESS OF ACADEMI OF SCIENCE.

ALEXANDER AGASSIZ ELECTED PRESIDENT-

PAPERS READ.

Washington. Aipril 17.— Alexander Agasslz. of
Cambridge, Mass.. was elected president of the

National Academy of Science to-day. He succeeds
Dr. Wolcott Gibbs. of Xew-York. resigned. The
term of the president is six years. The election of
new members will be held to-morrow. A public

session waa held this afternoon, when several
papers on technical scientific subjects were read
by delegates.

IMPORTANT CHANGES MADE IXFORMER

PROVISIONS.

Albany. April 17.— The Brackett bills, amending
the General Corporation law and the Stock Cor-
poration law, which have just been signed by the
Governor, mark a new departure in regard to the
treatment of corporations.

The amendments willenable corporations having
a large number of stockholders to effect ;in ex-
tension of existence, which under the old law has
been almost impossible. They also authorize the
stockholders to adopt a bylaw prescribing a period
not exceeding forty days prior to meetings of the
stockholders during which no transfer of stock on
the books of the corporation may be made. Here-
tofore transfers might be made upon the books of
the corporation until within ten days preceding an
election, so that corporations having thousands of
stockholders have found it almost impossible to
make up li.-ts of stockholders in the brief space of
time who might be entitled to vote at corporate
elections. This act also permits the trustee or
pledgee of stock to vote thereon.

The most irrportant changes in the Stock Cor-
poration law are the amendments by which no an-
nual report is required to be filed unless a written
request so to do ;s made by a creditor or by a
stockholder of the corporation, and even in th.it
case the report is not required to be verified, but
merely signed by one of me officers of the cor-
poration, and one that a stockholder Is relieved
from liability, except for the unpajd subscription
to his stock.

Hie arbitrary restriction upon the power of bor-
rowing money and mortgaging property has been
removed, so that New-York State law upon that
subject is now fully as liberal as the New-Jersey

statute, except that the corporate property cannot
be mortgaged without the consent of stock-
holders owning not less than two-thirds of the i.api-
tal stock of the corporation. Tills latter require-
ment Is merely a safeguard.

The provision in the former law requiring that
a director must be a stockholder has often re-
sulted in litigation and great embarrassment. In
the amended law it is provided that corporators
may provide In the certificate of incorporation, or
the stockholders may thereafter provide in the by-
laws, that others than stockholders may be di-
rectors.

The Brackett bills are to be supplemented by the
Elsbere bill, reducing the organization tax from
one-eighth of 1 per cent to one-twentieth of 1 per
cent. This bill has parsed the Senate, and will
doubtless pass the Assembly and become a law in
a few days. In iiddition, there is the Brackett bill
amending the Business Corporation law with re-
spect to the number of directors. Ifthis bill is en-
acted, it will enable corporations to state in their
certificates of incorporation the maximum number
of directors without limit. T'nder the present busi-
ness corporations law the number of directors is
limited to thirteen.

EXAMINER VANDERPOOL FINDS MAN-

HATTAN FIRE INSURANCE
COMPANY'S CAPITAL

IMPAIRED.

Albany, April 17 —Francis Hendricks. the State
Superintendent of Insurance, filed to-day in the

Insurance Department the report of Chief Examiner
Isaac Vanderpool on his examination of the Man-

hattan Fire Insurance Company of New-York. The
report is made under date of April15. and says that

the company's last annual statement was false, and

that instead of having a surplus of $38,000. it had
no surplus, and its capital stock of $500,000 was
impaired Dearly 50 per cent. The report also says

that since the beginning of this year there has been

a further Impairment of the capital stock, and that

the stock on March 1 was impaired to the extent of

SS per cent. The examiners can find no justification
for the dividends paid on the capital stock last
year.

The oflicors of the company were heard on this
report at the New-York office of the Insurance De-
partment yesterday, and. as a result thereof, the
report was immediately filed and made public.

