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eral thousand cublc yards of the roadbed slid
into the Beaver River. Reports from the rural
districts show that the storm has caused heavy
€amage In the farming communities. The Big Run,
& turbulent stream, which rises suddenly after
heavy rainfalls. is away over ite banks, and Cas-
cade Park is flooded. Improvements In progress
will be ruined. The southern portion of the town
18 also threatened by the same stream.

Irwin, Penn., reports that the continual down-
pour of rain for the last four days, and still fall-
ing, has done much damage. Youghiogheny shaft is
again flooded, and It Is feared the entire workings
of the shaft will be drowned out, The last big snow-
storm flooded the same mine, and four hundred
men were thrown out of work for a week. The
same work will have to be done over agaln, and
the high waters have caused the Hockensmith
Wheel and Mine Car Company to suspend opera-
tions. The raifiroad bridge over Brush Creek is in
danger. The big Penn Plate Glass Company dam,
south of the town, is in a shaky condition, and
grave fears are felt lest the immense walls give
way. The dam at present holds about 20,000,600
gallons of water. Early this morning a break was
discovered near the overflow. Workmen repaired
the weak spot, but the danger is not passed yet.
The inlet to the dam is a raging torrent, and the
body of water being sent into the basin is im-
mense. The dam contains about thirty feet of
water, as much as it can possibly hold, and should
the rain continue to fall the dam may glve way
and do immense damuge.

Carnegie, six miles southwest of Pittsburg, is in
& state of panic. To add to the excitement, a num-
ber of negroes got drunk on liquor being carried
from the ceilars of saloons. Chief of Police George
S. Foster tried to arrest three of them, when they
attacked him with razors, cutting him severely.
The fire bells were rung and the citizens turned
out. They suppressed the riot and arrested thres
of the negroes.

Carnegie is in the worst condition from fiood in
its history. Chartiers Creek is far over its banks,
and Campbell’'s Run, which empties into the creek
at Chartiers, s a raging torrent. Much of the
trouble at Carnegie was caused by the breaking of
the Pan Handle Railroad bridge over Chartlers
Creek at Heldelberg. The debris floated down to
the Third-st. bridge and blocked there. This backed |
the water up into the main thoroughfares, and
skiffs had to be used on all the business streets. A |
number of works were compelled to shut down.
The Superior Steel Company, employing two hun-
dred men; Dunlap Steel Plate Company, one hun-
dred men; Columbia Bridge Company. one hundred

n Carnegie is estimated at $80,000, including loss to
mills and merchants. Every cellar in the town is
flooded, and many outhouses have been washed
away.

Beveral persons fell into the water, but were
enved.

It is reported that the bridge on the Washington
branch, two and one-half miles above Carnegie, has
gone down. The flood has ruined the foundations
of the Columbia Bridge Company’s plant, in course
of construction, and washed away 200,000 feet of
Ju . The loss will be $12,000 to $15,000.

At Heldelberg, a mile from Cammegle, the two
story dwelling house of Peter Tice washed away.
Tice and his wife, the only occupants, escaped.
Nearby the home of Henry Swartzberger was
threatened. Swartzberger, who is seventy years
old, refused to leave, but was carried out by his

RAIN AND SNOW IN THE SOUTH.

LOW TEMPERATURES IN MANY PLACES—
RAILROAD BRIDGES AND A TRESTLE
' WASHED AWAY,

-

Louisville, April 20.—Roaring streams, con-
tinued high winds and heavy precipitations of
rain and snow were prevalent conditions to-day
in many of the States of the South. Little dam-
age was done by the winds, though it is feared
that in some localities young crops have been
stunted or killed by the frost or cold. At many
points, particalarly in Eastern Kentucky, East-
ern Tennessee and Virginia, the temperature
was lower than known in a decade at this time
of year.

In Kentucky to-day reports were received by
the Weather Bureau from fifteen cities or towns,
ard in most of them the minimum temperature
for last night ranged between 30 and 34 degrees.
The maximum for the entire State was 38 de-
grees at Earlington, in Wesiern Kentucky. The
coldest section was the Blue Grass region, in
and around Lexington. This is the best fruit
growing part of the State, and here, it is feared,
there was damage by frost to not only fruit, but |
to vegetables and tobacco,

In the mountains of Kentucky the snowfall
was unbroken, and this afternoon 14 inches
were reported at London and Middlesboro. Al
the streams there are bankful, and general
preparations are being made to vacate the homes
in the wvalleys before the thaws and expected
floods come. There has been much suffering
among the poor mountaineers. Around Louis-
ville there has been no damage of consequence,
Frost is again predicted for to-night.

Reports from Bristol, Va., this afternoon were
that a dangerous flood was raging about eighty
mues-eut of that place. A 40-foot bridge on
the Norfolk and Western Railroad was washed
away near Wytheville, Va,, and for eight or ten
miles the track is from three to six feet under
water. Many washouts were reported, and sev-
eral trains were annulied. At last reports snow
was still falling at Bristol.

