A POPULAR WRITERS PROTEST AGAINST

SLIPSHOD HABITS OF SPEECH AMONG
EVEN* EDUCATED AMERICAN'S.

To the Editor of The Tribune.
Sir: ItIs a pleasure

—
and not an every ''ay one

—
to find an American newspaper coming to the de-
fence of good English, as The Tribune recently did
In explaining to a puzzled correspondent why "an
historian" Is a preferable form to "a historian."
That a reader capable of observing such niceties
should yet be unacquainted with one of the most
familiar rules of English euphony speaks volumes
for the way in which English is taught In this
country, but willsurprise no one familiar with the
grammatical standards of the average American
writer on syntax and composition.

Such shades of speech are. however, mainly liter-
ary, and much as the language must suffer in los-
ing them it Is in far greater danger from the im-
poverishment of our spoken vocabulary. The Amer-
ican language Is. in fact, rapidly differentiating it-
self from the English, and not always to the profit
of the younger branch. Thus we have practically
lost the subjunctive, "may" and "can" -are regard-
ed x

bs synonymous, the interchangeable use of
"shall" and "will" has passed from Irish-English
speech to our own, and is finding Its way Into
newspapers and books, and past participles manu-
factured out of nouns are weakening the few in-
flected verbs we have left.
ItIs Inevitable that time and altered surroundings

should modify the language, and such changes as
enrich it are welcome, whatever their source. Un-
fortunately, however, tho tendency of American
speech (and not only that of the uneducated) la
to impoverish rather than to enrich the mother
tongue. We arc continually replacing some good
word with a definite and familiar meaning by an-
other of quite different significance, and in no way
tetter adapted to the service into which it is sud-
denly impressed. In this way hundreds of useful
distinctions have been lost— not the pedantic shades
of meaning with which speech has no time to
reckon, but the kind of distinction that helps the
average man to express his meaning more quickly
and precisely.

Such losses. it is true, originate among the unedu-
cated, but owing to our lax habits of speech and
imitative tendencies they spread rapidly from the
street to the newspaper and from the newspaper
to the book. It is not only in the street that one
hears "back of" used for behind, "cunning" for"pretty" or "engaging." to "fix" for to "set right"
or to "arrange." The two latter words have infact, been so successfully wrenched from their truemeaning that those who would not think of using
