Mass., who built the last
winner of this oup, the Genesee. and was expected
to have a design In the America's Cup defence
trials. Charles Davis, who sailed the Genesee tn
her vlctorv. has designed and will sail the Yankee.
H. H. McGregor, of Milwaukee, has designed the
Orion for Mr. Xordberg. of that city. Charles A.
Desmond has designed the Cadillac for Frank E.
Kirby, of Detroit. John C. Shaw, the head of an-
other Detroit syndicate, is taking the new Hanley
boat, and the last winner, the Genesee. will also
compete. The third Detroit yacht has not b*>,n
named, but is being built on Captain Wild's desien.
The vessel for Mr. Nunr.emacher ia being built by
Jones & La Rorde. at Oshknsh. and will bo
launched next week on Lake Wint.ebago for pre-
liminary trials and to prepare for the big Inter-
lake regatta at Milwaukee on July 4. Up to the
present time the boat most fe.xred Is the coming
Hanley craft, btit now that Herreshoff Is about to
appear above the horizon It Is said that a good
many Interested people are ina blue funk.

AND CHAMBER OF COMMERCE SEE

NEW-ORLEANS FROM CAR
AND TUG.

New-Orleans, April 22 (Special).— So many at-
tractions has this city, the gateway to Texas,

that the pilgTlms from the North who are Jour-
neying to the land of oil and cotton as repre-
sentatives of the New-York Merchants' Asso-
ciation and Chamber of Commerce feel a nat-
ural reluctance to go away, although they know
that the trip through the Lone Star State will
be full of interest and suggestion. Breakfast
over this morning, the New-Yorkers, together

with the Texas reception committee, on the in-
vitation of the president of the Carrolton Street
Railroad Company, took a trolley ride on three
special cars, going out St. Charles-aye.. a street
of handsome homes, past Tulane University,
past Audubon Park, with its splendid live oaks.
then around by Tulane-ave., back to Canal-st.
and down to the river.

There they embarked on the big ocean going
jug Wilmot, of the Illinois Central road, for a
trip on the Mississippi, as the guests of Hunter
C. Leak*, general agent of the company, repre-
senting the president. Stuyvesant Fish. As the
Wilmot cast loose and pushed out into the
river, all the other craft in the stream saluted
her over and over, the din of welcome remind-
ing the visitors of New-York's greeting to the
twentieth century. The trip took about two
hours, the boat heading first toward the Gulf
and afterward coming around and proceeding
several miles up the river, passing on the way
the fine Stuyvesa.nt docks of the Illinois Central.
In the cabin was spread a luncheon, which all
enjoyed, and there, too, a group of visitors tar-
ried to hear the Texas men— story tellers

—
relate more or less veracious but always enter-
taining and cleverly told anecdotes of life Inthe
South.

The party reached the St. Charles again about
2 o'clock, and after that each followed his own
devices, some taking naps, others chatting in
the hotel corridor and still others making voy-
ages of discovery in the quaint French quarter
across Canal-st. At 5:43 o'clock the round up
occurred, and the start was made for the South-
ern Pacific station. There the members of the
party and their Texas friends boarded the spe-
cial train, which was ferried across the river to
Algiers, whence the start was made for Texas,
with the oil fields of Beaumont as the first im-
portant objective point. The sun was hot to-day
in the city, and the New- Yorkers have acquired
more or less sunburn. To-night the air is as
balmy as in late June in New-York, and in a
star strewn sky the crescent moon gleams high
above the Crescent City.

GOLF ASSOCIATION A FIZZLE-OFEN

TOT-RNET AT CHEVY OUaH

If the United States Golf Association is in anr
danger of toppling from its position it will take*
more than the efforts of the Toledo Golf C!ub to

undermine It. The movement started by the players
of that city has ended in a complete flule. The*
trouble dates back to the time when the executive)

committee of the United States Goif Association
turned down the application of the Toledo Goif
Club for membership in the association because its
members used a public links. Since then the Toledo
golfers have been straining every nerve to estab-
lish a rival organization. They asserted that th»
United States Association is an aristocratic body
that does not whollyrepresent golf in the United
States. There are fully one thousand golf -¦
not In the association, and these the Toledo club
has endeavored to band together to oust the parent
ieague. Ithas found the rk-kl a pretty barren one.
Not even the Van Cortlandt Golf Club, of this city,
which was refused admission to the United States
Goir Association on similar grounds, could he in-
duce! to go in. and now the death blow to the
movement has come tn the refusal of the Western
Golf Association to co-operate with it in any way.
That organization has passed over the matter with-
out any action, which means that the chief body to
which Toledo looked for help will stand by the>
decision of the men in the national league. '-'

vidual clubs may tike such action as best suits
their members, but it ts apparent that all formida-
ble opposition Is gone. The United States A?«^-
ciatlon is generally upheld in its stand, f r Ins
reason that clubs using public links can CMNlgi
no control over them, and consequently ft would
be absurd for the association to sanction matches
In which infractions of Its rules coold not be pun-

ished.

ROYAL BACKING FOR LIPTON.
IT IS SAID THAT KING EDWARD MAY BE OX

BOARD SHAMROCK IIIN THE TRIAL RACES.

