The surface disturbance at the northern end of
Central Park by the rapid transit constructors will
not continue, says President Clausen of the Park
Board in response to the reguest of the American
Scenic and Historic Preservation Society to use
his influence to prevent any avoldable permanent
disfigurement of the park. It appears that the
work of the rapid transit contractors referred to is
done under a general provision of the Rapid
Transit act, which ignores and supersedes the
Jurisdiction of the Park Department, and could
have been done without any permit from the de-
Partment.
