Ihave been against
Sunday opening from the start, on the ground
that it if. a violation of the Penal Code. Public
officials cannot expect the poor and Ignorant to
observe laws If they themselves break them.

"Fit? DAYS AP.E SHORT."

Cambridge. Mans.. May 2.—Although th« larger
portion of the proceedings at the Eastman murder
trial to-day was taken up in unimportant expert
testimony on powder stains on clothing and alloys
of lead In bullets, there were a few witnesses who
proved to be most Important in the trial, while the
da* ended with a magnificent forensic effort on the

part of the Attorney-General to obtain the admis-
sion of the testimony of the accused which he
made before the grand jury which Indicted him.

This testimony the court earlier in the week, after
a private hearing to the different lawyers, ex-cluded, but the Attorney-General to-day made an-
other effort in open court to obtain a reversal of
trie decision of the Judges through numerous legalcitations, backed by an earnest and eloquent plea.

MAKES AN APPEAL.

Charleston. B. C. May -Booker T. Washington

has been placed at the bead of the negro depart-

ment of the South Carolina Interstate and West

Indian Exposition, and has issued the following

address:
To the colored people of the United States:

The South Carolina Interstate and West Indian
Exposition promises to be a most Important event

In the history of the South, and especially bene-
ficial to the Interests of the negro. The exposition
Is to open In th.- historic city of Charleston. S. C.
December 1. 1301. From the first the promoters
of this enterprise have taken the deepest Interest
in providing an opportunity for the colored people
of the rnlted States to exhibit the progress they
have mads since their freedom.

A special building on one of the most attractive
and prominent parts of the grounds has been sel
aside for the use of th« colored people for their ex-
hibit. it Is earnestly desired that it be filled with
the products of the m-Kro^s representing every
section of the country. The exposition will be In
no sense a local or State exposition, hut national In
Its character and scope. It Is the desire of those
in charge of the negro department to make the
negro exhibit the most <¦ mplete and satisfactory
of any exhibit the race has made since Its freedom.
The aim Is to secure not a great quantity, but a se-
lect quality.

Those in charge of th" negro department are
especially anxious to secure exhibits representing
the progress of th« race along the following lines:
Agriculture, mechanics, social culture and domes-
tic life, education, morals and religion, woman's
work and arts, as well as other relations of life.

The cost Of the building as well as other ex-
penses in connection with securing the negro ex-
hibit has been guaranteed by the officials of the
exposition, but we do not. as a race, want some
one else to bear nil the expenses in connection with
the negro department, and the wish is earnestly
expressed that the race contribute something, how-
ever small, toward the expenses of the negro ex-
hibit. Such gifts may be offered through corre-
spondence with the commissioners or they may

be made to the secretary and field agent.
As Is already widely known. Charleston Is on« of

the most liberal cities in the country so far as
concerns the treatment of the negro, and every one
visiting Charleston or making an exhibit will be
sure of a liberal and kindly treatment. By far the
greater proportion of the common as well as the
highest class of skillt-d labor In connection with
the erection of the various buildings Is being done
by negroes.
