
HURT BY RUNAWAY HORSE.ODELL TO SAVE A MILLION.
QUARANTINE REGULATIONS WILL GO INTO

EFFECT IMMEDIATELY.
Washington. May

—
Yellow fever has ap-

peared in Havana, and the order of the Secre-
tary of the Treasury suspending the quarantine
regulations until May 15 has been revoked. The
news of the presence, of the disease was for-
warded to tho surgeon-general of the Marine
Hospital service by Dr. Glennan, chief quaran-
tine olMcer for Cuba. He says there are two
cases of the fever in Havana, but makes no re-
port for Other parts of the island. The quaran-
tine regulations, which go into effect immediate-
ly, require certificates of immunity from per-
sons coming from Cuba to the United States
through Southern ports, and five days' absence
from Cuba on the part of persons coming from
that island through Northern ports.

THE DRIVER THROWN* AND THREE

KNOCKED D")WX BEFORE THE ANI-

MAL. WAS CAUGHT.

A spirited bay horse attached to a light run-
about wagon, owned and driven by James

Clarke, a publisher, at No. 33 Union Square, and

livingat No. 400 West End-aye.. ran away on

Columbus-aye. yesterday afternoon, doing con-

siderable damage and injuring Clarke and a

woman. Carrie Leap*, twenty-five years old. of
No. SOS West Fiftieth-Ft.

Clarke was driving through West Seventy-sev-

enth-st.. on his way to Central Park. When
nearlng Columbus-aye. the horse became fright-

ened, and taking the bit in his mouth started

to run. Clarke tried to stop the animal, but
failed. As he reached Columbus-aye., to avoid

a surface car Clarke turned the horse's head
downtown, and was thrown to the pavement.

At Se;enty-sixth-st. the horse, pulling the
wagon after him, turned to the west sidewalk.
The Laupe woman tried to get out of the way,

but was struck by the horse and knocked down.
Abraham Bernstein, a tailor and furrier at

No. .'{.">;; Columbus-aye.. made an effort to catch

the horse's bridle, but fell in the attempt. When
nearinc the southwest corner of Seventy-fifth-
Ft. and Columbup-ave. th.^ hors.- ran into the
plate glass window of Bennett's real estate
office, and was caught by Patrolman Toomey, of
the West Sixty-elghth-st. station. Itmade an-
other effort to get away, and Toomey was
thrown to the pavement, receiving a severe
laceration of the hand. Several citizens ran to
Toomey's assistance, and the bone was caught
by the head and quieted.

Meantime the Laups woman had been carried
into a bakery mar by. where a severe scalp
wound was dressed by a private physician. She.
was then sont borne in¦cab, Clarke sustained
bruises of the face and went home, where he
was attended by a private physician.

ects. In company with Senators Ellsworth and
Hirgins and Speaker Nixon and Assemblyman

Allds. Itwas learned that the Governor would
veto appropriations amounting to nearly Ifnot

quite $1,000,000.
The Governor has made the innovation of

vetoing the separate items in minor appropria-
tion seta. Hitherto governors limited their ve-

toes la this respect to the General Appropria-

tion act. the Supply bill and the Supplemental
Supply hill. State Architect Hems was among

those summoned before the Governor, and to-

Rether th. Governor and Mr. Hems went over

all the plans for State buildings and repairs to

these buildings. The result was a reduction In

the appropriation of ILOOO.OOO for this purpose.

It has been known for some time that the
Governor l"ok. with disfavor upon the propo-

rtion to expend any more money in the pur-

chase of Adirondack lands, because the owners
of those lands were raising their prices to an

exorbitant point. There will therefore be no

appropriation this year of $2.V),000 for the pur-

chase of more lands for the Forest Preserve.

A billcf 5230.000 for printingexecuted by the
Wynkoop-Hallenbeck Company also meets with
¦veto, the Governor being resolved to reduce
the cost of the State printing. The Governor

will Fign the appropriation acts to-morrow, and
with them will be a memorandum expressing:

his disapproval of the various items vetoed.
It is said that the low State tax rate was

based upon the probable total of the appropria-

tions which the Governor would approve of, and
riot upon the appropriations contained in the
acts mentioned, the fact being perceived that
Rome of the appropriations would not meet with
his approval.

The State departments. bureaus and commis-
sions will all be put upon an economical basis
by the Governor's vetoes of appropriation nets.
Rarely In the history of the State has there
been such a reduction of the cost of running
various branches of the State government.
Every bureau has had to give good reasons for
every appropriation for It.

EXCEEDED BY $150,000,000 THOSE OF

GREAT BRITAIN FOR THE LAST

Washington. May 3 (Special).— Treasury Bu-
reau of Statistics. In Its publication, "The Monthly
Summary of Commerce and Finance.'' presents in
the current number some Interesting facts about
the commerce of the principal nations of the wcrld.
The most Interesting fact It shows Is thit the
United States stands In the fiscal year 1901 clearly
and unquestionably at the head of the world's list
of exporting nations, her average monthly exporta-

tlons for the nine months ended with March, 1911.
being $124,497,853, while those of the United King-
dom, her closest competitor, were J117.816.24S a
month during the same period. Those of Germany,
the next largest exporter, were 157.551.000 a month
during the twelve months ended with December,
1900; France. $36,457,000; Russia $29,550,000; British
India. }2e.747.000; Austria-Hungary. $25,753,253; Bel-
glum. $23,568,000. and Italy.$20.515,0t10 a month.

