SUFFRAGE A RETROGRESSION.

WOWAN

WHY ILLINOIS ASSOCIATION OPOSES IT—-LEADING

TO SOCIAL ANARCHY

Chicago. May 3.—The lllinois Association Opposed
to the Extension of Suffrage to Women to-day is-
sued its semi-annual report of the progress of the
work. After giving the results of the legislative
action in the Middle West in regard to
suffrage in the last winter, the report says:

Everywhere there seems to be a growing convie-

tion that the best work of women lies along the
lines of moral influence and unselfish endeavor, in
& realm where the “Golden Rule” is not “‘read

backward” and that the lowering of this high idgal
to the plane of expediency., truckling and bargain-
ing, which the admission of all classes of men to
the ballot often makes necessary in polit
would he a distinet calamity to women themselves
and to society at large. At the same time (hese
capacities directed through the home or through
organlzed effort to the formation and guldance of
that public opinion which lies behind all law and
without the support of which statutory enactme
are worthless, may render invaluable and inc
pensable public service

If women would use as much intelligence and
energy as participation in legislation would require
in teaching their children, boys and girls alike, in
a broad, liberal way the great principles of temper-
ance and chastity, they would do more in a gener-
ation toward eradicating the evils of intemperance
and impurity than they could do by a century of
voting. If in the same way they would inculeate
and everywhere stand for the principies of justice
and unselfishness and a true regard for the rights
of others in social, commercial and political rela-
tions, they could do more toward reforming those
conditions of society which breed anarchy and are

the despair of the practical politician than they
could ever do through legisiative action. There is
much evidence that it is to those aims that

thoughtful and philanthropic women are directing
their attention rather than to suffrage.

We believe that there is a growing recognition of
the fact that instead of belng a social advance,
woman suffrage is part and parcel of that great
retrograde movement which seeks to destroy the
orderly organization of soclety and reduce it to the
absolute individualism which characterizes only the
lowest form of soclal life. “Advanced sociallsm is
anarchism. ™’ one of its most conspicuous advocates
has recently said: a state of soclety without law,
without institutions, with no bond of union or prin-
ciple of growth except unrestrained human imoulse
—in short, a return to those elementary conditions
from which human society originally sprung. We
do not believe that the American people are pre-
pared to abjure civillzation for such a nightmare.

Officials of the Manhattan Railway Company sald
Yesterday that no blame was cast upon the com-
pany by the presentment of the grand jury rela-
tive to the overcrowded condition of the City Hall |
station of the elevated road. The blame, they said,
rested on the owners of the “‘Staats-Zeitung' Build-
Ing, who had obtained the injunction restraining
the company from increasing its platform facilities
on the west side of the statfon. Herman Ridder, of
the “Staats-Zeitung" said:

The case for the “Staats-Zeitung”

- B was not pre-
&ented to the grand jury, and the presentment
aq injustice to us.  The injunction was obtained
twenty vears ago to prevent the railroad company
from shutting light and air out of our building.
We qﬂoreq to have the question of damages left
to arbltration, but the company said it would dam-
aze us first and let us sue for damages. We could
not consent to that, for it might take twenty years
fo settle a suit for damages. We have been willing
at any time to have the question of damages set-
tled by arbitration, but the railroad ¢ mpany
winted to get something for nothing. I am not
pre pjlh-d to say what can be done to improve the
platform facilities while the injunction stands.

Mayor Van Wyck has signed the McCarren bill,
which will enable the Commissioner of Bridges
to make plans for increasing the railroad facilities
at the City Hall end of the Brooklyn Bridge, and

under the bill, if 1t is Signed by the Governor, addi-
tional land for such facilities may be acquired.
President Holahan of the Board of Public Im-
provements said yesterday that he would take no
action on the presentment of the grand jury until
he had been advised by the Corporation Counsel.

MARKET GARDENERS LOSE THEIR SUITS. |

JUSTICE GAYNOR DECIDES

TIONS DO NOT INJURE THEIR FARMS.

In a decision handed down yesterday by Justice
Gaynor, in the Supreme Court, Brooklyn, In the
suits of August Westphal, Theodore Hiller, Fred-
erick Hiller and John H. Dieckmann, market
gardeners in the Twenty-sixth Ward, a blow was
administered to the claims for heavy damages
made by the market gardeners against the city on
the ground that the surface water had been
pumped from their lands by the operation of the
city's pumping stations. The plaintiffs owned lands
on the Old Mill Road, and it was alleged by them
that their farms had been rendered unproductive
by the operation of the Spring Brook pumping sta-
tion. Westphal wanted $21,000 damages; Thomas
Hiller, $4,%0: Frederick Hiller, $4.000, and John H.
Dieckmann, $8.000.

The four cases were tried at the same term, and
by consent were considered together. Justice Gay-
nor in his decision says that the pumping is done
from a depth of 36 to 157 feet below the surface,
and that the assertion is made that this causes

the water table or level to fall about eight feet, |

and that the moisture from the surface soil Is ex-
hausted. In the opinion of Justice Gaynor this
could not occur as a physical fact. except where
the water table was at or very close to the sur-
face.
