To-day will be marked by interesting commemora-
tive services in two of New-York's churches. At
8St. John’s Chapel, Trinity Parish, there will be a
celebration of the twenty-fifth anniversary of G. F.
Ie Jeune's connection with the chapel as organist
and choirmaster; in the Lafayette Avenue Presby-
terian Church, Borough of Brooklyn, John Hyatt
Brewer’'s twentieth year of similar activity will be
commemonrated. Both celebrations will take place
in the evening, and the programmes of exercises
may be found on this page after the blographical
notes and comments called out by the occasion.

Mr. Le Jeurle came to St. John's Chapel in 187.
He i» an Englishman by birth and studied music
with Bir George A. Macfarren and Joseph Barn-
by. His work with the vested choir of the chapel
attrasted much attention, especially after he began
a series of choral festivals, which for many years
were given monthly from October to June. The
amount of work which he managed to do with his
choir with two or three rehearsals a week may be
judge@ from the fact that within six years from
the beginning the following oratorios and cantatas
had been sung at the festivals—namely, ““The Crea-
tion,” “Elijah.,” *“St. Paul,” *“The Prodigal Son"
(Sullivan), "*The Holy City” (Gaul), “Lauda Sion,”
“Abraham"” (Moligue), “The Last Judgment,™
“Jubilee Cantata”™ (Weber), “Gallia” (Gouned) and
“Ruth™ (Gaul). Mr. Le Jeune is himself a com-
poser, and has placed to his credit many hymns
and anthems, besides two communion services, a
mass and two operas. Among his hymns the palm
for popularity is shared by “Jerusalem the Golden™
and “Light of Light™ Long years ago,

the writer of this note was studying the wvested "

choirs of New-York for the purposes of an article
which appeared in Harper's Magazine for June,
1888 (it is reprinted In “The Review of the New- !
York Musical Season” for 1888-'88) he learmed
that Mr. Le Jeune's method of training the volces
of his cholr boys differed from that of the ma-
jority of the choirmasters of the cliy in that he
forbade absolutely the use of the chest tones. This
was not because he believed that boys’' chest tones
cannot be used effectively, but because he heid 1t
to be impossible to bridge over the break between
the registers in the three or four hours of study
each week permitted by ordinary church appropria-
tions,

Mr. Brewer's work as organist and choirmaster
has been done chiefly in the churches of other de-
nominations, but he began as an Episcopal hoy
chorister and solo singer. He was born of Scotch-
English parentage in Brogklyn on January 18, 185%.
As boy soprano he first sang at eight years of
age In St. John's Episcopal Church, Brooklyn,
where Frank Gilder was orgarist. Two years later
he went as solo soprano to Zion Church. The or-
ganist here was Dr. H. E. Cutler, whose name is
closely identjfied with the permanent introduction
©of vested choirs in New-York, as shall appear
later., He next went to Trinity Chapel, where, with
Dr. W. W. Walter as organist, he sang a year, only
to return to St. John's in Brooklyn, where he re-
mained until at fifteen his volce broke. In this
engagement he recelved $30 a year, which was
then consldered very high pay for a boy singer. A
year after he quit singing he obtained his first po-
sition as organist. It was at Trinity Park Chapel,
where he stayved two years, going thence to the
Church of the Messish for four vears, thence to
the Clinton Avenue Congregational, also for
four years, and thence to the Lafayette Avenue
Presbyterian Church on the first Sunday in May
exactly twenty years ago. In these twenty years
Mr. Brewer has been absent from his post three
Sundays only—one when called out of town by a
death in the family, and two when he was serfous-
Iy 11l two years ago.

