ZED BY HYSTERIA AFTER BROODING
OVER THEIR FATHER'S LOSS

OF REASON.
Thrre asters, suffering from hysteria at-

xibuted to religious enthusiasm, were admittedo the pavilion for the insane at Bellevue Hos-,ltal yesterday morning. Th-y were accom-
panied to the institution by their brother and
their physician.

The sisters are Catherine T. White, thirty-
four years old; MarjA Veronica White thirty-
three years old. and AKnes M. White, 'twenty-
Feven yrars old. They live In a brownstone
house at No. 154 East One-hundred-and-twenty-
peventh-st.. which they inherited eight years
ago on the death of their mother. It is a two
Btory house and is comfortably furnished. The
sisters are members of All Saints Roman Cath-
olic Church. <"me-hundred-an<i-twenty-ninth-st.
and Madison-aye.

The father of the young women, who was a
contractor, is now an inmate of the Mlddletown
Asylum. He has l>een there two years. Agnes,
th" uiif:<st of the

"
sisters, has long brooded

over her father's rendition. She confided in
Father Keenan, the assistant pastor of All
Paints' Church. The priest said last night that
he believed her excessive brooding over this
trouble had boon the cause of her mental break-
down.

For some time Apnes has be n acting errati-
cally. She was continually watched by her
sisters. So constant were they in their attend-
ance on Agnes that l.'.st Tuesday night, thor-
oughly worn out, they, too, became hysterical.
AtG o'clock on Monday morning Agnes had be-
come wildlyhysterical, and ran Into the street
screaming: - '''

iTIHtaK upon Heaven to restore
her father. It was with difficulty that she was
induced to return to the house.

After Tuesday there were odd scenes and
noises in and about the house where the lis-
ters lived. They improvised an altar in the
vestibule of the house, and set lighted candles
on it. Again. they placed lighted candles in
their windows an-] exhorted passersby to come
and be saved.

Dr. A Ward Roff. of No. 7." West Xinety-sec-
ond-Ft.. was called in to attend the sisters. He
deemed it advisable that the patients should
have careful attention, and a trained nurse was
employed. a brother. James F. White, of No.
19 Eldert-st.. Brooklyn, tried to make ar-
rangements to have his sisters cared for in a
private Institution, but could not find a place
for them.

On Friday evening Mary became violent, and
It was decided to take the sisters to the insane
pavilion. The family physician is satisfied that
treatment and care will soon restore the young
women to their normal mental health.
Prf. Fitch and Wildman made an examina-

tion of the three sisters yesterday afternoon, and
afterward refused to say anything about their
cases.

r>r Louis Schultze. of the insane pavilion, last
evening observed the sisters for some time. He
said that they were all in one room and were
consoling one another in a tender and sympa-

thetic manner. He said it was a pathetic spec-

ble to brooding.

The T"n(serhlll Society of America held Its an-
nual meeting yesterday afternoon at the Friends'
Meeting House. InEast Twentieth near Thlrd-

sve. The president. Mrs. R. Ogden Doremus, pre-

ti&ei. The day was the 771st anniversary of the

landing of Captain John Underhlll in Boston.
whither he had come to train the militia of the
colony.
Isaac Townsend Smith delivered an historical ad-

dress on the place of Captain Underhlll InAmeri-
can history. He pave Underbill's opposition to

the persecution of Roger Williams as the rea-
son why he is not now commemorated by monu-
ments, while Miles Standish. who gave similar
service In the Plymouth colony to that performed

by T'n^erhi'.l in the Massachusetts colony, is wide-
lycommemorated in Massachusetts.

Mr. Smith prefaced his address with reminis-
cences of the towns skirting Massachusetts Bay

and some of his personal experiences in entering

that bay in the days of palling craft, when the
hazards of the run from Cape Cod to Boston were
fuch as are unknown In these days. Mr. Smith
closed with a tribute to patriotic and genealogical
societies as stimulating to deeds of patriotism and
bettering the quality of the individual.

liODY OF DROWSED CADET FOUND.

THE BODY TAKENTO PITT3TON. PENN., FOR

BURIAL—"MRS. STANLEY" NOT

YET ARRESTED.

No new light was shed yesterday upon the man-
ner of death of the Rev. Edward S. Phillips, the
Roman Catholic priest, of Hazleton. Perm.. whose
decomposing body was found in Kirk Stanley's

room in the rear house at No. 730 Nlnth-ave. on
Thursday night. The police and Coroner Bausch
still held suspicion of foul play, and the coroner
decided to keep Stanley a prisoner in the Tombs
pending a chemical examination of the fluid found
in the stomach of the priest.

