Paterson, May 19 (Special).—The swans belonging
to Jacob S. Rogers, the locomotive bullder, are gone
rom Pompton Lake. They retired in favor of the
fish and because of a lawsuit that involves the
ownership of the beautiful sheet of water. Mr,
Rogers owns a farm bordering on the lake, and he
spent mucl: money in beautifying the place. He
imported a number of swans from England and put
them in the lake. Then his troubles began.

One of the cottagers on the lake is . P. Froth-
ingham, president of the State Board of Fish and
Game Commissioners, who thinks more of a little
killle than a whole flock of swans. He noticed
that the swans were fond of the spawn of fish, and
he detarmined that the swans must go. The powers
of the local Board of Health and of the Fish and
Game Commission were Invoked, but with little ef-
fect, as the only question was one of trespass. The
lake, or. rather, the ground under the lake, belongs
to William 8. Ludlum, of the Ludlum Steel Works,
and Mr. Rogers had a permit from Mr. Ludlum
to keep all the swans on the lake he wanted.

Mr. Frothingham had coasulted counsel, and a
search showed that there was no record of Mr.

Frothingham promptly bought this part and im-
mediately served notice on Mr. Rogers to keep his
swans off ft. he locomctive bulider told Mr.
