Controller Coler told the Merchants' Association
at a meeting on Thursday afternoon that In no cir-
cumstances would he accept a nomination for a
municipal office this fall. When the Controller was
seen yesterday he refused to discuss his statement
made to the merchants further than to say that
he had been correctly reported by President Will-
iam F. King, who yesterday made the following
statement with reference to Controller Coler's at-
tendance at the meeting:

litical one In any way, shape or manner. It wasmerely to advocate the adoption of a commercialsystem In the offices of the city departments, onthe same lines as those prevailing In any large rail-road corporation or manufacturing concern. This
Is a sequence nt the work carried on during theRamnpo Investigation. It was purely business, toagitate the inauguration of n system of economy
ami the saving of public money." thus reducing the
tax rates of this gr->at municipality.,"c arf> not In politics, but we are interested in
tr!£, eCo

rnomlc government of our great city.
The Kamapo Investigation created a deficit, and

there is still n deficit of Jio.nno, and the associa-
tion does not care to take up this or any otherwork until the necessary funds are provided. Itwas not strictly a Merchants 1 Association meeting,
nut a conference of a number of Influential citi-
zens In all walks of life to discuss plans for or-ganizing the movement and carrying it to a finish.In case tho ways and means were forthcoming.
It was necessary before any such work could he

carried on to have the co-operation of the Con-
troller. He was present. nv<\ during the meeting he
made the statement that he was not a candidate
for public office and would not accept nny nomina-
tion under any consideration from any party or
faction.

LAWSON REFUSES TO RACE.

By May 23 Mr. Lawson had reached the con-

clusion that the committee had "misconstrued"
his last letter, and he endeavored to explain

what he did mean by going over the ground
again In somewhat different language, and
reaches the following conclusion:

My ease !s » simple one. At an early rtago of
building the Independence Iwas obliged to an-
swer false public statements, and In answering I
took the position that It was impossible for me to
give my boat to any individual. Later, when your
committee opened correspondence with me, It whs.
as Itried to show you, impossible under the ex-
isting conditions (not ideal conditions which might
have? been) for me to give my bout to an individ-
ual. The cases of Edwin D. Morgan and W. But-
ler Duncan, Istill Insist, are in no way similar.
These gentlemen were selected by their fellow
club members for the highest honor within their
gift, and acceptance by these gentlemen of the
ownership or management of the Columbia and
th'» Constitution has not placed them and could
not place them In the eyes of sportsmen, follow
club members or the public at large in anything
but an enviable and honorable light,and Iask that
you accept mv emphatic protest against the sug-
gestion that anything which Ihave written In any
way reflects upon the honor of these gentlemen.
Iregret, as does your committee, if It should

happen that our correspondence ends in anything
but the pleasantest manner, and I beg to repeat
to you. I hold myself in readiness to do any-
thing which It Is possible for me to do to enable
the Independence to race that. In the wise Judg-
ment of your committee, Is deemed best; and I
pledge myself that If your committee notifies me
It is impossible. 1 do not care for what reasons,

for my boat to take part In the Cup defence, I
will cease all effort in that direction and do all
in my power to dispel any bad Impression that
may exist, by arranging to In some other way
settle, to the satisfaction of nil yachtsmen and
others, the question of which Is the best Ameri-
can boat.

THE N. T. Y. C.'S FINAL OFFER.
The correspondence closes with the following

letter sent to Mr. Lawson yesterday:

You appear to entertain an erroneous impression
concerning th« position of Mr. Duncan and Mr.
Morgan. These gentlemen were not selected as
managers of the Constitution and the Columbia
by the members of ?he dub. In each .rise the
selection was by the individual owners of the
yachts, and the arrangement was one wholly be-
tween such owners as Individuals on the one side
and the gentleman selected as manager on the,
other.

This committee certainly does not propose to
notify you that It Is impossible for your boat to
take part In the trial races or the Cup defence.
On the contrary, it has very distinctly notified
you that Itis entirely possible for her to take such
part, and has fully explained to you the condi-
tions which It is open to you to avail yourself or
for the purpose of qualifying her as a candidate
for the match.

