It closes
on the side with four pattes, cut in the silk and
fastened with gold butt the upper patte at
the choker and the lower one at the waist. Under
these pattes is a scarf of brownish lace that starts |
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&t the choker and falls in tw ds to the
tom of the garment. The sar e makes large,
puffed undersieeves. The silk sleeves reach only to

the elbows, are loose and flowing, and have a trifie
of gold embroidery at the bottom. The choker is
also slightly embroidered,

Something novel in the way of a skirt has just
appegred. It is made of three shaped pieces at-
tached one to another with an entredeux of em-
broldery, the whole falling free over the founda- '
tion. The upper part of the skirt is a fitted yoke,
and these three ruflles grow fuller toward the
bottom, giving a most graceful flare. This idea is
used on a gown of thin white stuff, something a
little more sheer and silky than an alpaca, but
with a surface llke alpaca. The foundation is of
flnk silk, which shows prettily through the black
ace that trims the gown. The black lace is used
in a delicate pattern to trim the edges of the
flounces and as an entredeux to unite the three,
The bodice has a trimming of black lace down the
sides and opens to show a vest of shirred pink
chiffon.
