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Berlin. May 25.
A HINT FROM GOUTHOWSKI.- The declara-

tions of Count Goluchowskl. the Imperial Minister
of Forf>!pn Affairs, before the Aiistro-Hungarian
delegations have created Intense Interest here.

They were received. In the main, with satisfaction,

rnSFIMISTIC VIEWS or ADMIRAL CERVERA.

Madrid, May 25.— Speaking before the Naval
Congress yesterday on the subject whether or not
Spain should be a naval power. Admiral Cervera
sinres fears of th*» disintegration of Spain Into
a number of small States. 'I do not wish." he
said, "that th" interests of the navy should pre-
dominate at the expense of the other tnterets of
the country, but. observing as Ido, what is going
on at the present day, Iam afraid Spain may be-
come Hko the Italy of the Middle Ages."

WEARY OF CHINA-Tbe feeling throughout

Germany of weariness of the China war still con-
tinues, and now even includes the Emperor, who.
during Count yon Billow's visit In the Reichsland.
was thoroughly informed regarding the present

status of affairs in China, and thereupon agreed
with the Chancellor that It was best to effect the
withdrawal of the German farces as quickly as
possible, and reach some understanding: regarding
the trode of paying the Indemnity. This conclu-
sion, It Is said, was hastened because, ir. contradic-
tion of the semi-official statements on the subject.
Russia's attitude In China recently has become out-
spokenly hostile to Germany, and the danger
seemed Imminent of a serious clashing there.

be Emperor William's specially deputed battle
scene punter, Theodore Rocholl. who Is laden with
numberless sketches made on the spot, from which
his majesty will order scores of paintings to be ex-
ecuted. Herr Rocholl has partly finished two line
paintings showing the body of Colonel York yon
wartenburg being delivered at Tsha-Tow. and also
the funeral of Yon Wartenburg in Peking.

Paris. May 25.—An interesting and amusing

pha«e of the struggle for the control of "Figaro"

was reached last night when M. Antonin Peri-

vier, who In his youthful days was private sec-
retary to M. Villemessant. the founder of
"Figaro." and by Villemessant's will was left
co-manager of the paper, with the late M. Fran-

cis Magnard and M. Fernand de Rodays. evicted
De Rodays r.ot only from the editorial chair, but

from the premises altogether. M. Perivier's

contention was that the editor's resignation had

been accepted and acted upon. The paper is
now solely in the hands of M.Perivier. who re-
places the once formidable triumvirate. Ma-
gnard, De Rodays and Perivier. The trumped up
charges that German capitalists were making

strenuous efforts to obtain a majority of the
shares of the paper are not taken at all seri-
ously in the best informed journalistic circles
here, where such accusations are regarded
merely as an adroit artifice to inflame a popular

boulevard outburst against the De Rodays-Cor-

nely management, which did not hesitate to pivo

its uncompromising support to Dreyfus during

the lntter part of the famous "affaire." which
ha« since beer, a stanch adherent of the Wal-
deck-Rousseau ministry, and during whose ad-
ministration the shares of "Figaro" have grad-
ually fallen in value from $300 to $100 each.
to-day's quotation being SlO3.

M. Villemespant's fundamental principle, which
he never tired of repeating, was that it would
be fatal to "Figaro" should it ever identify itself
with any political party. He occupied in French
journalism a position similar to that of the elder
Bennett in America; his idea was to be abso-
lutely independent of any political party, to be
constantly on the fence, as it were, on every
question, to he a free lance, with no convictions
¦whatever beyond being sceptical, supercilious,
sprightly and humorous. After his successful
coup d'etat. If.Perivier. in a flaming pronuncia-
mento which leads oft the front page of to-day's•
F t-aro." says:

Iwant "Figaro" to becom* again what It was
It must above all seek to please, instruct,
amuse; it must not be a sentinel, but a smiling
and jovialcritic of the shaly side of life, a tire-
less news gatherer, sometimes inclined to babble
and be rather indiscreet, but worthy none the
less of the confidence of what were at one time
called honest folk.

¦Wfe is M. Perivier'E plan; all the silly,sen-
sational gossip about the "Figaro" revolution
culminating in international complications and
thf paper being preserved from Nemesis by
red hot Nationalists or by a popular boulevard
rising against the alleged Machiavellian efforts
of German speculators should be set down for
what it is worth.

London, May 25.—Bishop Joseph C. Hartzell,
Missionary Bishop of the Methodist Episcopal
Church in Africa, who has been Invalided to Lon-
don after a trip to the West Coast of Africa, re-
turns to Africa shortly, to take an extended survey
of his diocese, beginning on the East Coast, going
through Rhodesia, and perhaps crossing the Trans-
vaal down to Cape Town and up to Liberia and
Sierra Leone. Bishop Hartzell, Judging from his
experiences during his recent sojourn on the West
Coast and the reports from China and other parts,
is inclined to take pessimistic views. He said to a
representative of The Associated Press:

There is a world crisis In progress in Christianity
and civilization. We are face to face with condi-
tions never before encountered. Missionaries andexplorers have gone, to the farthest corners of the
earth, and have, route.i out what may almost bo
termed the oldest and most secluded peoples. They
stand in defiant championship of their ancientcreeds and territory. All through Africa Ihave
seen signs of this revolt of the barbaric nations
Great Britain Is experiencing it in Ashantee. Alialong that West Coast, so rich in gold and so rap-
Idly being Invaded by European capital, the nativesneed but a spark to set alight aggressive fanati-
cism that years could scarcely suppress TakeLiberia, for instance, where live so many of ourown negroes. Inland there are a million nativeswho, if they wished, at any moment could driveour settlers Into the sea. My only wonder is thatthey are as peaceful as they have been.

Added to this danger are the grasping proclivities
of the powers. Liberia would be snapped up In amoment by Germany if it were not for British andAmerican Influence. Some of these days Itmay boabsolutely necessary for Liberia to associate her-self more closely with some great power. It willprobably be Great Britain, foi a West Africanpossession and Its responsibility could hardly be to
the advantage of the United States.

Bishop Hartzell has been forwarding about ascore of new missionaries to his diocese, and se-curing additional support fcr the Industrial mis-sions, by which he believes native difficulties in
Africa can be alleviated. if not solved.
