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THRASHED BY A BANKER.FOR MEMORIAL DAY.

VICTIM SAID TO HAVE CAUSED A SEP-

ARATION BETWEEN THE FINAN-

CIAL MAN AND HIS WIFE.

David Rothschild, a banker, of No. 150 Nassau-
et., forty-two years old. and living at the Hotel
Savoy, was a prisoner in the Yorkville Police
Court yt-sterday, charged with assultinfr Maurice
Hothcimer, thirty-three years old. a solicitor, of
No. 137 Kast Sixty-second-sl.. at Madipon-ave. and
Fifty-ninth-st. Policeman Patrick Smith arrested
Mr. Rothschild a? he was helaboring Hotheimer
with an umbrella. Mr. Rothschild was held for
fx;-mination on Wednesday afternoon. He was
paroled in the custody of his counsel.

Rothschild admitted that he hao thrashed the
man. anl said he was jdad of it. He said he hart
had two other encounters with Hotheimer. and he

Igpected to have more. The younger man, he al-
leped, was the cause of domr-sti<- trouble. Roths-
child is a short, thickset man. and Hothetm"r is
tall nnri well proportioned. Rothschild is a mem-
ber <T a well-ki.own athletic club. He aaya h«
knows how to box. :md had no difficulty in get-
ting the better of Hotheimer.

Seven or oipht years ago. according to Mr. Roths-
child, his wife fell from a carriage and landed on
her head. She was nevet entirely well mentally
after the accident, he declared. Hotheimer set
himself to win the affections of Mrs. Rotnachild,
according to the husband, and aucoeeded so far as
to cause a separation between the Rothschilds.

Three years afO, Mr. Rothschild said, he met
Hotheimer in the street and thrashed him well.
About a year airo he met the younger man in the
street again, and they .had another set-to. At that
time Rothschild was arrested and put under bonds
for his good behavior fur six months. The limit
on th;s bond, he *r,u\. had expired.

Testerday morning Mr. Rothschild said, he had
started to tnke a car and saw Hotheimer rtandlnjr
at a corner. The latter had made fnces at him
and had hissed at him. This had been too much
for him to stand, and he had attacked Hotheimer.

HEAD IXA CAX EXCITES POLICE.

FIANCE OF MARY E. WIL.KINB SMASHES
GLASS FRAME AND TEARS HIS PORTRAIT

WHICH PHOTOGRAPHER EXHIBITED.
N«w-Brunswtck, N. J.. May 25 (Special).— Dr.

Charles M. Freeman, of Itetucben. is the central
flpure in a rather sensational incident which hap-
pened in that borougrh yesterday morning between

7 and S o'clock. Dr. Freeman is the son of the
late Manning Freeman, formerly a lay judpre in
Middlesex County and engaged extensively in the
coal, stone and lumber business. Since his father's
death Dr. Freeman has abandoned the. practice
of his profession, and has assumed the manaßC-
ment of the former's estate. Dr. Freeman is en-
gaged to be married to Miss Mary E. Wilklns, the
authoress. The wedding day was fixed several
months ago. but Miss Wilkins wanted to write, an-
other novel before the marriage, and the wedding
¦was postponed. Miss Wilklns was recently a guest
at the Freeman house, In Metuchen. and village
gossip had It that the two were to be married
quietly.

Dr. Freeman learned that David Clark, a pho-
tographer in New-Brunswick, had placed a glass
frame containing many photographs of people more
or less prominent in the Metuehen postofflce as an
advertisement for his business. Among the pict-
ures was one of Dr. Freeman. Seeing the picture
yesterday morning-. Dr. Freeman picked up a stone
