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THE BROOKLYN, CONROY’S.

KEENE THREE-YEAR-OLD FIRST OF HIS
AGE TO WIN IT.

AANASTAR, THE FAVORITE, LEFT FAR BE-
HIND-—-A BIG CROWD SEES CONTESTS
ON A TRACK DEEP IN MUD.

Undler a Ariving, chilly rainstorm, and on a track
fairly swimming with sloppy mud, James R.
Keene's three-year-old colt Conroy, by St Leon-
ards—Lady Invercauld, galioped home first yester-
@ay afternoon in the classic Brooklyn Handieap at
Gravesend, accomplishing the drenching journey in
209 flat. Behind him, something over a length,
and not quite a length and a half, labored the
plucky Herbert, W. C. Rollins’s game four-year-
old son of Albert, who was nearly five lengths in
@dvance of Standing, who ran third, at least ten
Jengtihs i1 front of Alsike, the next to pass under
the wire. Far, far in the ruck came Banastar,
the favorite; Banastar, the winuer of the Metro-
politan of 1901, Banastar, the hero of the Brooklyn
Handicap of 1539, and the halder of the record time
for that celebrated race.

Turf history was made vesterday at Gravesend,
for mever before has a three-year-old won the
Brooklyn Handicap, whose conditions have scemed
to favor the clder horses.

Although it was, after the first half-mile, little
more than a two horse race, the Brooklyn Handi-
cap of 1%1 was a spectacular and certainly a sen-
sational affair, for Ranastar, Sidney Lucas and
Raffaello, old horses known to like a heavy track,
were beaten off with ridiculous ease by a three-
wvear-old who had never, until last Thursday, indi-
cated that he was entitled to class among the best
©f the thoroughbreds in training. Mr. Keene's
grand colt, for such he proved himself to be, took
up four more pounds than the handicapper had as-
signed him, in order that Winnie O'Connor might
ride him, flashed to the front as the red flag
fell, and was never headed. O'Connor was easing
him up six lengths from home.

Never was worsce Brooklyn Handicap weather. All
Friday night rain fell at intervals, and when morn-
ing dawned the prospects for a fine day were any-
thing but brillient. Nor aid they improve with the
passing of the forenoon, and before noon the rain,
which had ceased for a time, began to fall again
$n good earnest. It let up a bit about the time the
first race was called, but just before the six two-
year-olds began their sprint for the Expectation
@takes the lowering clouds grew suddenly blacker,
and In 2 moment there began a heavy downpour
that drove everyhody under cover, and continued
throughout the afternoon. As may be imagined,
the track was little better than a quagmire, and
the spectacle presented by the dripping grandstand
end the forests of umbrellas that sheltered the
Dettors as they ran to the betting ring or to the
paddock between races was anything but inspirit-
$ng. If anybody has any doubts about the popu-
larity of thoroughbred racing in this part of the
country, 1et him imagine the conditions thus de-
scribed, and then reflect upon the fact that, in the
face of these conditions, not one less than fifteen
thousand persons went to Gravesend to witness
the great battle of the runners, and stuck it out
until the Keene colers had triumphed and Conroy’s
rider had been lifted in the floral chair. What the
attendance would have been had the day been fair
4s a matter of interesting conjecture. As it was,
the jong grandstand’'s two tiers were jammed (o
their utmost capacity, and every foat of space in
the fleld stand was occupied.

ETRENUOUS LIFE IN THE BETTING RING.

It was a strenuous life and no other in the bet-
ting ring. This speculative amphitheatre has been
enlarged since last vear, and this is doubtless all
that made bare existence possible there yvesterday.
The big race days are generally lifesavers for the
layers of odds, 2nd yesterday was far from heing
an exception. The public seemed almost insanely
bent upon risking ‘ts money, and between each
race, the “gents” who sit on the high stools and
defy the talent to pick the winners, were fairly
assaulted by thousands who were anxious to ac-
oept the challenge. The ring was simply jammed
with wildeyed, breathless men, who pushed and
shoved and eélbowed cach other and trampled on
each other’s feet in a desperate endecavor to get
mear enough to some bookmaker to deposit a roll
of bills In his keeping. Hundreds of persons who
wanted to bet were glad enough to escape with
thelr clothes whole from this maelstrom of human-
Sty, without backing the horsz of their cholce. It
was a football game on a large scale. If there
§s to be more of that sort of thing the wise man
will take along a noseguard and a palr of skin pro-
tectors when next he goes to the races on a big
day.

