ROAD THE CHIEF FEATURE.

The holiday of the week Interrupted the even |
flow of business, but sales were good. The ap-
proach of cummer does not appear to have had
the withering effect of many previous years.

The striking feature of the week has been the ;
acquisition of large tracts of land in the neighbor-
hood of Washington Heights by Charles T. Bar-
ney and the American Real Estate Company. Mr. !

Barney bought the Bailey tract of about fifty acres,

bounded by Kingsbridge Road, Sedgwick-ave.. I
One-hundred-and-cighty-sixth-st. and the. Harlem
River,in all about six hundred and fifty lots. Later j
In the week Mr. Barney bought from Francis M. j
Jencks a tract containing about one hundred city

lots between on.-hi:ndrod-and-thlrty-fourth and
One-hundred-and-thirty-srventh sts.. and Broad-
¦way and Riverside Drive. Mr.Barney already held
several block fronts ln this neighborhood. The real i

estate company purchased about three hundred lots ,
on Broadway and the Harlem Ship Canal. This Is
all unimproved property. The location and size of
these Investments, which result from the construc-
tion of the rapid transit railroad, indicate plans
for the future improvement of this part of the city.
Tho investors expect to wait for the profit upon i

their Investments and the result of their operations
is likely to be beneficial to the city and profitable
to themselves.

Henry Philips is another outside capitalist who,
coming here to live, has shown an Inclination to
take an interest in the development of the city.
His purchases of Fifth-aye. property last week be- j
fore sailing for Europe suggested that he is buying
valuable roal estate for Investment, as well as for
the purpose of building a home.
