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CARNEGIE EXPECTS CRISIS.

THINKS BRITAIN WILL HAVE TO SEEK
ATD FROM UNITED STATES.

London, June 4—"Mark my words,” said An-
drew Carnegie to-night, *“the time is coming
when the Continental powers will combine to
smash up this little island of Great Britain.
When that happens, she will have to turn to the
United States for help.

“1 feel certain it will not be refused. The
Tnited States will step in and say ‘Don’t!” They
will act just as Great Britain did in the Spanish-
American War. What she did then was great,
end 1t is not half realized yet.”

When Mr. Carnegie gave utterance to these
gentiments he was in the Langham Hotel, where
he had arrived from Scotland for the Chamber
of Commerce gatherings. Until to-night he had
steadrastly refused to make a statement for pub-
Jeation.

Resuming the topic of Anglo-American rela-
tions, Mr. Carnegie said:

1 believe in the community of the English

speaking races, by which I mean that the Amer-
jcans and the British are now rloser than ever

before. Could you get a better instance than

“I'm out of business,” responded Mr. Carnegie,
“and T know nothing about combhinations.”

When asked about his recent gift to the uni-
versities of Scotland, he said:

Everything will be settled shortly in a way
fatisfactory to hoth sides. The high Scotch offi-
cials and myself are still having conferences to
arrange matters,

When asked if he contemplated further gifts,
he replied in the negative, adding:

1 have quite enough on my hands for the pres-
ent. When this matter has been settled there
will be time enough to think of something else.

Mr. Carnegie looks !l and is greatly pleased
at the reception giv to the delegates of the
New-York Chamber of Commerce.

Jamestown, Cape Colony, surrendered

2 after four hours’' fighting. The town guard
and local volunteers were overpowered before
our pursuing columns could come up.

Our casualties were three killed and two
wounded. The Boer loss is said to have been
greater.

The stores were looted, but the garrison was
released.

THE VLAKFONTEIN FIGHT.

DESFERATE ENGAGEMENT-TWO GUNS RE-
CAPTURED-LOSSES.

London, June H.—Details received regarding
the fighting at Viakfontein show that it was one
of the most desperate engagements of the war.
General Dixon's column was traversing the dis-
trict and establishing posts, when it was at-
tacked by 1,200 Boers under Commandant Kemp.
The Boers were so close that fifty British fell at
the first volley.

The Yeomanry held the position, protecting
the guns, until they were nearly decimated: and
then, finding it impossible to save the guns, the
artillerymen shot the gun horses to prevent the
Boers from carrying off the pieces.

The column quickly recovered from the <hock
of the unexpected attack. The Derbyshires
charged with bavonets, and, after a short, des-
perate fight, drove off the Boers and recovercd
the guns. The Derbyshires and Yeomanry both
lost very heavily.

It is asserted that while the Boers had *-
porary possession of the guns they shot two
artillerymen in cold blood for refusing to work
them against their own comrades.

The appointment of General French, who has
heen recruiting his health in Cape Town, to
command the operations in Cape Colony indi-
cates that Lord Kitchener attaches considerable
importance to the invasion

The serious fighting brings further demands
for the sending out of reinforcements.

The force was returning
to camp at Viakfontein when the enemy, under
cover of a veldt fire, rushed the rearguard, con-
sisting of two guns of the 28th Battery and 330
men of the Derbyshires and Yeomanry. They
temporarily captured the two guns.
remainder of the force came into action the
Boers were driven off and the guns were re-
captured and the Boer position was occupied.
Our casualties were 6 officers and 51 men killed,
6 officers and 115 men wounded and 1 officer and
7 men missing.

Camden, N. Y., June 4.—George Parker, of Brook-
Iyn, made severa! desperate attemupts to kill him-
self last night and to-day, but the doctors say he
will live. Drowning, stah and poison were all
tried by the man. but his efforts to end his life
were in vain. First he tried ts drown himself, bui
he was fished oat of the Delzware River in time
to save his life. He was taken to Police Head-
quarters and locked up, where he made the other
attempts to kill himself. With a nenknife, which
had been overlooked when he was searched before
beingz placed in a cell, he inflicted fifteen stab
wounds in his chest over the heart. Then he drank
a quart of water, into whieh he had soaked a num-
rer of mateh heads, and wound up by cutting an
agrtery in one of his wrists.

