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70 PREVENT CORNERS IN GRAIN.

ACTION OF PRODUCE EXCHANGE MEMBERS
AS TO WHEAT AND CORN.

The grain trade of the Produce Exchange yes-
terday held a meeting to consider the advisa-
bility of taking some action looking to the pre-
vention of “corners” in wheat and corn. At the
close of the discussion President Barrows, who
acted as chairman of the meeting, was author-
ized to appoint a committee of seven to draft
and submit to the trade a series of r"ules de-
signed to make “corners’” impossible hereafter.

It is said that the committee will probably re-

port an increased number of grades which shall
constitute good deliveries on contract grades of
wheat and corn, with the limitation that, on
account of the tendency of the grain to deterio-
ration in hot weather, no additional grades of
corn shall be authorized as deliveries in June,
July and August.

BAXKS FOR NEW POS}

THE INTERNATIONAL COMPANY FORMED

WITH BROAD OBJECTS.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]
New-Haven, Conn., June 3 (Special).—A company
with omnibus rights, to do a general banking, ship-
ping. mercantile, mining, railroad and manufactur-
ing business in the South American republics, Porto
Rico, Cuba and the Philippines, secured a favorable
report on its incorporation in the State Senate to-
day. The new company is to be known as the In-
ternational Company, with a capital stock of $500,-
000, which can be increased to £5,000,000 later. The
corporators are Bridgeport and Derby men, of
whom Allan W. Paige, of Bridgeport, and W. Sid-
ney Downes, of Derby, are the leaders. New-York
interests, however, and important ones, are behind
the company, which are now engaged in large
undertakings on the northern coast of South
America.

The new company proposes to establish banking
houses in all the principal financial centres of
South America and the new possesslons of the
United States. The principal aim of the new com-
pany will be to establish banks and like establish-
ments in order to facllitate trade relations between
this country and the countries named, and to
make it possible for American travellers, pros-
pectors, developers, traders and manufacturers to
negotiate loans and do similar business without
the present delay of doing business through Lon-
don. The new company also intends to do a gen-
eral transportation business, and possibly mining
and manufacturing, besides working natural beds
of mine ral and other material. The company will
be the first to pay the new franchise tax that this
:Mun- will hereafter charge new corporations, of
o cents on each £1,000 capliial stock,

RECIPROCITY.

MANUFACTURERS FAVOR IT AS A MEANS
OF ADVANCING AMERICA'S FOR-
EIGN TRADE.

Detroit, June 5.—Commercial reclprocity was the
theme which the Manufacturers’ National Asso-
ciation discussed to-day. Widely divergent views
were expressed at times, but when the good of the
manufacturing industries of the United States was
considered Iin the aggregate, the delegates were
agreed that reciprocity was the only means by
which the foreign trade of the American manu-
facturer could be safeguarded.

When the committee on resolutions presented
its report a lively discussion was precipitated. A
resolution recommending that a request to the next
Congress speedily to adopt the River and Harbor
bill be referred to the executive committes for
action was adopted, as was a resolution declaring
Section 5 of the Dingley Tariff law, relating to the
assessment of countervailing duty on Russian
sugars, inimical to the best interests of this coun-
try, and asking Congress to repeal or modify it

A resolution requesting Congress 1o prohibit free
distribution of blackleg virus to cattle dealers pro-

voked a long and hot discussion. It was finally
made to read that the association disapproves of
the United States Government entering into the
manufacture of any article which has passed the
experimental stage for free distribution.

At the adjournment hour the question of pass-
Ing a résolution looking toward the calling of a
reciprocity convention for the purpose of taking
action which will affect all international treaties
now pending or to be executed was under discus-
slon, and will probably be passed to-morrow. This
evening the delegates attended a bahquet at the
Country Club.
