A SHARP PROTEST FROM THE SECRE-

To the Editor of The Tribune,

Sir: This morning there appears in The Tribune
a caricature on the attempt made by certain eiti-
zens of Youkers, N. Y., to prevent further golf
plaving on Sunday in their city and neighborhood
which is unworthy of The Tribune. There is an
attempt both in the caricature ana comments
which follow to pour ridicule not only on the senti-
ment that has prompted this effort on the part of
these citizens, but to make them personally appear
ridiculous in the eyes of their fellow citizens
This earicature outrages the honest convictions of
the larger part of the Christian Church of Amer-
ica.

The highest ecclesiastical courts of our strongest
evangelical churches are on record as unanimously
condemning golf playing on Sunday, and in s'n
doing they have not written themselves as bigots
or champions of the old blue laws, but as cham-
pions of the best civilization of the twentieth
century.

At the last meeting of the General Synod of the
Reformed Church they passed the following:

Resolved, That any and all secularization of the
Lord’s Day is destructive of its beneficent design
end inimical to both public and private morality.

1 have not before me at this moment copies of
the action of the General Conference of the Meth-
odist Church and of the Baptist, Lutheran, ete., but
they are all in hearty sympathy with the above.
The unanimous verdict of these courts is against
golf playing on Sunday, because it is a part of the
trend of our times to secularize and utterly destroy
the sacred character of the day.

If sports like golf are legitimate Sunday recre-
®1ion, then any other form of amusement is equally
#0. Those whose taste runs tn golf have no rights
over that portion of the populace whose tastes sug-
gest a different order of recreation. Whatever may
hk, sald In support of gzolf on Sunday may also be
said in support of whatever amusement other
classes in the community may elect for their recre-
stion, and the door is open for baseball and foot-
ball, for horseracing, bulifights and the prizering
for all who may prefer any of those.

HE SAYS THERE IS NOTHING IN THE WAY

CADET DISMISSED.

A NATVAL

DRASTIC ACTION TAKEN TO CHECK HAZ-
ING AT ANNAPOLIS.

Washington June 5 —Following the example set
at West Point, the superintendent of the Naval
Academy has caused a cadet to he dismissed for
hazing. In this case, however—that of Calvin Joy
Cressey, of the fourth class, of California—the ac-
cused cadet was tried by court martial and regu-
larly convicted. The statement made public at the
Navy Department is as follcws:

The court martial before which Naval Cadet Cal-
vin Joy Cressey, fourth class, was trled on June 3,
convened by the superintendent of the Naval Acad-
emy, pursunant to the authority invested in him by
the act of Congress approved June 23, 1875, having
found the specifications of the charge preferred
agalnst him proved, and that he was guilty of the
charge, “Violation of the act of Congress approved
on June 23, 1875, to prevent hazing at the Naval
Academy,” and sald court having recommended
that he be dismissed from the Naval Academy,
which recommendation was approved by the super-
intendent, he was dismissed from the academy ac-
cordingly.

The detalls of the court martial are not made
public, but it i{s understood that the dismissed
oadet was discovered in the act of hazing a junior

in his room by compelling him to stand on his
head. It was suspected that the practice might
spread rapldly, so speedy and drastic actlon was
taken as a deterrent.

TWO WEST POINT CADETS DISMISSED.

West Point, N. Y., June 5.—Two cadets, members
of the first class, were this afternoon sum-
marily dismissed from the United States Mil-
itary Academy. They are Stephen B. Verner, of
Syracuse, N. Y., and Charles S. Perry, of lowa.

A great manv things
may haopen between now and the next National
Convention. If Senator Hill is nominated it will
be because the people want him, and not because
there has bheen any active canvass for delezates.
I will tell you now that Senator Hill will not per-
mit his friends to canvass for delegates. If he is
the logical candidate he will be nominated.

Mr. Campbell said he thought Colonel Bryan was
sincere in saying that he was no longer a candidate
for President. He added:

The fact is, Mr. Bryan realizes that the people
think he has had ample opportunities. The time
1s coming when the Democratic party will come to-
gether again on Democratic principles and organize
for victory. This will be seen in the various Demo-
cratic State conventions. The Democracy will
nominate their best men. Then there will be
some chance of success,
