AXXI7ALPROFESSIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP

AT MYOPIA-TRAVIS TO PLAY IX

CEDARHURST TOURNEY— NOTES.
The professionals who will compete in the na-

tional open championship at Myopia on Friday
and Saturday of this week will find that a stiff
record has been set tor them in the score made
last season by J. H. Taylor, the champion of Great
Britain. In one of ois exhibition rounds Taylor
cornered the eighteen holes in seventy-eight strokes,
a remarkably low score for a course of <5.200 yards,
and rive points better than bogie. The previous

professional record was eighty-four. The amateur
record is eighty-seven, made last season by R. C.
Watson, jr., of the Fox Hills Golf Clu'o. of Staten
Island.

Whether these figures are- lowered or not remains
to he seen, but that the chances are bright is in-
dicated by the fact that the field is expected to be
th.-> largest ever seen in a contest of this kind hi
this country. The tournament will lack the Inter-
national flavor it had list year, when Vardon and
Taylor took part, but the best known local pro-
fessionals, both East and West, are entered, and
the affair as iwhole promises keener play through-
out. The conditions are seventy-two holes, medal
play, thirty-six being decided on Friday and the
remaining thirty-six on Saturday.

Those who know the professional field and are
familiar with past tourna^ments are largely of the
opinion that the title will go to .i Western man.
Partisans of "Will"Smith, of Midlothian, are con-
fident that he will win asrain the cup which he took
in Ma David Bell, of the same club, is another
strong favorite, owing ty his success in finishing
next to Taylor last year, while the Glen View golf-
ers are hoping thai Lawrence Auehterlonie will b»
steady enougn to show the real ski that is in him.

Common sense marks President Hadley's dis-

cussion in "The Century" of the question of al-
leged luxury among college students. He notes

an increase in students' expenses, but he does

not believe that the exhibition of wealth has

perverted ideals and interests In any consider-

able number of colleges. While he recognizes

the necessity of preserving democratic stand-'
ards, he thinks that prohibition of luxury and
repression of its several manifestations willavail
little toward this end. He recommends that the
authorities should make the college course a
,field for hard work, so that "a man who carries

bis pursuit of personal comfort and social enjoy-

ment to the extent of excluding all other pur-

suits will poon find that such a college is no
place for him."

Some willbe deterred from even trying to en-
ter; others willbe kept out by the entrance ex-
aminations; still others will drop away before
the close of their freshman year. Those who re-
main, livingin a community of workers, willbe
workers themselves. It has been our experience
at Yale that the men who have the most money
at their command are apt to be active in college
Interests. Itmay not be In the line of study or
•writing,or inany other strictly intellectual pur-
suit. It is Just as likely to be inathletics, or in
religious work, or In the organization of the
various forms of business for which the college
'
life gives occasion. But no matter what may.be- the particular direction taken, the evils of
luxury are avoided when those who are able
to practise it make It no longer their chief con-
cern.

difficult to find than that HUM public highway
situated almost midway between Prospect Park and
Coney Island. The Ocean Parkway, generally re-

ferred to as the "Boulevard." or the "Coney Island
Boulevard." Is five and one-half miles lons, and is

as picturesque in Its way as any similar driveway

in this district. Lined on each side by elms and
maples, it furnishes one of the most delightful
drives to be found anyarhere about this city. The
cycle paths run on earl) side of the Parkway, and
there is. in addition, a macadamized road to the

I west of the driveway which i.- generally used- for
trucking purposes.

The almost ideal weather yesterday brought thou-
sands of people to the Parkway, and they came
there in all sorts of vehicles, from the lumbering
carryall and farmer's wagon to the rubber tired
sulky and automobile. Horseback riders and bi-
cyclists were also out in force. Unlike the Speed-
way. In this borough, which cannot be used except
by certain kteda of vehicles, the Brooklyn speed-
way Is a cosmopolitan highway in all that the
term implies. For this reason the speeding of
fast horses on Sunday mils: be restricted to hours
when the great American public baa not turned
toward the Parkway, or, bavins had lta fill of
beauty, scenery and ooean breezes, has turned it3way homeward, leaving the speedway to the own-
ers of fast horses.

A stiff breez«» made fast drivingyesterday morn-
Ing unpleasant, and not as many fast horses were
seen out as usual In the afternoon the great army
of vehicles swarmed over the speedway, which ts
a little over a mile in length, and extends from
Twenty-second-aye, to Kings Highway. The wind
died down in the afternoon, and the horsemen who
had been waiting at Parkville and other points
sent out their flyers, seeking rivals for a hroa*!
These owners of fast trotters an i pacers can be
accommodated at any time on this great public
thoroughfare. White and red posts with letters
in white denote the starting and the ending points
of the speedway, and the drivers know the dis-
tances. Their friends on the side of the road keep
their stop watches clicking merrily as some un-
known pact takes the scalp of a horse well known
on the course.

One of the most exciting brushes of th* after-
noon was between Dr. Parker's Berkshire Courier,
a pacer with a 2:10 mark, and Edward Joyce's pacer
Smith. Th. Courier pulled up at the half mile, and
Smith won out In the brush, with something to
¦pare. Smith is an old New-York Speedway step-
per, and generally has everything his own way
when hi takes tha bit between his teeth on the Park-
way. I^esli»* Dodge's green -rott.-r, with no mark,
hail an exciting brush with J. W. Covert's Prlnce-
woo,l and Ruby, and won with something in re-
serve.
