THE CONSTITUTION'S CREW SATISFIED.
SO MR. DUNCAN INTIMATES, SPEAKING OF
THEIR WAGES.

Bristol, R. I, June 12—W. Butler Duncan, jr.
was in anything but a pleasant mood to-day when
he arrived here from New-York. The cause was in
relation to exaggerated reports in the New-York
papers of last week that the crew of the Constitu-
tion were much dissatisfied in :egard to the wages
and other matters. Captain Duncan styled such
reports as “rot,” and said there was not a word
of truth In them. He said the stories sent out
grossly misrepresented affairs as related to the
crew. They had not a word of fault to find about
thelr wages or the treatment they received on
board the boat. The correspondent told him that
there was a sentiment among a portion of the
crew last week to request an increase in wages
for the masthead men. Captain Duncan replied
that there had been no request made to him for
increased compensation by a single man.

Referring again to the exaggerated reports, he
told tne correspondent that he was willing to tell
everything he knew of Interest to the newspapers.
He was at a loss to know why he was not first

consulted in the matter of wages for his crew.

Captain Rhodes, an attentive listener to (Cap-
tain Duncan'‘s conversation, told of having been
asked in New-York about dissatisfaction among
the crew, and he remarked at the time that he had
not heard anything about it except what had been
printed in the papers.

ALTERING THE INDEPENDENCE.
LAST SPIN AND LAST TOUCHES BEFORE
THE NEWPORT RACES

Boston, June 12.—The first of the series of sall
trials of the Lawson yacht Independence was
finished to-day, and the big %-footer will not go
out agaln until some changes have been made to
correct a few slight defects brought out during
five davs of sailing. These changes will be a short-
ening of the mast, a reduction of the sail area, due
to tenderness shown by the hoat while on the wind,
and the substitution of a stern post rudder for the
balance affalr, which has not proved satisfactory.

The mast will be shortened ten feet, four feet
being taken off the foot of the mainmast and six
feet from the foot of the lopmast. The reduction
in the salls plan made necessary will come through
the cutting off of two feet from the top of the
mainsail and some slight changes in the headsails,
or a total of some two hundred square feet. This
reduction will 'n_ the top hamper and stiffen
the yacht without additional ballast.

The big clubt 1il, hoisted for the first time to-
day, was found such an excellent piece of canvas
that ne other will he made for some time, while
the wooden boom and gaff will not be taken off the
yacht until they show some serious defects.

The Independen 1iled to-day for the first time
under racing mainsall, foresail. jib, jib-
topsail and xil. and in the light breeze
seemed to slip along fast. The trial was more to
test the big clubtopsails and the carrving power of
the topmast, as the latter stick has once or twice
buckled slightly in a good bieeze. Those on board,

therefore, were rather thankful to-day that the
wind kept light all the afternoon
The Indepengence will go into the navy yard

drydock to-mo¥row as soon as her mast has been
removed at the Atlantic works.
