Poughkeepsle. N. V..June 17.—The crews of Penn-
sylvania and Columbia took trial rows over the
four mile course to-day that afforded some Inter-
esting comparisons and also pave to Edward Han-
lan nnd Joseph Ward much satisfaction. Columbia
had decidedly the better of the showing, but Ward
was pleased because his eight did faster and more
consistent work th3n it has yet accomplished.
Under practically the same conditions Columbia
and Pennsylvania rowed the four miles this after-
noon in 20:50 and 22:05, respectively. This morning
the Quaker eight did the course in 21 minutes flat.
Hitherto, even under the most favorable auspices,
Ward's men have not been able to do better than
22:40.

Pennrylvania's representatives were put on the-
river this mornir.K. The tide was flood, and the
writer was perfectly smooth. Starting from the
finish line the freshmen and the four rowed two

miles up stream. the former crew doing the dis-
tance in 1:58, only 13 second* worse than the time
made by Wisconsin's freshman eight last year.
Th'-n the 'varsity rowed over the course alone, and
covered the four miles in 21 minutes.

On this side of the river Hanlan put his three
crews through a hard morning's practice. The
"varsity's work gave him no cause for complaint

«nd he cave them no coaching. The freshmen, too,

were improved, but the four grave him unbounded
annoyance. Tnn crew to-day was In a new order,

as follows: Bow, Bradley; No. 2. P. B. La Roche;

No. 3, C. J. W. Southack. and stroke. G. A. Ever.
This afternoon at 5 o'clock the Columbia crews

went out again, but the conditions were not nearly

so favorable as in the morning. There was a strong

Th« Pennsylvania eight also had a trial this
afternoon, but Ward said the crew did not let
itself out because of the rough water. lie did not
regard the trial of 22:0S as . specially conclusive.
As Hanlan. however, also raid that his boat did not
exert Itself, the time may !.e taken as somewhat
significant on a basis of comparisons under the
t»am<* conditions of wind and water In the trial
to-day the Quaker eight beat the freshmen. This
also pleased Ward, as in contests up to the present
th<=> result has been the reverse.
