GENERAL ROBERT SUGENT.
Brevet. Brigadier-General Robert Nugent, a vet-

eran el the Civil War. who had been lying In an

unconsi*>us condition In his home, No. 332 Mc-
DnoßTlgll at Brooklyn, died at 11 o'clock last night.

He had been confined to his bed for two months.

The old soldier was a native of Klll-skeel. County

Down. Ireland, and was born In IBM. He came to

this country when quite young. When the Civil

War broke out he was lieutenant-colonel of the

«tth Regiment National Guard, and went with

It to the front in response to the first call for

volunteers by President Lincoln. The regiment was
engaged in the battle of Bull Run. and at the ex-

piration of ninety days was mustered out of the

service. Colonel Nugent then received a commis-

sion as captain In the regular army, and at the re-

quest of General Sherman, then a colonel, lie was
assigned to the 13th Regiment, of which Sherman

had Just assumed command.
While under a leave of absence come time later

Captain Nugent organized la New-York the fi9th
Volunteers, and became the colonel. This was
the first regiment of General Meagher'* Irish
Brigade, which took part In the battles of Galne*

Mill. Malvern Hill. White Oak Swamp. Antietam
and Frederiekshurg. lie Bras in command of the

troops in New-York City during the ilr.ift riots.
The mob burned his bouse, and his wife and chil-
dren narrowly escaped the fury of the rioters.

In ItK Nugent rejoined the ISth Infantry, with
which he served until IST*, when he was made
major, and transferred to the 24th Regiment. In
there two command* he gained experience as an
Indian fighter Since his retirement he had lived
In Brooklyn. He leave* ¦widow, three daughter*
and one immi. It was his own request that he should
be burled in the National Cemetery at Cypress' Hills.

TC'TTING NOTES.

PROPOSAL IN VIRGINIA CONSTITUTIONAL

CONVENTION TO SECURE ITS REPEAL.

[BT TF.LEGBArH TO THE TfIIBfNE.I
Richmond. June IM.—The first step toward the

<sif=franehlsement of th» negro in Virginia was
taken l>y the Constitutional Convention to-day,

when Judp«» Harrison, of Winchester. Introduced
a resolution, the purport of which is that the
Fifteenth Amendment to the constitution of th"
United States giving the negro the right of suf-
frage and making him a citizen Is wrong, in
that Itproceeds upon the theory that the two
races are equally competent of free government,

and that the convention ought to set through
proper channels to propose steps to Its repeal

and amendment, so that each State may control
Its euffrage as Its 1 at Interests demand.

The resolution states that the rightof suffrage

has not improved the negro's condition, and that
this right ha.« been attended by corruption and
demoralization. Th* resolution further states

that its purpose, is not to deny to the negro any
civil right or to disfranchise any negro ¦who
has a sufficient freehold estate to give him a
permanent and substantial Interest in the wel-
fare of the State, nor if any discrimination hi
made «gaint>t him in th« right of suffrage to
claim any representation In Congress] or the
Klectoral College based on negro population, but
to surrender it until Congress shall declare what
additional representation shall be given to th-
extent suffrage is given to the negro.

Delegate Thorn, of Norfolk, introduced a reso-
lution providing for the appointment of a com-
mittee to prepare and Issue to the people of the
United State* an address asking for a repeal of
th*- Fifteenth Amendment. This was referred
to the Committee on Suffrage, of which it isthought United States Senator John W. Daniel
will be the chairman.

Henley. England. June 20.— oarsmen from

the ITnlverslty of Pennsylvania were op bright

and early this mornlntr. They are all delighted

with their quarters at the Five Horseshoes Inn.
a rustic hostlery situated in a picturesque spot.

talked the crew to the railroad station, where
the boats were taken off the trucks and carried
to the hoathouse. A small crowd of the Inhab-
itants and several British oarsmen watched the

visitors' racing boat, which was much admired,

as was also the clean cut. athletic appearance

of tin. crew. The river appears a little narrow-
to the Americans, but they are delighted with
Henley.

Returning
against the wind and stream, they hit up the
stroke to thirty-eight, moving well but sitrine;

unsteadily. This wan particularly noticeable on
the port side. Onrdiner took his men at a high
pace past th-"1 winning;post to the boathouse, do-
iuer a milejn about 4 minutes Xiseconds.

Th« Pennsylvanlans concluded a second spin

at ft:IS p. m. in a heavy rain. They alternately
rowed anil paddled, watched by the crow on
the river banks and bridges. The comments of
the spectators were friendly and favorable to
the crew, which showed Improvement over the
form of the morning. The spectators were Im-
pressed l>y the Pennsylvaninns* form and
strength: but they commented on the short and
characteristic.illy American stroke, which has
heretofore proved so unsuccessful at Henley.
Their short boat also aroused considerable curi-
osity.

The only mishap on the transatlantic voyage
was the loss of a rudder, but as duplicates were
handy this will cause no Inconvenience. The
racing boat has been roughened by the scraping
of the tnrpaulln placed ever it,and the shell will
have to be srrap^d and varnished.
