Princeton. N. J., June 2: (Special] Dr. Henry
van Dyke, head of the English deportment, com-
menting' on President Schurman'a utterances at the
Cornell commencement yesterday, to the effect that
America Is inferior to Europe in intellectual activi-
ties, said:

On the general proposition that America hi In-
tellectually Inferior to Europe, Iwould first question
the fact and then confess my lnab"ity to explain
th« cause. It s<»nss to me that thero Is nothing
betaf done in England .it present either in the way
of criticism, fiction or poetry which Is superior to
what Is being done Inthis country, with the possible
exception <>•' Stephen Philip, in dramatic literature.
which is of jrreat promise. Ii is an idle thi:i>; to
say that we have no Saakespeares, Don tea or Mil-
tons at present Great geniuses are not produced
to order, and when they do coma their own age
seldom recognizes them. I doubt whether thouniversity professors and beads of colleges at Cam-
brl«l>fo and Oxford knew anything about Shake-
speare when he was alive. Certainly they did not
think much or Milton in his day. At the present
moment fiction Is the leading form at literary
activity, and here I think we can hold our o<vn
with England beyond question. In criticism It would
also be easy to name ai least four Americans whose
work Is not excelled, and to mv mind not quite
•quailed, by anything being done In England.
