HOW PRICE WAS KILLED.

WITNESSES TELL OF THE FATAL FIGHT
IN THE ONAWA CAFE.

The taking of testimony was begun yesterday in
the case of Myles MacDonnell, accused of mur-
dering George Price in the Onawa Café, at One-
hundred-and-twenty-fifth-st. and Park-ave., on De-
cember 28 last. Deputy Assistant District Attorney
Garvan opened the case for the people in a short
address. He reviewed the circumstances which
his witnesses would relate, and exhibited to the
jury a diagram of the ground floor of the saloon,
MacDonnell, he said, had been in the saloon all
the evening. At 11:45 o'clock “Tom" Kennedy,
“Abe" Pfizer, John Kennedy, Edward Courtney and
George Price entered the saloon. A few minutes
later, said Mr. Garvan, MacDonnell fired five shots,
one of which killed Price.

The first witness was Sylvester H. Freeland, a
paperhanger, who testified that he was in the
saloon on the night of the shooting and saw ““Tom"
Kennedy and MacDonnell walk toward the bar.
He heard a shot, and, turning around, saw Mac-
Donnell's pistol in the air. He went up and pulled
MacDonnell’'s pistol aside. Then he turned away
and next heard two more shots, and, looking
around again, saw Courtney lying on the floor. He
did not see Price after the shooting.

Freeland said on cross-examination that Priee
was trying to separate MacDonnell and Kennedy:
that MaecDonnell got his revolver against Ken-
nedy’s body; that he (Freeland) pulled it away, and
that it was then discharged. Then he left the
saloon because of a cry that the ‘“cops’ were com-
ing, and when he returned he saw MacDonnell
leaning against the bar and Courtney lving on the
floor. The rest had gone.

Henry Lankenau, cashier of the Onawa Café,
said that the first he knew of Kennedy's presence
was when the bartender called his attention to him
Lankenau said Kennedy called MacDonnell to the
other end of the saloon, and they talked in a low

| volce and then went to the bar and drank together.

MacDonnell sald: “If any one savs 1 carry tales
about Kennedy let him speak.” Price said, “What
do you look at me for?" Then the witness sald he
tried to quiet the erowd, but did not succeed, and
as he stepped away a shot was fired. He then ran
out and called the police.

Thomas J. Kennedy was then called. He gave his
business as manager of Burke's poolrcom. He testi-
fied that he entered the Onawa Café at 12:25 a. m.
