And well may the Misquamicut Golf Club  feel
proud of what has heen accomplished since Iast
geason. A new four-mile course of eighteen holes
has been laid out and graded. Twelve of the holes
are on the rolling, rocky pasture that overlooks
the long expanse of East Beach. The grading has
been complete, until the course is similar to a well
kept lawn. The tees and greens have been turfed,
while miles of pipe have been lald to insure plenty
of water to keep the course in perfect condition
That it was a jong and arduous task, this reclaim-
ing of the rocky. bushy pasture, is shown by the
contrast with the primeval condition on elther side.
The remaining six holes are on a level pasture
close by & long beach pond. The golf scrason opens
July 4, and the annual meetings of the Misquamicut
Land Company and of the Misquamicut Golf Club
come on Saturday next.

A mew problem confronts the Watch HIlll tag-
payer, and the Watch Hill citizen especially, 1&
the first time. To-morrow in the chapel the resi-
dents will assemble to discuss the advisability of
accepting an act of the General Assembly of the
State incorporating the Watch Hill fire district.
This act is the result of the labors of a committee
appointed at a meeting of the interested ones last
fall. It gives Watch Hill power to raise money by
taxation for fire protection, maintenance of a water
supply, lighting the highways and private houses,
maintaining police, improving the highways and
constructing sewers. Only those eligibie to vote in
town effairs on propositions to impose taxes shall
be eligible to vote at meetings of the district. The
act takes effect on its adoption by the Watch Hill
citizens. The committee will recommend its adop-
tion, feeling that it will do much toward improv-
ing the condition of the Hill, and securing for it
what is rightfully due it from the town of Wes-
terly.

Watch Hill's cottage colonv has been growing
rapidly every season, unt!l the prospects are that
in course of time it will eclipse her noted rival
around Point Judith's bend. The purchase of the
Everett farm ten or fifteen years ago by a Cin-
cinnati syndicate brought a few of the well known
people of that Ohlo city here.
