Detective Sergeant Samuel 1,. Browne, of the
District of Columbia police force, arrived yester-
day on the steamer Zeeland, of the Red Star
Line, bringing with him a set of counterfeit
plates which he had found in England, having;

made a special trip abroad for that purpose.
For several years the officials of the Washing-

ton Traction Company have been certain that

tickets for rides r.n their surface roads were
being counterfeited. but they were unable to
catch the counterfeiters. The tickets are Issued
by the company in strips of six each, good for
that number of rides, and sold for 2"» cents.

The Washington police have been working on
the case, and they recently obtained evidence

that Frederick D. H. Ingley. a conductor on the
Connecticut-aye. line, was spiling the counter-
felts. He was arrested. Later his brother, Sam-

uel E. Ingley, was arrested in Maryland as an
accomplice. The latter was found to be the
counterfeiter. He disposed of the bogus tickets
through his conductor brother. With him were
taken 37.260 strips ready for use. The men con-
fessed that they had been working the plan
since 1599, and that they had disposed of more
than 38.000 strips of six tickets each.
It was due to their method of working that

they were not discovered before. The tickets
were printed inGlasgow, Scotland. Samuel would
go to that city whenever a new supply was
needed, have them run off from the plates that
were kept there, ship them to Birmingham,
thence to Hull, thence to London and thence to

Southampton. He would then secure for him-
self a passage on a cattle steamer, or in" some
other way effect an entrance to this country in a
manner that was so obscure that no attention
would be attracted to him, bringing a supply of
the tickets with him.

On May 80 Detective Browne, with informa-
tion that he thought would lead to the recovery
of the plates, sailed for the other side. He
traced the plates from Glasgow to Hull and to
London, where Ingley had shipped them, and
secured them, with a large batch of tickets.
The evidence, he says, is conclusive against the
prisoners, and he will return at once to Wash-
ington to prosecute the brothers.

MR. EVANS'S MILITARY RECORD.
[BYTELfTC.RAPH TO THE THIBtWE.]

Washington. July I.—Commissioner Evans to-
day was inclined to regard the recent attack
made on his military record by General Sickles
as a humorous production, General Sickles had
Bald that to the best of his knowledge Mr.
Evans never saw any service in the Civil War.
but had been a quartermaster's clerk. Mr.
Evans said to-day:

Inever made any pretensions to being a great
war fighter and to having a grand and blazing
military record. Iserved my little period in
the Union Army, took what was handed me and
never made any complaint. When my term of
service expired Iwas mustered out. The rec-
orda in the office of the adjutant-general of the
State of Wisconsin will give my record. It will
show that Ienlisted in the list Wisconsin Vol-
unteer Infantry on May 5, 1864, and was mus-
tered out on September 30 of the same year.
Iwas nothing but a private, and served as such
during my time of enlistment. When In the
army Iconducted myself as a private and noth-
ing more. Iwas given my pay and rations as
an enlisted man, and Iwas treated all right in
every respect. Inever travelled on my record as
a soldier, and never claimed to have done more
than Iactually did.

TOOK JUDGE FITZSIMONS WITH HIM.

The suit brought by a taxpayer, one Bradley,
against the city for an injunction restraining
the giving of the contract for the New-York
Public Library building,at Fifth-aye. and Forty-
second-st., to Norcross Bros., was on the calen-
dar in the Supreme Court yesterday, before
Justice McAdam, and was by consent of coun-
sel postponed until to-morrow. The real plain-

tiff in the action is Engine Lentilhon. who was
the lowest bidder for the contract. He offered to
supply South Dover marble.

_
while Norcross

Bros, offered Dorset marble. The Board of Es-

timate accepted the bid of Norcross Bros.,. and
this is said by L.Laflln Kellogg, counsel for Len-
tilhon, to have been illegal, as the variety of
stone had nothing to do with the contract and
as the South Dover stone is equal to that from
the Dorset quarries.

Justice Blanchard, who granted the tem-
porary injunction restraining the award of the

contract to Norcross Bros., issued an order ap-
pointing Henry M. Powell, as referee, to take
testimony, to be submitted to Justice McAdam
when the motion for the continuance of the In-
junction comes up before him. The taking of
the testimony was done on Saturday, when
Thomas O'Reilly, the superintendent of Nor-
cross Bros., was examined by Mr. Kellogg.

Mr. O'Reilly testified that he called on the
Mayor. Corporation Counsel, and other mem-
bers of the Board of Estimate, on th? day be-
fore the contract was awarded to his firm. Mr.
O'Reilly said he had made out the estimates

for the library building. He denied that he

had any conversation with Thomas J. Brady,

former Commissioner of Buildings, or with

Daniel McMahon, chairman of the Tammany

Hall Executive Committee He further said he

received no estimates from Naughton & Co.,

with which firm McMahon is connected. The

examination proceeded as follows:

Q.—Do you know the quarry which was pur-
chased by Norcrosi Pro- and which was spoken
of before the Board of Estimate when It selected
the bid of your firm? A.-T know of it. Inever
saw it. 1 have nfver furnished any stone to the
city of New- York from that quarry. Idon't know
anything about the quarry.

