CIVIL SERVICE REPORT STILL A SECRET.
Albany, July 1 (Special).— A rumor having come

here from New-York to-day that the Stat* Civil
Service Commission, in a report which has been
prepared for its members regarding the legality
of the examinations of sergeants of police for the
post of captain in New-York City in 1900, would de-
nounco hotly the authorities of New-York, John
F. Blrdseye, tho secretary of the Civil Service
Commission, said this evening that no one except
himself had read the report and he had not made
its contents known.

"No one is aware of what that report contains
except myself," paid he, "nr.tl 1 shall keep its con-
tents a s>>cret until I submit it to the Civil Ser-
vice Commission to-morrow. Everything', therefore,
that has been published regarding the report thus
far is absolute guesswork."

Among the golfers generally the opinion seems
to be that Mr. Whitney has not helped his case
by assuming such an attitude, and that until he
come* forward with specific facts no notice can
properly be taken of his charge.
