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WHY THE TAX RATE GROWS

TAMMANY IRCREASES OF SALARIES—
CAYTION MAY BE INSPIRED IN
DEPARTMENT HEADS.

President Feitner of the Tax Board tells his
friends ihat the new tax rate will be “under
234" and he expresses the hope that it will be
“about 2.30.” If the new rate reaches 234 or
235, as many careful observers believe, it will
simply mean a confirmation of the charge that
the Tammany chiefs of departments have for
the last year been reckiessly increasing their
payrolls and raising salaries. There is hardly an
issue of ““The City Record” without an an-
nouncement of appointments or increases in
salaries. All the departments are alike in this
respect. There is nc descending scale for any
of them:. Assistants to Assistant Corporation
Counsels in Mr. Whalen's office would be mere
office boys in downtown lawyers’ offices.
Corporation Counsel's office, however, they re-
ceive a certain rank with good pay.

If the amount to be raised by taxation this
vear reaches $80.000000, as now seems prob-
able, then nothing can be done to keep the tax
rate below $235 to the $100 of assessed valua-
tion. Much depends on the unexpended bal-
ances at the end of next month. The excessive
rate already has raised a storm of. indignation
among taxpayers, and the dissatisfaction with
the showing of the Finance Department will
doubtless tend to make the Tammany heads of
departments careful about spending unneces-
sarily large sums in the next four weeks. One of
the officials in the Tax Department said yes-

Che how] about the big tax rate will make the
heads of departments careful the rest of the
fiscal vear 3y making an honest effort they
can end their respective yvears with cash bal-
ances, and all this will count in favor of a
Jowering of the rate when the Controller comes
to certify to the deficlencies next month.

careful management it ought to be possible to
get along with a small appropriation ff_v.r this
contingent fund the coming year While the
new rate will be at least 230, we are in hopes
that it will not exceed that figure.

McMahon was at one time a well known baseball
player and manager He was the owner of the
0l4 Haymarket, at Thirtieth-st. and Sixth-ave. He
left an estate worth $0.06M. Part of the estate was
put in trust, the income of which was to be paid to
Mrs. McMahon and to five brothers and sisters of
the testator Ann Morrow was one of these sis-
ters. Her son James married in Newark. and Sam-

uel H. Morrow is his son
Shortly before Samuei's birth his father went to
Texas. For four years his wife heard from him,
but no trace of him was found subsequently, with
the exception of a letter written by a stranger in
1877, in which he said that James Morrow had been
killed at Orange, Tex., in a barroom fight. Samuel
Morrow held that he was entitled to about $20.000,
and asserted that the trustees of McMahon's prop-
erty hed refused to render an accounting to him.
The executors opposed his claim on the ground
that there was no proof that his father was not
still alive, and that he might turn up at any mo-
ment and demand his share of the estate
“Considering that Morrow was, as testified on
the trial, of a restless disposition and roving habit
of life, and probably adventurous in spirit,”” says
the justice: “that he was a victim of inflammatory
rheumatism; that he lived happlly with his wife,
and parted with her in a loving manner with the
purpose of bettering his situation in life for him-
self. his wife and his expected child; that he con-
tinued to correspond with his wife for three years,
writing her every week, the evidence, in the ab-
sence of any countervailing testimony, leaves the
impression on my mind that the man is dead.”

that the syndicate of operators, with J.
Morgan at its head, would eventually suceceed in
consolidating all the principal soft coal properties
of the country. This concentration of the in-
dustry. which is in sympathy with the community
of Interest idea, will, dealers said, be a less simple
eperation than an amalgamation of the anthracite
mining properties, because soft coal is found more
generally and in greater abundance.

““There is a pretty war on at present, the same
struggle between the so-called trust and the inde-
pendents which began ‘nearly three years ago,”
said a coal man yesterday. “The assoclation will
eventually win through control of rallroads In the
richer soft coal districts. Most of the Eastern
ports are for this reason already under the control
of the syndicate. We have seen soft coal selling
at 3265 and $225 in the same city and at the same
time. The higher price indicated that the associa-
tion declined to meet the prices of the indepen-
dents. The process of consolidation has taken longer
because of the existence of a vast amount of soft
coal but a short distance below the surface of the
earth. But before long this supply will be cur-
tailed, and the prices will be dictated by the trust.
It is only natural and logical to expect this.”

A representative of J. Plerpont Morgan smiled
wearily when asked about the reported leadership
of his company in the soft coal combination. “It is
always Morgan,” he sald. ‘“‘Morgan would be at
the head of everything If we gave ear to half we
hear in the street.”

ADVANCE IN ANTHRACITE PRICES.

In accordance with the agreement made among
the coal companies this spring that wholesale prices
ghould be advanced 10 cents a month for the five
successive months ending with September, all
grades of anthracite were advanced 10 cents a ton
yesterday. The coal trade has been unusually
active thus far this season, consumers apparently
being anxious to lay in their fall and winter sup-
plies early in order to effect the saving possible by
ordering promptly.
