ONE BADLY DAMAGED.

The storm on Staten Island yesterday after-
noon was severe. The wind blew a gale in the
interior, and considerable damage was done to
trees and crops. At 6:30 p. m. the three-story
frame dvelllngof J. H. Alexander, Shore Acres,
in New-York-aye.. Fort Wadsworth. adjoining
the Government reservation, was struck by
lightning. The family had recently moved into
the house fr,r the summer. The bolt struck the
wing at the rear of the house. An alarm was
sounded, to which the members of the East
Shore Fire Department responded, and In two
hours the fire was under control. A company of
regulars from Fort Wadsworth was turned out.
and assisted the firemen In saving some of the
furniture. The damage to the building is placed
at 90.000.

Two frame houses Inthe south side boulevard
at Giffords were struck hy lightningand totally
destroyed, with their contents, consisting of
flour and feed. The buildings were owned by
Edward F. Keegan.

REORGANIZATION OF THE MILITIAAGREE-
ABLE TO ALL SAVE FRIENDS OF

GENERAL BUTT.

The order consolidating the First and Fifth bri-
gades of the National Guard, and placing the reor-
ganised force under the command of General George
Moore Smith, caused much comment In National
Guard circles yesterday. The order gives general
satisfaction, and Is looked upon as a wise step on
the part of the commander-ln-chief. General Butt,
who Is made supernumerary by the order, was the
senior general officer In Manhattan, but General
Smith's riper experience and popularity were doubt-
less taken Into consideration by the Governor when
he made the appointment.

General Smith, the new commander of the First
Brigade, when seen yesterday, said that he had
nothing to say on the subject of the new order.
"My stall will remain just as it is," he said, "and
unless Iam ordered to go elsewhere Ishall con-
tinue to have my headquarters in the 71st Regiment
Armory."

An officer said that there was a funny side to the
story. "General Smith." said he, "and several offi-
cers of his brigade were on the Waldorf-Astoria
roof garden on Monday evening to get a whiff of
fresh air. General Smith happened to see his col-
league, spoke to him and was told by Uutt that
he had been fired.' We look upon tht! retirement
of Butt as a blow to the fuss and feath.rs element
In the guard, which is going into rapid decline."

General Butt, when be was seen by a Tribune re-
porter yesterday at the Union » "lul>, declined to talk
about tiie order which places him practically on the
shelf. "The order speaks for itself," he *ai<.i. "and
1 have to Bubmlt As an officer of the guard Ican-
not criticise the order."

Some friends of General Butt were outspoken in
deploring the order They said its only object was
to pet General Butt out, and there hatt been anarbitrary use oi" power, which many officers of
regiments in his former brigade would resent.

"It has been the custom to elect brigadier-gen-
erals.

*nM an officer who is friendly to General

Butt, "and tlie departure from the rule In the ap-
polntmenl or General Smith is the more remarkable
because General Butt was the senior of General
Smith, as to the date of election to the office, ami
General Uutt was elected unanimously, whlln «!i n-
eiHl Smith was elected by a bare majority. The
creation of a brigade with seven regiments of in-
fantry in it is a blunder, of course. It would be
Impossible for one brigadier-general to command
ko many regiments In the Held. Major-General Roe
probably is responsible for the order, and he has
neen anxious to get General Butt out fnr a long
time. The effort of General Butt to make charges
against General Roe some time ago created ad-
ditional feeling. The order places Genera! Smith In
an unenviable position, but it is not supposed that
he would have favored such an order ifhe had been
consulted."

REPORT THAT THE TWO COUNTRIES HAVE

SECRET TREATY-HURRICANE AT LEON.

Managua, Nicaragua, June 14.— 1t is currently re-
ported In Nicaragua that a secret treaty exists be-
tween the governments of Nicaragua and Chill of
an offensive and defensive nature. It is said to be
obligatory on the part of the latter country to
send warships to the Pacific seaports of Nicaragua
to protect the Nicaraguan Government in the
event of a revolution originating in the country or
fomented by the numerous natives of Nicaragua
who have expatriated themselves because, they
declare, of -the dictatorship of the present gov-
ernment and the heavy tines It has collected, and
the severe punishments Ithas Inflicted without due
process of law." ItIs evident close relations existbetween Chill and Nicaragua.

STORY OF THE THRILLING EXPERIENCE
OF A STEAMER AND BARGELOAD OF

PEOPLE OFF STATEX ISLAND.

Fifteen hundred people from New-Rochelle,
who went out on the German Lutheran picnic
of St. Luke's Church, in that city, to-day in
the sidewheel steamer Laura M. Starin and the
barge Sumner, of the Starin Transportation
Company Line, had an exciting experience.

Just off Prince Edward Bar, Staten Island,

about <> o'clock, the two boats were caught in a
terrific storm which nearly dashed them to
pieces. For half an hour itlooked as ifboth ves-
sels would go down, and a panic reigned on board
as the waves dashed over the decks and the
boats came together with a series of crashes
that smashed the gunwales and cabin windows.
Women screamed and fainted, and people tore
down the life preservers and put them on. Had
it not been for the efforts of Mayor Dillon of
New-ltochelle, Captain Cotter. City Engineer
Haskell, and others, who rushed among the
passengers and assured them that the danger
would soon be over, many people who had put
on life preservers would have leaped into the
ocean and been lost. The storm lasted fully

half an hour. The thunder pealed and the
waves rolled so high that the people had to de-
sert the lower decks and rush up the com-
paniomvays to save themselves from being
swept away. In the midst of the excitement

several men set op the cry:

"The boat is sinking; swim for your lives!"

