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TO END STEEL STRIKE.

JOINT CONFERENCE CALLED FOR NEXT
WEEK TO ADJUST DIFFICULTIES.

Pittsburg, July 6.—The strike of the American
Sheet Steel Company and American Steel Hoop
Company mill employes probably will be termi-
nated next week. Arrangements were made
in this city to-day for a joint conference in
Pittshurg between representatives of both com-
saries, which are components of the United
States fteel Corporation, and representatives
of the Amalgamated Assoclation of Iron, Steel
and Tin Workers, to adjust the existing labor
troubles. The agreement means virtually a set-
tlement of the strike, inasmuch as the operat-
ing oficials of the hoop and sheect steel com-
panies would not have consented to meet the
workers’ committee unless there was good
prespect of immediate settlement. and it may
be accepted 25 a probable fact that all the milis
now idle will be in operation by the end of next
week, and the strike which threatened will be
averted in its inelpiency. It is said on good au-
thority that the conference will be held early
next week, probably before Wednesday, and as-
surance is given that a settlement of the trouble
will be speedily effected. The operating offi-
cials of the steel companies will meet the work-
ers’ committee, and . as the question involved is
not one of wages, but the extension of organiza-
tion control to so-called non-union plants, an
agreemen it likely to be readily made.

The companies agreed to sign the wage scale
before the suspension of all the union mills
signed for last year, but the organization con-
tended for the umionizing of all the plants.
When this demand was made the ecale negotia-
tions were suspended by the camponies, but the
question will be reopened next week, and an
agreement probably will be reached. About
twenty-five thousand workmen wiil be concerned

in the outcome.

. MERGER OF STEEL HOOP, NATIONAL AND
CARNEGIE COMPANIES NOW COMPLETE.

Pittsburg, July ¢.—The special train carrying the
employes and former cflicers of the National Steel
and American Steel Hoop companies reached Pitts-
burg from New-York at about 7 o’clock this morn-
ing. The two concerns, which have been merged
into the Carnegie company, will take up their head-
quarters in the Carnegie Bullding on Monday. The
trip from New-York was made without incident.

Considerable interest is manifested In manufact-
uring and labor circles as to the bearing the ab-
sorption of the American Steel Hoop Company by the
Carncgie company may have on the strike recently
ordered by the Amalgamated Association. President
Charles M. Schwab of the United States Steel
Corporation, and still a leading spirit in the affairs
of the Carnegle company, of which he formerly was
president, is understoed to be opposed to organized
labor. President T. J. Shaffer of the Amalgamated
Assoclation thinks, howcver, that the change will
mot prove inimical to his association. Said he:

No, I éo not think the Amalgamated people have
anything to fear. I think things, so far as the em-
ployment of labor Is concerned, will go on In the
old way. I observe. in looking over these officlal
changes, that while there are new presidents, vice-
presiden secretaries, treasurers, auditors, pur-
chasing agfmp, traffic managers and the like for
the two companies merged with the Carnegie com-

¥, there bave been no changes In the operating
epartments. It is with the operating departments,
the managers, that the Amaigamated people deal.
Presidents and treasurers do not bother with labor
@isputes. There might alsc be changes In the oper-
ating departments of these compani¢s, but I do not
think that would alter *he attitude of the com-
panies on the labor question.

President Shaffer, when seen this morning at the
headquarters of the steelworkers, said there was
nothing new to dbe given out. Asked gs to the meet-
ing of the advisory board, he said: “This Is the
regular auditing time, and if I find anvthing of
sufficlent importance I will call the Loard together
to consider it, but that is all.’

GREAT NORTHERN TRAIN ROBBERY

THE BANDITS GOT $#00% IN UNSIINED NA-
; TIONAL BANK NOTES.

Washington, July 6.—Treasury officlals sald to-
day that their Information was to the effect that
the men who robbed the Great Northern train at
Wagner, Mont., last Monday, secured $10,0% in in-
complete national bank notes which were shipped
on June 28 to the National Bank of Montana, at
Helena, It appears that there were eight hundred
sheets of these unsigned notes, of four notes io a
gheet—three tens and one twenty. The bank num-
bers ran serially from 1,201 to 2,000, both inclusive,
and the Treasury numbers from Y234,349 to Y935,144.
The bank numbers were printed in the lower left
hand corner of the notes, and the Treasury nume-
bers in the upper right hand corner. The charter
number was 5,671, printed in bold face brown figures
&cross the face of each note.

It was sald at the department that as soon as
notes of this character are shipped to the bank
they are regarded by the law as In circulation, and
are redeemable by the government, as well as the
bank, which has on deposit at the Treasury bonds
to cover their redemption.

As the express compsanies are under bond for the

safe deuvery of all shipments of this character,
they alone are responsible, mo the government and
the bank are fully protected against loss.

CAISSON GOES TO DOCK BOTTOJ.

DEFECT IN AUTOMATIC VALVES CAUSES
ANOTHER ACCIDENT AT THE BROOK-
LYN NAVY YARD.

The i1l luck which seems to have followed the
operation of the drydocks In the Brooklyn navy
vard was continued yesterday afternoon, when
the new 250 tnn steel calsson for the reconstruct-
ed Dock No. 2, while- belng placed in position,
keeled over and sunk to the bottom of the dock.
What injuries were done cannot be told until to-
day, when the old caisson will be placed in posi-

tion end the dock pumped out. It is not thought, !

however, that the damage will be great. Eight
men who were working In the caisson at the
time it went down had a narrow escape.
Drydock No. 2 was originally a wooden struct-
ure, but in the last year it has been recon-
structed into a cement dock at a cost of some
£300,000), This work has heen completed for
some time, and the officials of the yard have
been waiting for the arrival of the new steel
caisson. Yesterday afternoon it was to have
been put in place. At 1 o'clock it was towed
into the dock from the end of Main-st. Willlam
Hclms was in charge of six laborers, who were
on the vaisson for the purpose of getting it into
position. The big mass of stael was just being
swung around over the the s!ll, when John
Webb, an engineer, went below to see if the au-
tomatic valves which are designed to let in
the water bhallast would work properly. He
opened the valves, and when the water began to
rush in, fcund that he could not shut them

again. After several valn attempts to check the
water he felt the caisson going over on Its side,
He rushed up and jumped to the side of the
dock just as the caisson went over, The la-
borers had an equally narrow escape.

The caisson now lies flat at the bottom of the
dock, and it is thought may obstruct the en-
trance so much that it will be difficult to put
the cld ecaisson in place. When the latter work
is accomplished it will he an easy matter tc
pump out the dock and raise the m-\\ caisson.
