There was a large attendance at the bicycle

Withthe exception of a match race between Butler andKing the contests were for amateurs. M.L.Hur-ley again rode in splendid form, and carried offthemajority of the honors. Walter Smith won tb»
ten-mile motor-paced race from a Held of six con-
testants in hollow fashion, leading from the second
mile.

The principal contest, the last one on the pro-
gramme, was a ten-mile motor paced race forama-
teurs. The starters were P. G. Van Co«. John
Bedell. W. A. McClelland. M. T. Dove. George
SchohV-ld and Walter Smith.

They got off from a flying start with Van Cott 1

in the lead, the order at the end of the first milebeing Van Cott. Smith and McClelland. Smith took

Smith kept on at a slashing pace and won by
half a lap from Sch», field, who waa a 'ap and aquarter ahead of Van Colt, with Bedell one hun-
dred yards back, fourth. Dove was fifth and Mc-
Clelland last. Time of winner. 17:401-5.

The first race decided was the one-third mileopen race for amateurs, which was run in heats
th* final being won handily by XI.
