SANTOS-DUMONT'3 ArRPHIP SAILS AROUND THE

EIFFEL TOWER.

Paris July 12.—Santoa-Dumont'a cigar shaped bal-
loon, driven by a motor, had a trial to-day from

St. Cloud across Paris, around the F.iffel Tower

and back to St. Cloud. The newspapers nay tho
trip was successful, and that the balloon ascended
and descended apparently at the willof the aero-
naut.

Santos-Dumont says he first sailed five times

around the I^ongchamps racecourse, then around

the Bols de Boulogne, and then around the Klffel

Tower. He adds that one of the ropes of the rud-
der broke, and he had a narrow escape from run-
ning against the tower, so that he descended to

the garden of the Trocadero to have the damage

repaired, and afterward again rounded the tower

and returned to St. Cloud.
To-morrow he will make an official attempt to

win the prize of 100,000 francs offered by Henry
Deutsch for a manageable balloon, in the presence
of a committee of the Aero Club, which Includes
Prince Roland Bonaparte. M. Deutsch and others.
The aeronaut will fitart at 6 o'clock In the morning

and go over the same course as to-day.
Seemingly the balloon was under almost perfect

control from first to last, apart from the breaking

o' the ruf'i'er rope. The average speed wns forty

kilometres an hour, and the- experiment was made
at a height ranging from 100 to 270 metres. .

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THE BODY FOUND SEVERAL DAYS AFTER
HE HAD SUCCUMTiED TO THE HEAT.

Robert Henry Newell, an author well known as
the writer of the "Orpheus C. Kerr" letters and a
former newspaper man, was found dead yesterday
morning In his room, on the fourth floor at No. 128
First Place, Brooklyn. He hud been dead, appar-
ently, a number of days, his body being in an ad-
vanced stare of decomposition. It wh* found by
Louis Jander, the Janitor.

Newell was about sixty-five years old. and lived
In the house with his sister-in-law. Mrs. C. S.
Newell. Early In June she went to Portland. Me., 1
and later the servants went away, leaving the
house In the oar« »f Jnnder. On July 1 Mr.Newell
was In a cafe, where he complained *o two friends
that the heat made him dlxzy.

Yesterday morning the janitor, being ordered to
have the roof repaired, took Frank Conloh, a roof-
er, to the house to do the work. Jander thought ;t; t
best to Introduce Conlon to Mr. Newell, in order
that the latter might have no suspicions Ifhe saw
the roofer In the' building. On receiving no answer
to repeated knockinga and noticing a sickening
odor, the men pushed th» door open. On the floor
near the door was the body of Mr. Newell. The
room was in order, there was no evidence of foul
play and Mr. Newell's watch and valuables had
not been touched.
It Is believed that Mr Newell had been over-

come by the tieMt and had fallen on the floor.
¦where he died.

P. H. Mclnerney. of No. £84 Cowt-st.. said that
Mr Newell had travelled around the world with
General Grant and had been connected with a
number of newspapers in this city.

Mr Newell was born In New-York on December
'.", 1535. He' was an editor of "The New-York Mer-
cury" from '.<•> to 18C3. He was engaged in edi-
torial work on "The New-York World" from 1&9
to 1874. and later became Editor of "The Hearth
and Home." an illustrated weekly, and wrote the'
well known "Orpheus C. K.rr" (Office Seeker)
papers of the Civil War period. During that war
he was a war correspondent for "The New-York
Herald." and was well acquainted with General

IGrant and the other commanders in the war. He
i was the author of "The Palace Beautiful" and

other poems, and wrote 'Awn Gllfen." an Ameri-
can romance. "There Was Once a Man" and "The
Cloven Foot." an American adaptation of Dlckena's
unfinished "Edwin Drood."

Mr Newell waa fond of animals, and took an
active interest in the work of the Society for the
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals. Ha liked to Bee
the streets kept clean, and Ifhe saw a piece of
paper on the sidewalk he would invariably throw
It into the gutter.

M. Santos-Dumont. the Brazilian aeronaut, has

been experimenting with his steering balloon for

some time. He made an attempt in October last to

win the prize of 100,000 francs offered by M. Deutsch

for the aeronaut who should sail his flying ma-

chine from the Aero Club grounds, at Sureanes,

around the Eiffel Tower and back within half an
hour, but failed owing to the machine sustaining

some damage. The distance to be run Is about
eight miles. In one of his previous trials M. San-
tos-Dumont had already successfully flown around
the Eiffel Tower.

He sits on a light metal shaft, to which an ordi-
nary bicycle saddle is affixed. On hi" right, and
partly in front of him. is a gasolene motor which,

when started by the bicycle pedals below him, ro-
tates the propeller at the end of the shaft. The

propeller measures twelve fe.-t In diameter. The
fans, or blades, are made of steel and aluminum,
covered with silk. The propeller makes 180 revolu-
tions to the minute.

BRITISH ANDFRENCH WARSHIPS TO HONOR AR-

RIVAL OF THE OPHIR.

St. John's, N. F.. July 12.—Commodore Glffard and
Commodore Mont ferrand. commander* of the Brtt-
lsh and French fishery squndrona In these waters,

have arranged in a conference here for a naval
parade on the occasion of the visit to St. John's on
October 21 of the Duke and Duchess of Cornwall
and York. Four British and three French warships,
composing the llshery squadrons, will tak«* part.

London. July 12.—"The Statist," in the course
of an article examining the financial position

of the United States, will say to-morrow:

The figures of our own trade with America
conclusively show the enormous profits which
the United States nr» making in foreign trade.
For the first six months of the present year our
imports from the United States have been
nearly £00.000,000. in*against a little over £50.-
000.000 In 1000, while our exports to the United
States were worth only £7,000.000, as a^alnHt
£8 800 000. This means that for the year to
June 80 we have bought £148,000,000 in produce
of the United States, while they have bought of
us £18,000,000. The trade balance in favor of
the United States, as respectn England, was
£180.000.000, as against £110.000,000 for the cal-
endar year of 1000.

PRAISE FOR THIS COUNTRY'S ENTERPRISE—

ARGUMENT FOR COMMERCIAL TREATY.

Paris, July 12.—Senator Jules Siegfried, the for-
mer Minister of Commerce, has arrived here from
his American tour. Inan interview to-day M. Sieg-

fried paid a higrh tribute to the Immense commer-
cial and Industrial expansion of the United States,
which, he said, would be further Increased by the
system of trusts. Nevertheless, the people of Eu-
rope must not allow themselves to be too easily
dazzled or frightened.

The Senator thought French workmen could
easily find work In America, provided they knew
a trade and spoke English. Otherwise It was use-
less for them to emigrate. .

France, continued the Senator, had every reason
to maintain good relations with the United States,
and the best means of bo doing was to carry
through the commercial convention. He urged

France to accord to the United States the mini-
mum tariff, which would secure to her important
reductions of duties on all superior French prod-
ucts.

"Americans." MM the Senator, "have changed
in recent years. Tin idea of treaties of commerce
is now dally gaining- ground. I met with consid-
erable sympathy in favor of a more liberal eoo-
iiomlo policy. France must take into considera-
tion the self-love of the United States, which was
overlooked at the, time of the }ll.«:>ano-American
War."

Senator Siegfried also referred to the great pleas-
lire he had derived from his reception in Canada,
He dwelt on the growing French Influence, thanks
largely to Sir Wilfrid Laurier'l Premiership, and
predicted for Canada a grand industrial future.
The Senator said he found Canada becoming more
and more a field of action for Americans, who were
beating the Brttalt) In their own colony.
