WHAT TOURISTS AND SUMMER RESIDENTS CAN EN.JOY

Lake George, N. X., July 18 (Special).—It is early
gor the full tide of summer visitors to turn this
war, and yet every train on the Delaware and
Hudson Rallroad which arrives elther at the head
or the foot of Lake George and connects with the
steamers of the Lake George and Champlain Trans-
portation Compeny appears to be crowded.

Some time ago observation led to the bellef that
summer travel through Lake George would be
Jarge this year. Most of the Eastern roads are
advertising special rates to and from the Pan-

American Exposition by way of Albany or Troy,
to Saratoga, through Lake George, Lake Cham-
plain and west by way of the Thousand Islands

and Lake Ontario, either going or returning. One
thing noticed particuiarly is there is a wonderfully
increased foreign travel. Only the other day a
Jarge party of Germans stopped over at the Saga-
more for a few days for the purpose of paying
their respects to Carl Schurz. Mr. Schurz is the
owner of a cottage in which he spends the most of
his summers' on the shore of Northwest Bay.
Cottage life is now a great feature in the Lake
George region. Fifty vears ago there were only a
few hotels on the lake—the Lake House, in Cald-
well; the Mohican, on Bolton Bay, and Garfield's, at
Hague, were the only ones of importance, There

Excursions through and among the islands are
always enjoyable. There are hundreds of little
channels winding in and out among the islands,
foliage clad from shore to shore. There {8 Para-
dise Bay, reached only by steamer or by road from
the Hundred Island House: Red Rock Bay on the
south, and on the west shore/the beautiful amphi-
theatre, where the circling hills are arranged by
nature, with terrace upon terrace rising in succes-
sion from lake to summit.

Black Mountaln, nearly three thousand feet high,
is another objective point. Every day in the sum-
mer pedestrian parties from the various hotels start
out to climb to the summit. Excursions n be
made by steamer on Lake George and Lake am-
plain to Burlington and Plattsburg and Au Sable
Chasm and return, making a two days’ trip. Row-
ing on the lake in the summer evening or by moon-
light is always enjoyvable. There are those, of
course, who prefer a hammock among the trees
and a book to all the other delights In creation.
And what a place for flirtations! The engagements
announced and unannounced here are not always
summer engagements, to be broken as soon as the
man and young woman return to the city, but most
of them are serious entanglements, as is readily
proved when one mees returning here dozens of

Guests who came to Lake George years age soon
grew to love the place, and began to look around
for a site on which to build. The number of hotels
grew apace, and In corresponding ratio cottages
began to increase also. One family after another
settled on the shore of the lake. In those early
days land could be had for a song, and there were
thousands of building sites along the Bolton road
on the east shore, opposite Caldwell, at Huletts,
Kattskill Bay and along the shore from Sabbathday
Point to Rogers Rock. A low estimate places the
number of cottages now on the lake at not far from
a thousand, and the summer resident population
occupying them 1s not far from flve or six thousand
persons. Many of these cottages are so small that
they will barely provide living and sleeping apart-
ments for the family, and so when the weather is
clear most of the time is spent out of doors in
the woods or on the lake. Along the west shore
there are a number of beautiful drives, where
there are many cottages. Some of the islands also
are occupled by cottages, which were built on them
years ago.

Should
such a thing happen as the breaking of the cable
the cars would stop instantly wherever they hap-
pened to Le, as each car 1s fitted with automatic
brakes. The view from the summit of the mountain
on a clear day is very fine. Nearly all of the promi-
nent peaks of the Adirondack Mountains can be
seen, and when very clear the highest peaks of the
Catskills

In the grounds of the new Fort Willlam Henry
Hotel are all that is left of the intrenchments of
the old fortification. Fort Wiillam Henry was an
earthwork, surmounted by a strong timber stock-
ade, but without masonry. The intrenchments
and moat ar- there yet, under the old forest trees.
Across the beach at the head of the lake is Fort
George. Only a tumbled heap of masonry shows
where once this redoubt stood. A bastion and rem-
Dants of a wall, with great trees growing inside
the ruins, show how many years have elapsed
Bince the fortification was dismantled.

From the head of the lake there are drives to
Glens Falls, Warrensburg, along the Bolton Road
and across the beach to Joshua's Rock and the
headwaters of Dunham’s Bay.

SHELVING ROCK IMPROVEMENTS.

In and around Shelving Rock many improvements
nave been made by George O. Knapp, the owner,
When Mr. Knapp purchased some three thousand
acres of shore and rock here, as he owned horses
and carriages, he began to look around for roads.
Not being then able to find them, on his side of
the lake, he =oon had a force of men at work build-
ing them In various directions Back of his cot-
tage stands a lofty mass of rock, fifteen hundred
feet high. There was no road or path to the sum-

mit, so he built pne, and now has a string of
shelters all the way up the steep slope. To-day
there are twenty-five miles of roads in the vicin-
ity of Shelving Rock—which is the name given the
place by the United States postal authorities, al-
though it is known locally as the Hundred Island
House. Other improvements followed. There is a
glen on the place and a waterfall about thirty feet
high. The glen was so choked up with rubbish,
branches of trees, logs and rocks, that {t was
simply an impossibility for one to get through the
tangled mass of vegetation. But this has all been
cleared away, and the result is that there is one of
the prettiest stretches for two miles of rocks and
foliage, a murmuring brook and overhaunging walls
of stone, to be found anywhere. An occasional
bridge spans the stream, and the path winds up
and down and across the stream from side to side,
through shady nooks, and in and out among the
cGol recesses of moss covered rocks.

Then a picturesque summer house was built on a
rock, near the head cf the ravine, and just in
front of the Shelving Rock Falls. From the sum-
mer house, leading down Into the deep recesses of
the glen and to a huge bowlder at the foot of the
fall is a rustic flight of stairs, broken up into short
sections with little landings and seats placed here
and there for the use of visitors. A dam has been
thrown across the head of the falls to check the
flow of water, so that in dry seasons there is
little water going over the fall, and it can be turned
on torhvlslturs.

another beauty spot. In the evening 8 elving Rock
is lighted up, for Mr. Knapp, not content with
buflding rustic houses all the way up the mountain
side, has laid several miles of pipes, through which
he sends acetylene gas to a cluster of large burners
ol the top of each shelter, Incased in glass globes,
Then a wire with electrie attachment was added
and by a simple pressure on a button each shelter
is brilliantly {lluminated from base to summit.
There are miles upon miles of follage lined paths,
stretching over mountains and {n ravines. One can
walk to Paradise Bay or go to the summit of Black
Mountain from this point,

Mr. Knapp 18 the owner of one of the finest
steamers on the lake, on board of which he enter-
taing his friends.