Superintendent Hendricks announces that an im-
mediate requisition will be made on the officers
and stockholders for a payment of 100 per cent
of the authorized capital of the company, and that
a further requisition will be made, calling on them
to refund the dividend of $40,500, illegallypaid in
the year 1900. .

The report of Mr. Vanderpool begins with the
statement that the examination was made to ascer-
tain the correctness of the Manhattan Fire Insur-
ance Company's annual report of December 31. 1900.
which declared that the company had a surplus of
$38,013 55. The report then continues:

As the result of my examination Ifind that the
company's capital stock of $500,000 was Impaired
on December 31 last to the extent of 49 per cent,
or $245,649 SS. a difference of 5253.663 43 between its
alleged condition as represented in the statement
and that found on examination. In its annual re-

i turn assets have been overstated $14,35717. and
liabilities understated $269,306 26. As this grossly
misleading statement, now on file in the Insurance
Department, and already published by it. purports
to show to the public through the medium of an
official document, viz., the "New-York Insurance
Report," the condition of this corporation, as
sworn to by its officers, Ideem it advisable to re-
port in detail wherein the statement made to you
and now published and in extensive circulation U
false.

ASSKTS.
The annual statement shows gross premiums in

course of collection to be $239,490 08. against which
there is a charge made In liabilities of $22.66577 for
commissions nnd brokerage due upon these out-
standing items, which would leave the net amount
of the stop $216.830 31; Ifind the net sum of these
premium credits to ho $202,473 14. It was found a
somewhat ditnc;;lt matter to determine accurately
the exact sum which should be credited the com-
pany on this account under the provisions of the
New- York law regulating this credit for uncol-
lected premiums. This is due to the fact that
agents' accounts are kept in such a manner as to
preclude the possibility of ascertaining just what
pr -miums outstanding pertained to policies issued
during the three months immediately preceding
January 1, 1901. The premiums in course of collec-
tion are therefore reduced $14,357 17.

LIABILITIES.
The amount returned for unpaid losses and claims

in the annual statement is $a'i.GGK SI. Irind the same
to be f115.365 80. Vnearned premiums are reported
in the statement as being $125,472. Upon the basis
provided for by the statute they amount to $215.-
f)""'.<l.

On the other hand
in computing in its annual statement the unearned

George F. Yeomans and George W. Flood are to be
directors, is to be generally amended, so as to pre-
clude any unusual powers being given to the com-
pany. It was charged that the bill might mean
a new Ramapo company, and that it would give

great and unusual powers to a small corporation.

Senator Erackett said to-night.

The bill to incorporate the New-York Incorpora-

tion Company was prepared and handed to me by

Frank White former corporation clerk in the faec-

retary ¦:State's office. Mr. White is no: only an
accomplished lawyer, but a man of the highest in-
tegrity. There is no concealed Ramapo in the bill,
no intention to exercibe any banking prerogatives.

The purpose and sole purpose of the bill, as ex-
plained to me, and as Ibelieve to be true, is to
confer on this corporation to be formed the right
to act U Jnalljnrii for the service of process of
¦aalai corporations; to act as transfer agent and
to perform otner similar functions for such cor-
HnttstlS, many of which duties can now be per-
formed only r.y individuals. 1 suspect that in
BBBJF parUculars it is purposed to have a corpora-
tion similar to that of th. bill in New-Jersey. I
have never heard of any harm from the existence
of that corporation: 1 guess none willcome from. tnis

However against any possibility of any harm I
have to-day amended the bill, striking out among
other things the provision that the limitations of
general laws shall not apply to this corporation,
and have inserted a provision that the company
shall not have any of the powers of a corporation
organized under the transportation corporation law.
This -will effectually cure the notion that there is
any water company concealed under the bill.

The proposed legislation takes no property, pub-
lic or private. It will. Ipresume, result in some
persons being able to engage In a business where
they willmake some money. Ifth.-y do this with-
out Injuring the public or any private person I
co Bet see any objection to the measure on that
ground.