The Big Sandy, Tweive Pole, Guyandotte, Tug
and New rivers are at flood tide, and many
thousands of logs have been swept away. In
West Virginia over a foot of snow has fallen
in the last thirty-six hours. Similar reports
come from nearly all places heard from in the
upper Ohio Valley.

Near Blacksburg, 8. C., a town on the South
Carolina and Georgia Extension Ralilroad, a
trestle was undermined by the high water and
to-day a combination frelght and passenger
train ran into a washout. One trainman was
badly hurt, and another is missing. The water
in all the streams about Blacksburg is higher
than has been known in twenty vears before.

Throughout the entire Southeast the telegraph
and telephone services were in a badly crippled
condition this forenoon, with little if any im-
provement by nightfall.

At Atianta, where high winds have been pre-
wvailing for days, the maximam was reached this
morning, when the velocity recorded was fifty-
six miles an nour. The mercury has fallen
nearly 40 degrees, and indications are that small
gardening has suffered.
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BIG OHIO FLOOD EXPECTED.

BELIEF AT CINCINNATI THAT DISASTER
IS IMPENDING.

Cincinnati, April 20.—The pecullar weather condl-
tions this weeck have culminated in a rain and
snow storm of almost unprecedented dimensions, so
distributed that a tremendous flood in the Ohilo
River is impending. It is too eariy yet to predict
with accuracy the extent of the coming flood, but

all signs point to a stage of water that must bring
devastation of a most serfous nature all along the
Ohio River and its tributaries in Ohio, West Vir-
ginla and Kentucky.

The condition is something of a surprise at Cin-
cinnati, because, while there has been rain almos:
every day in the week, {t wae not heavy enough to
create apprehension. But above Cincinnati, In
Kentucky and West Virginia, flood rains were fall-
ing as early as Wednesday, and over a vast extent
of the Ohio River watershed it was continuous.
This heavy rain served to cause a rise in the Ohio
River, 8o that this morning it was rising all the
way from Pittsburg to Louisville. Following these
raine came the tremendous snowfall of last night,
which reached from Canada to Atlanta, with its
western border less than a hundred miles from Cin-
cinnati.

By its weight and the force of the wind, in many
places there was almost a complete paralysis of
all wire communication across this snow belt to-
day. From twelve to fifteen inches of snow lles
over Eastern Ohio and over the greater part of
West Virginia and Eastern Kentucky. This is sup-
plemernted bﬁ heavy rain in the reglon of the head
waters of the Ohio to-day. The Weather Bureau
official is confident that the rain must cease to-
day, but with warmer weather to-morrow the vast
snow area will melt and add to the great volume of
water. It is therefore easily possible for a flood of
disastrous proportions to sweep down the Ohio
Valley within the next few days. It is estimated
that a stage of forty-two feet at Cincinnati will
be reached by to-morrow. All agree that fifty feet
will surely come. How much more cannot well be
conjectured until further developments.

Telegraphic communication to-day with New-
York was almost entirely cut off. Points in Ohio
not fifty miles apart communicated over lines
stretching over several hundred miles, A few
points in Northern Ohlo were wholly cut off from
telegraphic reports

Special dispatches from the upper Ohio Valley
to-night indicate great alarm among the inhabitants
of towns along the Ohio River and tributaries.
The flood has already reached many places. Al-
though the rise was more sudden than ever before,
yet all points received more timely notice than
in former years, on account of the extra vigilan-a
of the weather bhureau. As a rule, all those living
in the lower districts are to-night moving on to
higher ground. This precaution is being taken
along the river front of Cincinnati, although the

WIND AND SNOW CAUSE DISASTER.
WIRES DOWN AND TRAINS BLOCKED IN
CLEVELAND AND VICINITY.

Cleveland, Ohio, April 20.—The terrific storm of
wind and snow which prevailed in this city and
vicinity to-day was one of the most disastrous to
telephone and telegraph service ever experienced,
The wind, which came from the north, reached at
times a velocity of more than sixty miles an hour.
Hundreds of poles were torn down, and wire com-
munication with all points east of Cleveland was
entirely cut off. The conditions west and south
wera but little better, although the telegraph com-
panies succeeded in maintaining communication
with Chicago and Cincinnati throughout the day.

Many streets of the city were strewn with broken
poles and tangled wires. Several persons were
severely shocked by coming In contact with ilve
wires. So far as reported no one was seriously in-
jured. Flve or six horses were instantly killed by
stepping on wires concealed under the deep slush
and snow.

Traffic on the steam and electric lines was badly
delayed. In some cases suburban electric roads
were completely tied up, owing te the immense
snowdrifts on the tracks.

N> less than elght or nine fire stations in this
city were cut off for hours owing to the general
prostration of wires, and should a fire break out
in the isolated districts it is feared that great loss
would follow., The pecuniary loss suffered by the
telegraph and telephone companies will be heavy.