Private advices received here from London say
that the sails of the challenger. Shamrock 11, are
made of Indian ramie, and that they are now
ready at the lofts of Thorn Ratsey. to be bent
on the yacht as soon as she arrives at Cowes in
tow from the Clyde. Th« London correspondent,
who la a well known yachting writer, says that
there is no doubt that the King intends to give
Sir Thomas Lipton the best possible evidence of the
royal approval of the challenger's continued efforts
to bring on spirited international yacht racing in a
friendly way. KingEdward will witness the trial
races between the tWJ Shamrocks In the Solent,

which willbe sailed in the first week of May. and
ho will view these contents from the decks of Sir
Thomas Llpton's st*sm yacht, the Erin. The races
willbe on the same course that was sailed by the
Yankee schooner America, when. In ISSI, s«he
captured the club cup which Is row the great in-
ternational trcphy. The yachts will make a cir-
cuit of the Isle of Wight, and Mr. Watson will sail
his design, the challenger, and William Fife will
sail Shamrock I. which he designed for the 1899
cup races. It Is not certain but that the King
will sail on the Watson boat, and many believe
that as an enthusiastic racing yachtsman he would
prefer this to the comparative inaction on the
Erin. On his own yacht, the Britannia, he nearly

always took an active part In the working of the
ship.'and Ithas been reported from another source
that as soon as the sails are bent on the Sham-
rock the King will go aboard, incognito, and
handle the stick when she makes her first move
under her own power.
It is not known whether the two racers will be

sailed for all they are worth, and it has been sug-

gested in print that the skippers and designers

should satisfy them.-, lv without allowing the

real and best speed of the challenger to be fully
disclosed to the public. Design, Watson says

COMMENTS OF AN ENGLISH OARSMAN

ON THE COMING INTERNATIONAL

ROWING CONTESTS.

London. April12.—T0-day "The Daily Telegraph"

concludes a series of rowing articles by "An Old
Blue." who. In addition to being an English uni-
versity oarsman, acted at one time as a Harvard
coach, and therefore Is supposed from the Eng-
lish point of view to speak with authority on
American athletics.

The articles in question cover the whole field of
the coming international races at Henley very
thoroughly, but they are neither complimentary to
the American rowing system nor generous in tho
view taken of American amateur purity. They be-
gin with the question whether the American crews
should be welcomed at all to Henley. To this query

the -writer yields a rather grudging assent on the
general theory that, if England cannot put a good
enough crew at Henley to win against anything,

either amateur or professional, which America can
send, then she had better go out of rowing. At the

same time ho warns the stewards to scrutinize
carefully the American entries, especially those of
Pennsylvania and the Dauntless Club, of New-
York. This club he regards as particularly open to
suspicion, because he has never heard of it him-
self.

The comments on the difference In system em-
ployed by American and English universities In
selecting their crews are more instructive, as are
the criticisms of American training and boat build-
ing. The writer points out the advantage England
secures in selecting her university eights from
among all the rowing men in the university, in-
stead of being restricted by the lines of graduating
classes.

Discussing the employment of the professional
coach in America, the writer remarks that the
American post-graduate "would not waste his time
«n far as to coach a crew at all." and he adds:

Even ifhe did, his possible pupils require some-
thing far more serious than anything they could
get out of any except paid—and well paid—employ-
ment. They 'ask of their coach what they are.
cheerfully ready to give themselves, and that is the
best the heart, brain, soul, body and experience can
summon to the one task of discovering how to win.

This trait of wanting to win Is solemnly dis-
coursed upon at some length, to the conclusion that
winning, even winning fairly, is but a side issue
in athletic contests, and has developed among

Americans into a positive vice.
Considerable space is devoted to American me-

chanical training devices, such as the tank and the
gymnasium rowing machine, which are "made nec-
essary by the severity of American winters" and the
comparative shortness of the rowing season. These
devices are held up for Er.glish consideration as in-
dications of the "curious mechanical resourceful-
ness of the strange race bred on the far side of the
Atlantic." The writer declares, however, that they
are but a manifestation in concrete form of the
surplus "nerves" with which Americans are af-
flicted, and he argues that, while an American crew
may be dangerous on the mile and a quarter course
at Henley. America Is not likely to develop an eight

who could outstay a crack 'varsity crew over the
four-mile course at Putney. He warns the English
oarsmen, nevertheless, that, whatever advantage is
to be found in boat building, oar making or other
mechanical accessories, the American crews will be
sure to have discovered it and will bring it into
play at Henley. England's great superiority, he as-
serts, will always rest in the natural "waterman-
ship" which be believes to be bo much more abun-
dant in English universities than among American
undergraduates. He points out also one great ad-
vantage which the English crew derives from Its

method of keeping its men on alternate sides of the
boat, instead of dead on the line of the keel. The
English system, he contends, gives several inches of
additional inboard leverage, with the same length

of oar and outrigger. It also adds to the steadiness
of the boat.

The absence of swivel oarlocks from the English
boat, he says, contributes to the same end. It also

restricts somewhat the maximum sweep of the
stroke; but. he claims. Itconfines the efforts of the

crew to the area where effort is most effective.
The writer concludes, in part, as follows:

Do we welcome them (the American crews) this
year? Of course we do. fullyand heartily and with-
out reserve, Of some we may say, perhaps, "Yale
we know and Harvard we know, but who are ye?
Yet we arc confident that, even Ifall American
competitors do not read these columns, they have
loyally tried to fulfil the conditions of Henley Re-
gatta, entries. Ifany have not done, so, we look to
the stewards to prevent any bother. The guardians
of English amateur rowing can never be too care-
ful Let the stewards permit Pennsylvania to prove

to her compatriots, as well as to ourselves, that the
old suggestion about buying up good athletes is

absolutely baseless. That will be a good thing in
Itself. It will be indispensable at Henley. The
National Amateur Association in tho United States
has done nothing whatever in a little question
about Ten Eyck which came up a short time ago.

Let us have no such uncertainty on this side. Jhe

affidavits as to the hona fide amateur standing of
every possible member of the Pennsylvania crew
have been posted to the authorities here. The crew
and their instructor. Mr. Ward, ought to arrive
about the middle of June. May they meet us in th.i
same spirit in which we welcome them, as a crew
of amateur oarsmen at the premier amateur regatta
of the world.