Of the twenty-four countries or politicaldivisions
named in the table, ten show an excess of exports
over imports, while the remaining fourteen show
an excess of Imports over exports. Argentina, Bul-
garia. Canada, Egypt, British India, Mexico, the
Philippine Islands, Russia, Uruguay and the United
States show an excess of exports over imports,
while Austria-Hungary. Belgium. Cape of Good
Hope, Cuba, France, Germany, Greece. Italy, Japan,
Porto Rico. Portugal, Spain. Switzerland and the
United Kingdom 'show an excess of Imports over
exports. Argentina shows for the. twelve months
ended with December last $39,000,000 more of ex-
ports than of Imports. Canada for the eight

months ended with February. 1301. shows #12,000,000
more of exports than of imports. British India for
the nine months ended with December shows $64.-
000.000 more of exports than of imports, and Russia
for the twelve months ended with December shows

$59,C00,000 more of exports than of Imports, while
the United States for the nine months ended with
March. 1901, shows $021,000,000 more of exports than
of imports.

A comparison of the latest figures with those of
the corresponding period for the preceding year
also develops some interesting facts. Argentina In
the twelve months ended with December. 1599,
showed $65,000,000 excess of exports over Imports,
and in the same months of 19C0 an excess of only
S3MQO.MB. Canada in the eight months ended with
February, 1900, showed exports $5,600,000 below the
Imports. while the corresponding months ended
with February, 1301. showed $12,000,000 excess of ex-
ports over Imports. Russia in the twelve months
ended with December, ISW, showed less than $4,000.-
000 excess of exports over Imports, and in the
twelve months ended with December, 1900. $59,000,000
more of exports than of imports, while the United
States, which Inthe nine months ended withMarch,
1900. showed $394.0i»,(i0d excess of exports over Im-
ports. In* the same months of the tiscal year 1901
showed 1621.000.000 excess of exports over Imports, a
gain Of $127,000,000 in th- "favorable balance of
trade" for the nine months 1 period of the present
fiscal year.

The total domestic exports of the United States
for the nine months <':He<l with March are $1,120,-
180.673, while the exportation of British anM Irish
produce for the sntn. period Is $1,060,316,214, showing
the exports of the United States to bo $60,000.00"
greater than those .if the United Kingdom, her
greatest rival.

HOLDS THAT MAYOR HAD NO RIGHT TO

VETO KINGS COUNTY REFORM
IUUUHJRK&

Albany, May 3 (Special).— Governor Odell signed
to-day Senator Marshall's three bills making the

offices of Sheriff. Register and County Clerk of
Kings County salaried instead of fee offices. These
bills were sent to Mayor Van Wy.k under an im-
pression that they were city hills, and he vetoed
them.

The Governor has taken legal counsel, and. being
advised that Mayor Van Wyck had no control over
the bills, he has signed them. The Governor was
told that the Board of Estimate and Apportion-

ment In providing funds for the payment of the
salaries of the County Clerk, the Register and
the Sheriff was merely acting as a board of super-
visors, and not as a local authority. The hills
were State measures, not city ones, and therefore
the Governor had a right to sign them. Fully ap-
proving of the hills, since they put i«n end to the
receipt of enormous fees, the Governor signed tim
bills.

The election of a Phereiff, a Hpfristrr and a
County Clerk in Kings County will take place
next fall. The ShereitT is to ree.-lve a yearly salary
of $15,000. the Register of 18.000 and the County
Clerk of JS.OUO.

$430,000 for the Improvement of the roads of the
State. Thirty-six pieces of road will be Improved

with this money.

NOT ABOLISHED F.Y TANGLE OF LAWS

AS SOME PERSONS FEARED.

IBT TELEGRAPH TO THE TniBCXE.I
Albany. May 3.—There was a little flurryof ex-

citement in the State capital to-day for a short
period over a rumor that the Governor had signed

abillamending the election law that accidentally

abolished the bipartisan Bureau of Elections
of New- York, bo recently established. For half

an hour it seemed as though Michael J. Dady

and Charles B. Page, the Republican election
commissioners, not to speak of the Democratic
commissioners, might lose their is"'.'**'positions.

It was pointed out that Governor Odell, on

March 13. had signed Senator Raines's bill es-
tablishing a bureau of elections, which amended
Section 11 of the election law passed in 18TM5,

as amended by Chapter 630 of the Laws of 1899.
The Raines billbecame Chapter gS of the Laws

of 1901. Then, on April 25. Governor Odell

tinned a "¦¦ill of Assemblyman Hitchcock, of

Warren County, providing that the term of office

of inspectors of election In towns should be for
two years. This billbecame Chapter IiRO of the

Laws of 1001. Italso amended Section 11. of the
election law of 1690. as amended by Chapter

g*M of the Laws of 1599.
It was contended that Chapter 53G of the Laws

of1901. being: the latest statute of this year, su-

perceded Chapter 93. and therefore the Bureau of
Elections was abolished. Governor Odell stated
to-night, however, that he was assured by his
legal advisers that the acts were not contradic-
tory t>r that they affected one another. They

both modified a law passed in a recent year.
That was all they did. The Bureau of Elections
was safe. Those members of the legislature

ho had hern thinking there might be an extra

session of the legislature to correct the alleged
error, upon hearing of the Governor's declara-
tion, gave up the thought of visiting once more
the capital this year.