Mr. Brewer's foroces consist of a solo quartet snd
chorus choir. In the course of his term ofsservices
the following singers have been members of the
solo quarte': Sopranos: Mrs. E. J. Grant, 1881; Miss
Hattle W. Schroter, 1882; Miss Alice M. Whitacre,
1853-'85; Miss Marie Van, 1886-'85; Miss Ethel Anne

Price, 189 to date. Contraltos: Miss Emma Wil-
kinson, 1881-'% (died in November); Miss Tirzah
Hamlen (mow Mrs. Ruland), 1281 to date. (Miss
Hamlen was one year in Europe, her place being
supplied by substitutes) Tenors: Charles H.
Thompson, 1881-'85; Eugene Clarke, 18%; Willlam
R. Williams, 1887-'96; Vernon Hughes, 1897; Barclay
Dunham, 1888 to date. Rasses: Mr. Hyman, 1881;
John F. Saunders, 182-'88 (E. 8 Chapin, six
months); Mark H. Burch, 1884-'88; Frederick Red-
dail, 1888-'97; Hugh Williams, 1888 to date. Since
1883 Mr. Brewer maintained bi-monthly services
of song, the aal suggestion having come from
Dr. Cuyler, the last decade of whose services at
Lafayette Avenue Church coincided with the first
decade of Mr. Brewer's. At these services can-
tetas and voluminous selections from oratorios are
given, the list thus far mumbering over thirty
works. Upon succeeding Dr. Cuyler, Dr. Gregg,
who came from Boston, instituted an annual fore-

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covering from a stroke of paralysis, and Mr. Cutler
was Invited to come from Boston to act as sub-
stitute during his vacation. He had been in charge
of a vested choir in the Church of the Advent, in
Boston, and the ritualistic party, already strorg in
Trinity, found in him an enthuslastic lo::m:-r. While
he was Dr. Hodges's substitute he conld not effect
a change in the constitution of the choir; but, it
being found in 1859 that Dr. Hodges could nul.rv-
sume his duties, Mr. Cutler was appointed to .\Ix;“;
time but none capable of slr};:hu: the solos, and
until such were secured Mr. Cutler continued the
mixed guartet to whom Dr. Hodges had been wont
to intrust the solo work. Not long afterward,
however, Mr. Cutler found two capable boys nn{nml
Robjohn (now Caryl Florlo) and Henry Eyre
Browne, dismissed all his women singers, and the
first decisive step toward a surpliced choir had
been taken. The next step followed quickly: With
the consent of the vestry he moved his cholr from
the organ gallery to the seats reserved for the
egcholars of the Sunday school, and when they were
found to be in the way there they were moved
into the chancel rather than back to the gallery.
A *“plous member of the congregation™ now pre-
sented a set of cholr vestments to the vestry, but
the opposition to everything that savored of Ro-
manism was still too strong to justify an attempt
to put the boys into them, and they were stowed
away.

Now it was that Mr. Cutler found a powerful, if
unconscious, ally. In the fall of 1860 New-York
prepared to receive a visit from the then Prince of
Wales, now King Edward VII. He was to be in
the city from the 11th to the 1ith of October, and,
the 14th being Sunday, he accepted an invitation to
attend services at Trinity Church. Mr. Cutler's
opportunity was arrived. Without delay he and
his associates In the cause laid before the church
authorities a request for permission to use the idle
vestments. Thelr argument was as simple as it
was effective. They represented that the spectacle
of a lot of boys sitting in the chancel, in round-
abouts and assorted neckgear would surely be dis-
turbing to the Prince’s sense of propriety. Forth-
with Mr. Cutler was instructed to put the boys in
the newfangled frocks for the edification of the
Prince, and, lest the wearers should mar the so-
lemnity of the occasion by awkward movements in
them (they were plain robes of white, reaching to
the floor, with black ribbon ties for the neck—'‘very
like a nightgown,” said one of the cholr, in re-
lating the story to the writer, “and we were afrald
we would stumble In them™), they were donned two
or three Sundays before the Prince’s visit for re-
hearsal.

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TOPICS IN CALIFORNIA.