Although the police continued to assert that they

knew where to find the woman who passed as
Stanley's wife in the rooms in Ninth-aye. before
Father Phillips died there, the woman was not
arrested yesterday. There seemed to he reason to

believe that the woman did not leave the rooms
until after the priest's death there on May 9. and

that she could tell much about the manner of his
death. Her actions Indicated that she was anxious
to have the death of the priest kept secret from
other persons in the house. Mrs. Bernlus, a wom-
an livingon the first floor of the house, went up

to Stanley's rooms on May S and took his alleged

rheumatic cure. He had a hot air machine for
baking parts of the body affected with rheuma-
tism, and Mrs. Bernlua thought she was helped by

the treatment. On May 9 she wanted to try the
machine again, but I-Mrs. Stanley" insisted on hav-
ing the machine taken downstairs for that purpose.
Late on the same afternoon "Mrs. Stanley." who
had been away from the house some hours, re-
turned and asked Mrs. Higgins, the Janitress, If
Stanley was upstairs, and she said she would not
dare to go into the rooms alone. Then she went
away, and was not seen about the house again.

Stanley was arraigned before Coroner Bausch
again yesterday, and Abraham Levy was present

as the prisoner*! counsel. The coroner said that
the autopsy had established no proof that Father
Phillips came to his death from other than natural
causes. He considered the circumstances surround-
ing the case so suspicious, however, that he be-
lieved It was his duty to hold the prisoner.

"I shrill hold the prisoner." the coroner said,

'"until there has been a chemical analysis of the
fluid found In Father PhilHps's stomach and of the
contents of the intestines. Iwillaccept 110,000 bail
until the analysis is completed, and should the
analysis furnish no proof that there has been foul
play Iwill discharge th«» prisoner."

"How long will it take to complete the analysis?"

Mr. Levy asked.

ANALYSIS TO TAKE THREE WEEKS.
•"Ihave consulted with Professor Witthaus, nnd

he will require about three weeks." the coroner
replied.
"Iwill not consent to allow this man to be locked

up in the Tombs three weeks." said the lawyer,
"and Ishall apply for a writ of habeas corpus on
Monday."

Coroner Bausch explained that he was obliged to

hold th> prisoner on th- policeman's statement
that Stanley had lived and eaten and slept in the
rooms where the corpse of the priest was lying.

The fact that Stanley did not report the death was
Initself an offence, and certainly created suspicion.
The coroner then asked Mr. Levy not to apply for
a writ until It was ascertained whether the District
Attorney and a Supreme Court Justice would unite
In ordering that an analysis should be made.
"Ifthe Investigation la speedily made." remarked

If ny women were in Ibat fiat,
they were Hit*before tho arrival of Father Phil-
lips nd had departed long before he arrived, nor
did he see any woman while there.

The body of Father Phillips remained several
hour* yesterday In the undertaker's rooms at No.
4't West Flfty-flrst-at. Several priests, who did not
want their names mentioned said there la no
reason why Father Phil lips'a body should not be
buried In consecrated ground. Indeed, they sail,

they had no doubt It would be so buried.
BODY SENT TO PITTSTON. PENN.

Later In the afternoon the body was taken to

the Pennsylvania Railroad station and was shipped
to Plttaton, Perm Dr. Dougherty, the priest's
rephew, said that the body <>' Father Phillips
would be burled beside those of his parents, In
the old Catholic graveyard at Plttston. Before
leaving the city Dr. Dougherty said:
Iadhere to the opinion thai Father Phillips met

his death by the most natural causes, and I will
be surprised If the investigations of the police
develop anything else The police are to be praised
for their diligence in the matter. However, I
firmly believe thai nothing ciin be discovered which
will Incriminate any one or prove anything crim-
inal in the way Father Phillips met his death.

James O'Neil, of Newark, went to Police Head-
quarters there yesterday and told the police that
he had reason to suspect that Kirk Stanley was tha
man who shot and killed his brother, Thomas
O'Nell. In November, 1899. Thomas O'Nell was a
special policeman. One night In November, two
years ago, he saw two men acting In a suspicious
manner. He believed them to be burglars, and
he stopped then: and began to ask questions. The
men started to run. and as they did BO one of them
fired the shot that killed the officer. James O'Nell
hays that the description he has read of Stanley
tallies exactly with the man who shot his brother.
He also recalls the fact that the man who tired
on O'Neil was called "Doc" by his companion. A
description of. the man who shot him was given
by O'Nei! before his death.