W. Bourke Cockran then spoke, and said In part:

It Is an undoubted fact that in this city, and
perhaps In others, the whole power of th« govern-
ment rests in the hands of a man who was not

elected by the people, hut who rules the town
through creatures of his own selection. Iwas
charged with rhetorical exasperation when ISPo**
of the dangers of encroachments upon the inde-

pendence of the Judiciary threo years ago. nut i

think that recent events have confirmed my re-
marks then. The force that controls this city is

such that no interest can escape its hostility, it
that hostility should bo Incurred.

Any publiccontractor con be ruined by the doss s
frown., any professional man can be enrtcnet ny

his smile. Sure!?, never was there power luce tnis
before in the history of Hie world, for. though the

boss is all-powerful, his power Is never seen. Auto-
crats and despots have existed, and. though the>
may have been able to overawe for a time. tne>
have never been able to escape the Judgment or
posterity, for their acts were open. But the present
boss rules merely through a smile or a frown, or a
shrug of the shoulders. >w»««
If one had said a few years ago that a Doss

could be a millionaire, or that a millionaire could
be a boss, the idea would have been ridiculed as
preposterous. We have always had bosses, nut
they used to be of a different sort They were
content with an occasional contribution at Christ-
mas, or at a christening, or some other tarn >
event. Iwas amused at the suggestion or a statute

to prevent political contributions by or f>o"ltlf>o"ltl" *-
Way. the boss owns the corporations, since be•con-
trols the franchises, SO he does not need contribu-'

Now consider what this means. The boss
steadily enlarging his control of corporate interests,

so that It may cover transportation, gas andl Ice.
and no one can tell where It will stop. SuPPjwea
great strike should come which would . Imperil

these great Interests. Does anybody Imagine that
the boss would stop at the exercise of any part
of his power in order to prevent the loss ot nis

P7ti such a struggle, would the police be likely to
exercise that moral influence which after all is the
source of their chief power? The clubby the po-
liceman's side is the least powerful of his weapons.
The most powerful Is the respect which he in-

spires as the representative of the majesty of th"

law
when It shall appear In any great labor dis-But wTien It shall appear in any great labor dis-

turbance that he is merely the employe of one
party to the controversy, that moral force willhe
lost." There will be resentment, then resistance,

and finally riot and anarchy.
How are we to avoid such evils? Manifestly by

a redistribution of power, Ido not say that you do
not do right In organizing to lake up the fight next

fall but the en.l should be something more than
the election of a good man next fall. At present,
once In four or two years, the people have a chance
to choose between two men. but the individual
citizen is almost powerless. The remedy Is in th"
widest acceptance of the principle of home rale.
The separate wards, having perhaps thirty election
districts in them, should have control of lighting,
paving, street cleaning and police.

Perhaps some wards would elect ignorant or even
depraved men. but there would be certain to be
some that would elect their most intelligent cltl-
r-en.o. Ido not think there Is a man here who could
not get Into his ward council by making a per-
sonal canvass And those wards which were best
governed would become the standard for the others.
If one well-governed ward, for Instance, got its
asphalt pavement nt W a square yard, and others
paid $5 or Ji". the taxpayers in those wards would
want to know about It.
Idon't suppose that there is a man here who

believes that the social evil can be suppressed or
tti.tt gambltng can be stopped. I don't suppose
there Is a man here who would bo willingto enter
upon such a hopeless campaign. But that does
not mean that we favor a system by which dis-
orderly houses or rambling resorts are maintained
upon a license system, and the license fees go to

the lice.
Inoticed that objection was made to the State

constabulary scheme, because under it a policeman
could be transferred from Albany to New-York.
But the power to transfer a man from The Bronx
to Richmond Is just as bad is a means of op-
pression. If the control of such matters were lett
to ward councils, every man In a particular neigh-
borhood would know just who Is responsible. The
concentration of power In one mnn t» nothing new.
Our present municipal government Is not demo-
cratic government, but it Is the system of the
French Consulate. Our hope is in a return to the
principles of Thomas Jefferaon. Let the people
know by whom they are governed, for no one can
ever completely eree the public conscience.

William H. Baldwin. Jr.. of the Committee of Fif-
teen, said that the- saloons are bound to be open
on Sundays way, so they should favor their
lawful opening, at least for certain hours.