The paddock, being under cover, was thronged
before the race of the @ All of the candidates
svarmed up before the rare. and Banastar showed
all his accustomed daszh and fire, but none of the
racers was allowed to do more than gallop a half
mile. All of the fieid named but four appearecd in
the paddock. Prince McClurg., All Gold, Blues and
Btar Bright were the ab The races of the
Jast three had not been such as to make thrm
Jook dangerous, whiie Prince McClurg. who has
mot raced this year, woe not thought to be fit. The
withdrawal of Blues left Conroy the only three-
year-old in the race. 11 had many admirers in the
paddock, but Banasiar. of course, was the prineipal
attraction, an? =0 close 4id his friends crowd about
him after the jsckeys had mounted that George
Odom had to caution them to beware the flying
beels of his spirited mount.

The layers made Banastar's price 8 t0 5 and
there it stayed for the most part, althoush a few
would give no better than even money. There was
& good deal of play on the Farandole eolt, among
hig backers being Clarence H. Mackay, his owner,
but not enough to hammer the prite down. Conroy
opened at sixes, but he had so many friends on
the strength of his grand appearance and the
beating he gave Blues on Thursday at Morris Park
that fives were the best that could be had against
him when the bedraggled parade to the post be-
gan. Herbert, that game lttle c¢olt. was also so
tnuich fancled that the layers rubbed from eights
to sixes, while Alsike, who spened at 69 to 1, found
enough place players to lower hig quotation to 49 to
1. The bookmakers thought 8 to 1 almost right for
Standing, but nobody wanted him. so they raised

Here Standing was
called upon, and soon his nose had reached the
saddle girth of the son of Albert, who was half a
length behind Conroy. Panastar was next, a clear
ler:gth, and for a few strides appeared to close
upon the three leaders. It was only a momentary
effort, however, and the next instant he began to
fall back, and the cry went up, “Banastar is
beaten!” It was all too true, and as the ecrowd
realized the truth It gave 2 great gasp, and turned
its glasses again upon the two that were making
the running. Smith was visibly calling upon Her-
bert as the far turn was reached, and slowly the
plucky colt responded. Inch by inch he crept up
upon the leader, until his nose had reached to Con-
roy's neck. “Herbert! Herbert! Look at Herbert!”
screamed the crowd.

But even as the words were uttered the son of
Albert ceased to gain. He did not lose though, and
the two leaders swung around the home turn and
straightened out for the final struggle with Conroy
still only a neck nearer home. He had been run-
ning within hiniself, however, and as O'Connor
leaned low over his neck he proceeded to prove it
Herbert was doing his best, but he could not hold
his place. Beon Conroy was a length and a half
before Herbert, and behold! the rest of the field
were nowhere.

EASING UP ON THE WINNER.

O'Connor glanced over his shoulder at the last
furlong pole, saw that the race was won, and eased
the three-vear-old that had done what no three-
yvear-old had done before him, though many had
tried, so that Herbert closed a bit in the last three
strides and passed under the wire second by a
length. Standing was a very bad third. Alsike,
Sidney Lucas and Raffaello were closely bunched in
that order, and Panastar, King Bramble and
Watercure were far away.

There was a tremendous cheer for Conroy as he
cantered back to the judges’ stand, and another for
O'Connor 28 he was lifted in the floral chair. Then
the winner was led away to his stable, and the
Jucky ones went to ecash their bets. The Brooklyn
Handicap of 1301 was over and a new milestone in
turf history had been set up.