One of the keepers found Parker lyving on a cot,
with blood spurting from his wrist and trickling
from the wounds in his chest. Medlcal aid was
obtained, and the flow of blood stopped. It is said
that, In spite of the great ioss of blood which he
sustained, the man will recover,

Parker's attempt to kill himself was caused by
despondency. Several years ago he had a good
busin in Brooklyn. His child died, and it is
gaid after that he took to drink. His wife Jeft him,
He is fiftv-six vears oid, and 1s said to come of a
good family.

REMARKABLE CASE OF COMBISTION,

CHILD LOSES ITS LIFE UNDER ORDINARY TREAT-

MENT FOR SUPERFICIAL RURNS

Louisville, Ky., June 4 (Special).— A remarkable
case that must certainly prove of interest to the
medical world generally is contained in 2 letter
from Dr. B. C. Wilson, of Secldier, Ky., to Dr.
Samuel E. Woedy, professor of chemistry at the
Kentucky School of Medicine. It relates to a case
of spontan-:ous comhn}sllnn in connection with the
customary treatment of severe burns. The case is
fully reported by Dr. Wilson. His letter, in part, is
as follows:

A child about four years old was burned on the
extremeties and abdomen by its dress catching
fire. The burns in each locality, being of moderate
severity and sirictly superficial. were not suffictent
to have caused a fatal result. The burns were
dressed In the following manner: First dusted
with subnitrate of bismuth, then linseed o!l was
freelv poured on, and the parts wrapped in cot-
ton batting and a sheet pinned around it snugly,
and, lastly, a quilt was wrapped around this. he
child was put to bed, and instructions were given
not to remove the dressing. The child complained
bitterly all night long, the parents thinking that
the suffering was due to the original burn.

About daylight they saw smoke arising from the
bed, but, belng very ignorant people, thought it was
the "fire leaving the burn,” and did not remove
the dressing vutil later. when the child was dying.
Upon removing the dressing they found the inner
aspect of the sheet was scorched, the cotton batting
was burned almost entirely up (over the abdomen)
and still smouldering. The child was burned inte
the intestines In three places and died in a few
minutes, There was not the least evidence or the
remote possibility of the second fire originating
from the outside, and there was absolutely nothing
used but the bismuth and linseed oil.

Replyving to Dr. Wilson’s letter, Dr. Woody wrote
his opinion, as fcllows:

Under the circumstances it must have been spon-
taneous combustion of the linseed oll. The bismuth
subniirate and cotton, divided finely, distributed the
oil and exposed a large surface to the action of the
oxygen of the air. The warmth of the body added
to the heat and hastened the oxidation, and the

covering confined the heat until the oxidation be-
came an actual combustion.

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COMES HERE FOR DIVORCE.

MR. DELPIT TELLS OF HIS CASE. WHICH
HAS INVOLVED CHURCH AND
STATE IN QUEBEC.

A man of medium stature, but well propor-
tioned, whose age of thirty-one years was mad=
to appear somewhat more by a close cropped
| black beard, hastily entered the law office of
Carruthers & Guthrie, at No. 23 Broadway, yes-
terday afternoon. and, slipping a card into the
| hands of the office boy, exclaimed: T wish to
see Mr. Carruthers at once. My train leaves
for Baltimore in an heur.” On the card was
printed the name “Edouard Delpit.”