Q—Have you talked with any public officer in
relation to this matter, and if so to whom? A.—
Ihave not except to the commissioners the day
before the bids were opened, Ispoke to Mr Gug-
genhelmer. the Mayor and the Corporation Counsel
outside their offices.

Q—Hoxv did you come to go there? A.—lJust
wanted to explain my bid to them. Iwent round
to each of them Individually. 1 raw t!ie Mayor at
the Council Chamber, Mr. Guggenheimer outside
his office, and the Corporation Counsel outside
the lobby of his office. Isimply explained my bid
to them, and that we had figured on Dorset marble,

which we understood was to be the guide for bid-
der?.

Q Well, what did Mr. Gugpenheimer say? A.—
Nothing but that the mutter would come up before
the hoard. The Mayor said the same. Ididn't
have more than three minutes' conversation with
them altogether. T had not a personal acquaint-
ance with the Mayor. Mr. Guggenheimer, or the
Corporation Counsel, and was Introduced to them
by City Court Judge Fitasltnona, who accom
panied me when. 1 called on them. My purpose In
getting Judge Fitzslmons to accompany me was
to make It easier for me to gi-t an Introduction
to them. Norcross signed the bid on the morning
when it was delivered. None of the gentlemen 1
called on resented mv call. They asked me no
questions, nnd Iexplained that my firm had flouredon Dorset marble.

Q—Did you tell them you were the highest bidder
for the work? A.—ldon't know.

Q. Did Judge FltSSimons po round and speak
to any of the different gentlemen you saw? A.

—
No: we .saw only two. Mr. Whalen and Mayor
Van Wyck. Nobodj com pan ted me to see Presi-
dent Gungenhelmer. Ihnd a letter of Introduction
to him from Isaac Stern.

Q.—Did you see them the day your bid was se-
lected? A.—Yes; the day the r»i<is were opon»d I
saw them at the public meeting In the Mayor's
office.

WORK OF THE SECRET SERVICE.
Washington. July I.—The annual report of Chief

"Wllkle of the Secret Service Division of the Treas-
ury Department, submitted to Secretary Gage to-

day, Indicated that this has been the most suc-
cessful year in the history of the division. In the
twelve months ended June SO, UOl, only four new
counterfeit notes were put in circulation, against

an average of about ten for the preceding ten
years. Only one of these new notes was at all
dangerous, the others being the product of un-

skilled workmanship. The total amount of coun-
terfeit currency which came Into the possession of
the division amounted to JJO.OW. while J15.117 in

counterfeit coin was confiscated. Coin counterfeit-
ing decreased all over The country, except in and

near New-York City, where there has been a grad-

ual increase In this class of crime, particularly of

cases in which genuine silver forms the basis of

the imitations. The arrests for twelve months
•were 654. New-York State heads the list with ?0

oases Illinois Is second with 54. Pennsylvania had
61. Missouri 47, Indiana 44 Alabama 25, and the re-
•mainder were scattered over the country. There
¦were two cases in Cuba. The contraband property
captured Included 272 sets of moulds. Eighty-one
plates for the printing of forbidden advertising ma-
terial were also confiscated.

The thanks of the division are extended to the
police of Jersey City for the arrest of Richard
Ganzer, alias Rudolph, a dangerous note counter-

feiter and to the police of New- York City for the
arrest of John Alfred Skog. a Swedish note maker
of great ability. A large amount of work was
performed for the other departments of the gov-

ernment in connection with national bank defalca-
tions, naturalization frauds, thefts of government
stores and property at the United States mints and
assay offices. The drafting of an habitual criminal
act for submission to Congress is urged.

two of his rank. Thes» retirements are due to the
provisions of Section 9 of the Personnel act of
March 3. 1899, designed to Insure a healthy flow of
promotions In all upper grades and do away with
the stagnation at the top. Of the forty vacancies
a year so provided for, at least twenty-nine were
required above the prade of lieutenant-commander,
and. as there have been twenty-six promotions from'
that grade this year, only three remained for
those who might volunteer to retire In the next
higher rank.

Governor. While the appointment of the Civil

Governor is credited to the War Department,

this does not mean necessarily that the President
is proceeding entirely under his war power in
petting up civil government in th*» Philippine?.
He is not differentiating the source of his au-
thority. He Is acting, so it is authoritatively
stated, under all the powers he has in the
premises.

NO DELAY IX OPES ISO RESERVATION.
Washington. July 1.—Secretary Hitchcock has de-

cided that there Is no authority of law permitting

a delay until October 1 In opening the Wichita
Indian Reservation In Oklahoma, as desired by

certain cattle interests. The Secretary's announce-
ment followed a hearing which he had given to
representatives of the lessees and of companies
which had loaned money on reservation cattle
owned by the lessees.