Policeman Bhontag grabbed one of the men by

the throat, and threatened to knock him sense-
l.'ss« with his club ifhe did not keep still. Mayor

Dillon was on the Laura M. Starin. He rushed
among the passe?igers and begged them to keep
In the cabins. With the assistance of Captain

Cotter and the police he finally got every one
inside the cabins and latched the doors. Then
the Mayor and half a dozen of the cooler men
stood on guard.

The passengers on the barge were nearly all
women. There were fully five hundred of them,

with their- children. At the nrst approach of
the storm they sought refuge in the cabins on
the upper decks, where they were crowded to-
gether like sheep. The barge stood higher than
the steamer, and as the two boats rolled to-
gether the fenders and rails on the barge broke
and the water came sweeping over the decks
and Into the cabins, frightening the people into
hysterics. At least a dozen women fainted. Others
fell on their knees and began to pray.

The storm did not fullysubside until the barge
reached Hell Gate. Some of the more excitable
passengers, fearing that the boats were leaking
and might sink, got together In the cabin; and
demanded that a landing be made at some pier
in New-York, where they could go ashore and
get home by train. The captain refused to
listen to them. He said that it would be ex-
tremely dangerous to attempt to land a barge
and steamer in a storm. Just before they
reached Hell Gate the storm died, down and the
moon came out. After that the passengers be-
gan to feel safe for the first time since they had
left Staten Island.

When they reached New-Rochelle they de-
clared that the experience was the most exciting
of their lives. Several of the women, who were
Still weak from nervousness, had to be carried
asher*?, and a hundred or more children were
deathly sick. Mayor Dillon said:

Iexpected to see the boats go down' any minute.
Ihave taken in many excursions, and been in all
kinds of storms, but 1 never saw such excitement
as then was to-day. While the storm lasted peo-
ple rushed about as if they were mad. Men tore
down the life preservers, and some women fell on
their knees and prayed. Mad it not been for the
skill of Captai.i Cotter in handling the boats and
putting extra spiles between them, they would
have undoubtedly gone to piece. The action of
some of the cooler men waved many lives. 1 want

to commend also some of the women. They showed
great presence of mind in taking charge of the

cabins of the barge, and preventing many women
and children from leaping off.

The two boats show the effect? of the storm.
They are wrenched and scattered with wreck-
age. The forward cabin of the Laura M. Star: a
Is broken in on the port side, and the window!
are smashed to pieces.

THE WEATHER BUREAU'S CROP REPORT.
Washington, July 2.—The Weathor Bureau's

weekly report of genf-ral crop conditions is us fol-
lows:

In the districts east of the Kooky Mountains the
week ending July l haw been Intensely hot, with
desiccating winds in TexsiM and the States of the
lower Missouri Valley and middle Rocky Moun-
tain slop*. East of the Mississippi River th« ox-
cessive heat haa ho far caused no serious injury,

but in portions of th« Ohio Valley, Tennessee and
the centre Gulf State* rain Is much needed. In
the central and north plateau districts and on the.
Pacific Coast the. week has been abnormally cool,
with light frosts in exposed place* in Idaho and

Utah. Abundant rains fell from central Mon-
tana eastward to the upper lake region and over
portions of the Ohio Valley, and local areas In the
South Atlantic and Gulf States.

Corn has made good growth in the principal corn
States, but is suffering for ruin in Missouri and
Kansas. In the Ohio Valley and Middle Atlantic
States, however, com is backward, and in the
upper Ohio Valley la suffering- from lack of culti-
vation. In the Central and West Gulf States, in-
cluding Arkansas, the crop has been seriously in-
jured by drouth.

Under the high temperatures of the last week
grain has* ripened rapidly, and harvesting of winter
wheat has made rapid progrens, being nearly
finished in Kansas and Missouri, and threshing is
well advanced in the central valleys. In the upper
Ohio Valley a considerable portion of the crop is
badly lodged, and reports of damage by rust and
fly are received from Pennsylvania and New-
York respectively. Favorable reports continue
from'the Pacific Coast; in Oregon wheat is ripen-
ing slowly, but under favorable conditions.

In Minnesota the condition of spring wheat con-
tinues excellent, and in the Dakota}" the outlook is
generally favorable, although some Injury has been
done by excessive rains on low lands.

The oat crop in th* States of the upper Missis-
sippi and lower Missouri valleys has suffered dam-
age from the Intense heat. The crop Is much af-
fected by rust in Maryland and Pennsylvania. In
other sections more favorable reports are gen-

erally received.
Haj'ing has proceeded under very favorable con-

ditions and satisfactory yields are generally re-
ported except in portions of the central Missis-
sippi and lower Missouri valleys, where the crop Is
light In Oregon and Washington haying has been
delayed by cloudiness and moisture, but large
yields are promised.

Cotton is now In general need of rain in the cen-
tral portions of the cotton belt, but Is standing the
drouth very well. In portions of Southern Texas
the rainfall has been ample, but the crop in that
State Is generally in need of rain. A general im-
provement is indicated in the eastern districts, hut
-I. condition of the crop in Georgia and South
Carolina Is still unpromising, although cultivation
In these States has made favorable progress.

All reports respecting tobacco are favorable, with
the exception of those from Tennessee and South
Carolina, the crop needing rain in the former State
and suffering from lack of cultivation in the lat-
ter

The outlook for apple" Is scarcely as encour-
aging as In the previous week, many important
apple State* reporting prospects for lightyields.