I.ake Erie was lashed into a wild fury by the
storm. Enormous waves dashed over the harbor
breakwater, sending up spray to the height of a
hundred feet or more. A crib two hundred feet
long and twenty-five wide, anchored at the end of
the east breakwater, was torn from {ts fastenings
and driven ashore Inside the breakwater. The
crib crashed into the west breakwater, but Iittle
damage resulted.

Information from the surrounding country dis-
tricts indicates that the storm was of unusual
violence and wrought much damage. In many
places the snow is reported a foot deep on the
level, and the roads have been rendered almost
impassable by huge drifts,

Electric rallways connecting Cleveland with
nearby towns found it almost impossible to op-
erate cars, and some lines were completely tied up.

Youngstown, Ohlo, April 20.—The worst snow-
storm which this city ever experienced began yes-
terday evening and stopped at 1 o'clock this after-
noon. The snow, which is very wet, is from fif-
teen to seventeen Inches deep on the level and has
prostrated temporarily all means of transporta-
tion. Electric light, telegraph and telephone wires
are lying on the ground, shade trees are bent
double from the weight of the snow, and in many
cases are broken off close to the ground. Trains
on the rallroads are completely blockaded, and
many are now from six to twelve hours late,
The electric cars are at a complete standstill, the
snow being so heavy that the snow ploughs will
not remove it from the tracks.

Zanesville, Ohlo, April 20.—-Zanesville i In the
grip of a blizzard that suspended all streetcar
trafic and business generally. Telegraph and tele-
phone lines are crippled, and there is practically
no communication with outside points. Snow has
fallen for thirty-six hours continuously, and all
the streets are blocked. Reports received from the
northern part of Muskingum Valley indicate that
very high water is imminent. It is quite probable
that the big ..ood of several years ago will be

WARNINGS OF WEATHER BUREATU.
Washington, April 20.—The Weather Bureau
to-night issued the following notice:

The excessive rains of the last twenty-four to
thirty-six hours over the upper Ohio watershed
have caused a very rapid and dangerous rise in
the upper Ohio River and its tributaries.

In anticipation of a flood of decided propor-
tions, warnings were issued this morning of a
thirty foot stage at Pittsburg during to-night,
and danger line stages or over below Pittsburg
as far as Portsmouth, Ohio.

At 7 p. m. the stage of water at Pittsburg
was 24.6 feet, 2.6 feet above the danger line, a
rise of 7.2 feet since 8 a. m., and rising one-half
foot an hour; at Parkersburg the stage was
84.8 feet, a rise of T feet since 8 a. m. and 1.2
feet below the danger line, and still rising; at
Cincinnati the stage was 35.8 feet, a rise of 4.7
feet since 8 a. m., and rising, but still 5 feet
below the danger line.

As it is still raining over the upper Ohio Val-
ley, it is impossible to-night to venture a definite
forecast of the exact cregt of the flood wave.
It will, however, move rapidly down the Ohlo
River, and stages above the danger lines wilil
no doubt be reached as far as Cincinnati by
Sunday night or Monday.

Flood warnings have been widely distributed,
particularly in the vicinity of Pittsburg, and
reports received to-night indicate that a great
amount of portable property has been removed
to places of security,

Special reports have been called for from the
flood district on Sunday morning, when further
information will be given, and additional warn-
ings issued if necessary.

The sitaation below Cincinnati will be care-
fully watched and prompt and timely warnings
will be issued if necessary.

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BIGDOWNPOUR; HIGHWIND

TWO INCHES OF RAIN FALLS BEFORE
MIDNIGHT—A GALE ADDS TO
THE DISCOMFORT.

The northwest etorm, the centre of which has
been travelllng up the Atlantic coast for the
last two or three days, precipitated itself upon
the city yesterday and dropped a couple of
inches of rain before midnight. The major part
of the fall was in the evening after 6 o'clock.
So far as could be learned, little damage was
done in the city, and the streets received a
much needed cleaning.

The storm, which every one knows was a
lively one, did not come unannounced. Ever
since it appeared on the Gulf coast two or three
days ago its black shadow has been obliterating
the sky. For several days before the storm the
sky was overcast, but until yesterday morning
there was no rainfall of a decisive character.

The rain began at T7:15 o'clock yesterday
morning, and continued steadily all day, the
wind rising to thirty-six miles an hour at times
in the afternoon. At 6:30 o'clock the downpour
increased, and to the pedestrian it seemed to be
a flood. It soaked through mackintoshes as {f
they were ordinary light overcoats, and unfor-
tunately lttle protection was to be had from
umbrellas, as the water percolated through
those which were strong enough to withstand
the wind.

All the streams felt the effects of the storm
immediately, as the ground couid not absorb the
water as fast as it fell.

In Westchester County the rain came down
in torrents, and business in Yonkers, Mount

pended. The Bronx and other streams rose rap-
idiy, and will be far beyond their banks at day-
break. The storm was accompanied by a high
wind, and Long Islaad Sound was as rough as
it has been in years.