MUCH BENEFIT TO THE STATE FROM
RECENT RAINS — THE FAIR
ESTATE SETTLEMENT.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]
San Francisco, May 4.—Heavy rains fell

throughout the State in the early part of the !
week. The rainfall varied from less than an |

inch in the southern counties to three and four
inches in the north. Wherever the rainfall ex-

ceeded one inch good crops of all kinds m;

assured, as no other moisture will be needed.
The rain saved the wheat crop on the dry lands
of the San Joaquin Valley, and it also helped
hay in many districts. Apricots and almonds
have been so seriously hurt by frost that the
crop will be small.
ries will also be a light crop.
fruit looks well, and the general crops, such as
wheat and barley and sugar beets, will be larger
than for several seasons. The rain and snow in
the mountalns also have had an excellent effect
on the mining, for they assure the miners at

work along the mother lode of the Sierra Ne- !

vada that they will have ample water for oper-
ating their mines this summer. For the last
two years there has been much lost time at
these mines because of the lack of water due to
the light snowfall in the higher Sierras. To the
State the rain was worth many milllons of
dollars.

The Supreme Court decision declaring the Fair
trust clause will invalid, is looked upon as the
forerunner of a speedy settlement of the costly
litigation over the $18,000.000 estate. The big
estate will now be distributed according to nat-
ural succession between the two daughters, Mrs.
Hermann Oelrichs and Mrs. W. K. Vanderbilt,
jr., of New-York, and the one son, Charles L.
Fair, of San Francisco. The executors of the
will may make a fight agalnst the division of
the property, as this will deprive them of fat

fees, but It is not expected they can keep the |

estate In court much longer. The fees of the
lawyers who have fought the case for the three
children, with the costs of the litigation for flve
years, will amount to $2,500,000, or about one-
seventh of the value of the estate.

The closing of the new Southern Paciflc Coast
line between here and Los Angeles until certain
parts of the track can be relald with heavier
rails was a wise move by President Hays, as It
was impossible to make the schedule time with-
out great danger of accldents. It Is expected
that the new road will be put In perfect order
within a few weeks., The work is being rushed
on the double tracking of the road between San-
Francisco and San Jose, a distance of fifty miles.
A tunnel wiil be bored through the San Bruneo
Hills to shorten the route and reduce the present
heavy grades. The new line will give all the
suburban stations between here and San José a
greatly Improved service. This will stimulate
the bulilding of suburban homes at Burlingame,
San Mateo, Belmont, Mento Park, Paloa=, Maln
View and other places. The peninsula has grea:
advantage over Oakland, Alameda and Berkley
in that no steamer ride is necessary.

E. O. McCormick, passenger traffic manager of
the Southern Pacific Company, was appointed
this week to relieve Willlam H. Mills of press
advertising and transportation on this coast.
This change was made at Mr. Mills’s request, as
he felt he could not do justice to the work when
he was away for months at a stretch. Recently
Mr. Mills returned from the Paris Fair, where
he had charge of the Southern Pacific exhibit,
and he is to have charge of the rallway com-
pany's fine display at the Buffalo Fair. Earl H.
Fitzhugh, who recently resigned as vice-presi-
dent and general manager of the Vermont
Central, is here and is to take the place of as-
sistant to President Hays, of the Southern

Pacific. Mr. Fitzhugh held for several years the
position of superintendent of the middle division

of the Grand Trunk Railway when Mr. Hays'

was its presideat, and It was through Mr.
Hays's influence that he secured the place as
general manager of the Central Vermont.

The necrology of the week includes a number
of well known Californians. Among them were
Charles B. Darwin, for ten years the leading
criminal lawyer of San Francisco, with a large
practice throughout the State: John F. English,
a produce merchant and Democratic politician;
General Josiah Howell, who for years was man-
ager of the New-York Life Insurance Company
in Australia, and Dr. Jullus Boushey, assistant
with Dr. Wolsey at the railroad hospital in
Oakland.