A. J. Monitor! was introduced as a representative
of labor organizations and advocated municipal
ownership of railroads.

REPUBLICAN CONFERREES SAY THEY ARE
READY TO ACCEPT ANY GOOD

MAN AS A CANDIDATE.

The Republican Organisation of the city of New-
York, formed by William Brookfleld, General
Wafer Swayne and others, will hold a meeting in
Lyric Hall next Friday night and make plans for
the coming campaign. Resolutions will be adopted
and an address will be presented. Mr. Rrookfleld
declared yesterday th it the old organization would
be in the hat ness again, would make Lyric Hall
headquarters, as it • >* before, and would co-
operate cordially with the Citizens Union and all
other associations opposed to Tammany.

Among politicians generally yesterday satisfac-
tion with th( conference committee of the Repub-
lican County Committee was expressed, and It was
said that there was evinced a spirit of friendliness
and moderation that made the outlook for a union
of all anti-Tammany forces most encouraging.
Senator Platt yesterday spoke highly of the con-
ference committee.

"It Is thorough!) representative of the Republi-
can organisation." he said, "and Just the kind of
a committee that should have teen appointed for
the purpose. It will have at heart th« Interests of
the party. What the Republicans most desire is
the nomination of a man who can beat Tammany,
whether he he a Republican or a Democrat, and
the Republicans will work for that end."

All the members of the Republican conference
committee In discussing the outlook yesterday de-
clared that the Republican County Committee had
ii"candidate*, that it was ready to confer with
others and support any Clean man. and that If
other organisations met ItIn the same spirit, union
would ii» effected.

"We Will do everything to mak» this movement
successful," said Frederick S. Glbbs. "We are
ready to accept the most available man as the
candidate for Mayor, whoever be may be. ,N.i if
the other organisations k» Into the conference in
the same spirit. It I* certain that a winning ticket
win be named."

"Our attitude Is one of friendliness to all the anti-Tammany organisations, and we will go to the con-
ference with th.- one purpose of promoting a
union.' Mild W. H. fen Syck. "We are ready to
make concessions, to do utmost anything to ac-complish the object In view. If a complete union
Is not effected, it will not be the fault of the Re-
publicans."

VANDERBILT INTEREST IN LACKAWANNA
THOUGHT TO BE TOO STRONG TO

BE DISLODGED.

It was faid yesterday on good authority that
there was more than a little basis for the current
reports of the desire of George J. Gould to secure
an outlet to the Atlantic seaboard for his South-
western railway system, and of the antagonistic
attitude assumed toward that ambition by the
Vanderbllt and Pennsylvania Railroad interest*.

That the Pennsylvania, by way of reprisal, was
trying to gain control of the Atcblson was de-
clared to be untrue; but It was thought to be the
fact that the conference between President Cassatt
and \V. K. Vanderbllt this week bad been largely
devoted to discussion of Mr. Gould's plans. It has
been said lately that Mr. Gould purposed acquiring
control of the Delaware, Lackawanna and Western,
designing to make it the Eastern link of his system
of roads, and the activity of I-ackawanna stock
during the last few days has been referred to as
evidence of the attempted execution of such pur-
pose.

But the dally transactions have been relatively
very small, and it Is thought to be next to impos-
sible for control of the road to be altered except
by friendly agreement, as the stock Is so closely
held. It is. indeed, reported that the Rockefellers
are allies of Mr. Gould In his effort to get a road
into New-York, but It 1b believed in Wall Street
that the Vanderbllt Interest In the Lackawanna is
In any case too strong to be dislodged. Another
report has been that Mr.Gould would try to secure
the Erie Instead of the Lackawanna for the pur-
pose of having a line to this port from Buffalo, the
terminus of the Wabash and the present Eastern
terminus of the Gould system of railways; but this
rumor has not received much credence In the
Street. Still other theories are that Mr. Gouldrecognises the fact that all the trunk lines reach-Ing this city are controlled through a community of
interest, and that he therefore designs only to
effect a traffic arrangement with one of those linesthrough which the traffic of the Missouri Pacificsystem may get to this port. Friendly traffic re-
lations have for several years exist. -.1 between th.-
Lackawanna and the Wabash.