When the beaten Banastar came back to the
weishing-in it was found that he had cut himself
Padly on the near hind foot—so badly that he fa-
vored the wounded member perceptibly. Mr.
Mackay, his owner, could not say at what period
of the race the injury was inflicted nor wouid he
say that in his opinion it had affected the result.
He was obviously disappointed at the defeat of his
horse, but was, for all that, among those who con-
gratulated Mr. Keene most heartily.

The fractional time for the race was as follows,
beginning with the first eighth of a mile: 0:24 4-5,
0:36 4-5, 0:43 2-5, 1:021-5, 1:151-5, 1:29, 1:42 2-5 and 2.09,
Diablo won the Brooklyn Handicap in the same
time in 1593: XKinley Mack in 2:10 last ar, and
Banastar In 2:05%. the record, in 1899, rday’s
time, in view of the conditlons, must be regarded
as very fast. The winner received $5,000, Herbert
81,500 and Standing $00.

The Expectation Stakes, which preceded the big
race, proved rather a disappointment. Highflyer,
Goldsmith, Whiskey King, Firing Line, Kaleido-
scope and King Edward were scratched, and only
five two-yvear-olds went to the post. The Hoyden
was a 9 to 5 favorite over Golden Cottage, at 11
to 5, but F. R. Hitchcock’s The Goldfinder made
all the running and won as he pleased In slow
time. Sir Tom Tiddler bolted to the outside rall
at the head of the stretch and would not finish.

When the horses swam to the post for the sixth
race, a selling affair, five furlongs, Sunderlands
behaved badly and kicked little Niles, who had the
mount on The Hartford, breaking his knee. This
caused a long delay whiie a stable boy was secured
to take Miles's place. The hand beguiled the inter-
val by playing “Oh Dear! What Can the Matter
Ee"” and “We Won't Go Home 1U'ntil Morning,"
while the rain came down in torrents. Red Damscl
won the race easijly.

Two horses in the two mile steepnlechase refused
the fences and did not finish, and Fool Hardy, at
12 to 1, beat Walter Cleary, the favorite, in the
very last jump. Blueaway at last won a race,
finishing five length before Himself in the sloppy
gallop over a mile and seventy yards,

Another Keene victory opened the day's racing,
when Outlander, at 9 to 2, beat nine horses of
various ages after a hard drive over six furlongs.
Mr. Keene's friends are said to have backed both
Conroy and Outlander heavily, and consequently
to have enjoyed a profitable day. The splendld
vietory of Conroy, as well as that of Commando in
the Belmont on Thursday, reflects credit upon
James Rowe, who trains Mr. Keene's horses. The
sharps are already busy comparing the respective
merits of Cemmando and Conroy. The latter is
unquestionably much improved over his two-year-
old form.

Despite the Inconveniences of travel which at-
tended the journey to Gravesend and the vile
weather conditions attendant, the number of women
present was remarkable. Conspicuous among them

was Edna Wallace Hopper, whose able and
veracious press agent declares that she puld
a large sum to the management of the
Casino Theatre in order that there might be

no matinee of Florodora and that she might con-
gequently see the running of the Brooklyn Handl-
cap. The actress tcld her friends that she bet $300
on Banastar, but by backing Herbert for place and
third, had more than made good the o Other
b she saild, netted her more than $2, profit.

THE YOUNGERS SAVED ELKINS'S LIFE.

THE BENATOR HAS WORKED FOR THE RELEASE

OF THE FORMER MEMRERS OF

QUANTRELL'S BAND.

From The Kansas Clty Journal.

In connection with the steps being taken in Min-
nesota to parole Cole and James Younger, the
members of the famous Jesse James band of high-
waymen now serving life sentences at the Stilj-
water (Minn.) State prison, the story of how (ole
Younger and Frank James saved the life of Sen-
ator Stephen B. Elkins, of West Virginia, in Civi)
War times Is recalled. For many years Senator
Elkins has been exerting himself in behalf of the
two Younger brothers, and had on two occasions
personally requested Governors of Minnesotn (;)
pardon the two men. The last time was with Gov-
ernor Lind, to whom the Senator told the story
and asked 1f he did not_think the Youngers had
been punished enough.