The visitor was no other than the plaintiff in
the Delpit divorce case of Montreal, which has
piunged the Roman Catholic Church and the
civil courts of Quebec into a bitter controversy
as to which is supreme in the laws of marriage.
A Tribune reporter obtained an interview with
Mr. Delpit after the conference with the lawyer.
In explaining his coming to this city Mr. Delpit,
in the few minutes he had left before taking his
train, said:

“T have come to the United States for the re-
lief which I despaired of obtaining in Montreal.
I have sought your courts to grant me a divorce
without notoriety and the waste of years of
time. The struggle that T have had in my own
country of Quebec has been too widely noised
about. Unrfortunately, it involved the Roman
Catholic Church and the civil government of
the province in such a struggle for supremacy
that the primary case was lost sight of. In-
deed, the antagonism between these two powers
of society has grown so bitter that I saw that
1 could obtain a final decision in the case only
after vears of struggle and notoriety.

“Accordingly. T made my home in Baltimore
three months ago. There I will bring an action
for divorce through Mr. Carruthers, as soon as
my vear of residence is complete. T have been
in this city only a few days visiting at the home
of a sister and consulting with my lawyer.”

Mr. Delpit then consented to tell the history
of the case as briefly as he could.

““My wife,” he said, “was Miss Marie Berthe
Aurore Jeanne Coté. We were married on May
2. 18093, She was sixteen years old then, and I
was twenty-three.
brought up in the Catholic faith we were mar-
ried by a Unitarian minister, the Rev. W. S
Barnes, of Montreal. We had three children—a
boy, who is now nearly seven years old, and two
daughters, Marie and Louise.

“Our marriage proved unforturate. My wife
showed such hatred to me and to the children
that life became unendurable.

TRUNK EXPLODES IN TRANSIT

The order of Superintendent of Immigration
T. V. Powderly received yesterday by Thomas
Fitchie, the Commissioner of Imigration for this
port, that tuberculosis of the lungs is to he con-

! sidered a dangerous contagious disease, i3 ex=

pected to result in a large decrease in the num-
ber of immigrants admitted to this country.
Heretofore immigrants having tubercul~~‘= of
the lungs have been admitted unless the disease
was in an advanced stage.
CAUSE OF PREVIOUS DEPORTATION.

When they were deported it was because they
were apt to become public charges, the contagi-
ous nature of the disease not being considered.
The new ruling makes the deportation of all
immigrants having tuberculosis of the lungs
compulsory. It will necessitate a more strict ex-
amination for the disease by the surgeons at
Ellis Island, and the steamship companies will |
have to make examinations in Europe before ac-:
cepting steerage passengers. :

The crusade against spitting in public con=
veyances and waliting rooms in this city oe-
casioned the issuaace of the order. The ﬂ'-!

TO SAVE PUBLIC'S HEALTH

A COMMITTEE OF PHYSICIANS SEEKING
SOME OF THE CAUSES OF THE
PEOPLE'S ILLS.

All the physicians in this eity have heen asked
to help in the work of the special committee ap-
pointed by the Medical Society of the County of
New-York to learn what effect certain forms of
wickedness existing here have upen the publie
health, and what legislation is needed to im-
prove conditions. This committee was appoint-
ed in February, and so vigorously has it labored
that it has attracted widespread attentlon.

It will first submit a report of its work te the
society, and the orzanization will then lay it
hefore the Committee of Fifteen. When this re-
port will he ready Is still problematical. It is

There are hundreds of physicians here who
think that the people should be warned of the
nature of the dangers threatening the public
health, by which the health of many persons has
been impaired. So far, the committee hu re-
ceived the views of more than 300 physicians en
the question to which replies were sought, !
has learned from these physicians the status of
the public health in certain parts of the city.

This is only the beginning of the work of the
ecommittee of the society. In speaking about
their work yesterday, a weil known physician
said to a Tribune reporter: “The committee has
begun its work auspiciously: it will end it aus-
piciously. Never was there a better time for
such work as it is doing.” Dr. Prince A. Mor-
row is chairman ef the committee, and Dr. Lud-
wig Weiss secretary. Dr. George B. Fowler is
an ex-officio member of the committes, on ae-
count of being the president of the society. The
other members are: Drs. Charles W. Allen, L.
Duncan Bulkley, Henry Dwizht Chapin, Ed-
ward D. Fisher and S. Adolph Knopf.