MR. LAWSO.VS TART REPLY.

as rood a boat as any other candidate for the < up

defence. Informs me that it Is the unanimous .lessee
of its members that she be granted an equal chance
with the other American boats, only to show me
that she willnot be given any chance unless lmsKe

a gift to some member of your club of nil that
which belongs to me by right of my having assumed
the responsibility of an act which no member of
your club or any other individual desired to per-
form.
Ifmy understanding Is correct, Ideeply regret

that your committee should have had so poor an
estimate of my intelligence as to have, thought it
necessary to call to my attention that it was within
my power to transfer my ownership of the Inde-
pendence to a member of your club, for. ifmy un-
derstanding is correct, the substance of all your
committee has paid to me in Its courteous and wel-
.come., but nevertheless unsolicited, correspondence
Is, that I. being the sole owner of the Independence,
can. IfIdesire, in any way that Ideem best, trans-
fer the ownership from myself to a member of
your club; Ican give her, Ican Fell her, orIcan
charter her. Iwould respectfully call the attention
of your committee to the fact that Idid not build
the Independence for the purpose of financial gain,
and Itherefore would not sell an ownership. In
whole or In part, or by charter to any individual.
Furthermore, If it was my intention to profit In
chip dicker, she would, of course, be sold to the
highest bidder, regardless of his membership In
any club. Of course, your committee and all mem-
bers of your club know that it Is impossible for me
to find an Individual of sufficient respectability to
have been admitted to any club who would treat
with anything but contempt a proposition that he
go before your club and the public with the decep-
tive assertion that he was the owner of the Inde-
pendence and therefore entitled to those things that
necessarily go with such ownership, and I think
your club members upon second thought willagree

•with me that no man sufficiently house-broken to be
at large would ask any one to assume a position
of such duplicity.

A PLEA FOR FAIR PLAY.

Imagine the situation of a responsible owner who
had voluntarily intrusted a ship like the Inde-
pendence to an 'ndlvidual as irresponsible as one
•would necessarily have to be to become the bene-
ficiary of such a subterfuge, if.in the first race,

the sank an excursion steamer or in any one of
many ways was held responsible for heavy dam-
ages; or if. at a critical moment in the race, this
peculiar individual, actuated by motives similar to
those which prompted him to pose as the owner of
a "hip In which he had no ownership, should pur-
posely lose to the opposing yacht! Of course, the
ludicrousness of such a situation must appeal to
your committee. Recognizing that it might be ab-
solutely necessary for the successful defence of the
Cup that the New-York Yacht Club should have
the supervision, management and control of all
candidates for the defence, Idetermined at the
time Idecided to build a candidate to do anything
It was possible for a sclf-retpectlng individual to
do to have, my boat defend, if she proved best for

that purpose. Ihad decided before Ireceived your

first letter that, regardless of personal feeling to
the contrary. Iwould, upon request, turn over the
absolute management and control of my boat to
your club, and at the same time free your club ab-
solutely from all responsibility and bind myself
absolutely to Co all those things which, in the
judgment of your club, were deemed necessary;
and supposing, asIdid. that the power of your club
to make or chance its bylaws or constitution. its
rules or its regulations, was supreme, and that it
was the custom of your club to fly its club flag
from its clubhouse, buildings, club tenders, yachts
or other property at will.Iam frank to admit I

did not think the New-York Yacht Club would
have any trouble in deciding a way which would
allow the Independence fair play. But ifmy under-
standing of the meaning of your correspondence is
correct, it is Impossible for the Independence to
defend the Cup; therefore, impossible for the Inde-
pendence to enter the trial races for the selection
of a candidate to defend the Cup; and Iam not
sure that it is not unfair for the Independence to
race previous to the Cup races against any vessel
which may i"- selected for the defence. Further-
more Iam not sure that it may not be unfair to
the Independence to race, subsequent to the Cup
match, the loser of that match, or unfair to tjie

loser of that match for the Independence to race,
subsequent to the Cup match, the winner of that
match— that is, separately.

Therefore Iam of opinion that, ifmy understand-
ing of '.he meaning of your correspondence is cor-
rect the reason for the Independence no longer
exists, for it is impossible to ascertain whether the
best American boat is that boat which defends the
Cup because it is impossible tor any boat owned
by an American, other than a member of the New-
York Yacht Club, to have any part In the Cup
defence

As we are rushing work on the Independence in
an endeavor to launch her next week, and as I
have already entered into engagements to race her
again* the Constitution and the Columbia, will not
your committee favor me as soon as possible after
receipt of this with a reply, by telegraph if con-
venient, whether my understanding of the meaning
of your correspondence Is correct, that Imay decide
whether to abandon finishing the Independence and
cancel her entries?

CLUB REFUSES TO CHANGE RULES.
To this somewhat remarkable interpretation

of the New-York Yacht Club's proposition, Mr.
Ledyard replied on May IS. saying in part:

It is true that the correspondence which has
taken place between us was, as you say, not no-
licited by you. This committee voluntarily ad-
dressed you upon the subject, in an attempt to
enable you to procure your vessel to be entered as
a competitor for the honor of defending the cup
In the oniy way in which it was possible for her to
be entered under the constitution and laws of tho
club.
If the committee erred in extending you this

courtesy, the error is not one that causes them any
regret.

VVe have no desire to enter into any controversy

TAMMANY'S METHODS DENOUNCED AT

A MEETING OF THE G. A. R. U.

The opposition of the German-American voters
of the city to the Tammany administration, and
their desire to have better municipal govern-
ment, were indicated plainly last evening, when
the German-American Reform Union held a
meeting in the Grand Central Palace, at Lexing-
ton-ave. and Forty-fourth-3t. The delegates of
the union present, numbered about five hun-
dred, and they represented the German-Ameri-
can voters in all the Assembly districts In New-
York County. Their applause of speakers who
denounced Tammany methods and Crokerlpm
was significant, and they passed by a unanimous
vote resolutions declaring for businesslike meth-
ods in the city government, and the nomination
and election of the best citizens for public office
in the city. Although the resolutions did not
say so, It was evident from the hearty agree-
ment of the delegates with some of the speeches
that the German-Americans are In sympathy
with the Citizens Union, and are ready to aid
its movement for better government.

Carl Lutl presided at the meeting last even-
Ing and made an address in which he declared
that the duty of all good citizens was to Join
in a strong fight against Tammany Hall this
fall. He expressed what seemed to be the pre-
vailing sentiment of the meeting, that an inde-
pendent Democrat might to be nominated for
Mayor by all the organizations opposed to Tam-
many. Hp spoke of the platform of the Citizens
Union ns one which all good citizens of German
descent could agree to. There were thousands
and hundreds of thousands of voters In the
greater city who were tired of Tammany mis-
rule, he said, and determined to put an end to

it. Mr. Lutz spoke In German, as did all the
other speakers at the meeting.

Frederick Guertlor. president of the executive
committee of the union, rend the resolutions
which had been prepared for the meeting by
the committee. They were the following:

Tho German-American Reform Union, earnestly
desiring that the affairs of th.- city be adminis-
tered, as are those of every well managed business,
for the advantage of those concerned, declares
that the candidates for the Mayoralty and other
offices should be only men of steadfast character
and superior reputation, chosen, as are men for
Important private employment.*, from persons of
proven ability and manifest integrity, who may
be relied upon to act as they profess, and who
will neither use nor suffer any one else to use
their omVen for the benefit of any political or-
ganisation or set of persons whatever, and this
union will Join with other organisations sincerely
and honestly asking the election of such men.

The German-American Reform Union will Insist
that candidates for the Assembly he selected In a
similar manner as the candidates for city and
county offices, and that they be men of as high
character as the-;." latter. The union believes that
in Republican Assembly districts Republicans benominated, and in Democratic Assembly districts
Democrats be named, and that these candidates
be men who owe allegiance to no political ma-
chine, but who will work for the best Interests of
the city in the legislature at all times.

With the resolutions Mr.Guertler rend a state-
ment of the number of German-American voters
in New-York, showing that they form over Ml
per cent of the whole number of voters in tho
city, 'as follows:
