Narrasansett Pier, R. 1., July 13 (Special).— The
Pier, which endeavors to rival Newport as the peer
of shore resorts, begins a new season with fear
and trembling, not knowing what the summer
weeks will bring forth. That destructive fire of
last September, which ruthlessly laid low the Casino,
the Rockingham and oM.er buildings, did what
for Narragansett Pier? lt cleaned out some tine
property, leaving unsightly ruins, which will never
be replaced. One authority says that the loss does
not stop there. The burning of the Casino re-
moved the best attraction at the place, and Its loss
win be sorely felt by the hotels and their guests.
No hotel can take its rlace. only anoth. r similar
building wiil do, but that seems improbable. The
foregoing opinion is directly opposed by another
authority. He says that the old Casino, whi!- it
served as a social clearing house, was productive of
more harm than good; so its destruction by fire was
a blessing in disguis«. As a matter of fact, says
this authority, the Pier Is in an era of recon-
struction from a hotel to a cottage community,
and when the stone pillars of the Casino, that now
rise like the ruins of a Druid temple, are torn
down, the old resort will soon become a hazy and
not altogether pleasant memory. Such may be the
case, but It will take time to prove it.

FOG at BLOCK ISLAND.

White Mountains. N. H.. July 13.—Ideal weather,

with frequent showers and cool, fresh breezes, has

marked the second week of the July record in this
part of the country. Since July 4 the numbers
corning to the mountains have steadily increased,

and each day the trains grow heavier and lor.ger,

end the heaps of baggage taken off along the line

show corresponding increase In proportions. The
cry of "fore!" resounds on all the mountain golf

links; the tennis nets are stretched, and croquet
lawns, baseball diamonds and ether facilities for
summer sport divide the attention of thousands
who are here as representatives of all the great
cities, coming for their annual hot weather
outing.

InIts entirety the White Moutain section, offer-
ing the same differences which are to be found In
any of the almost countless resort locations of the
country, with regard to entertainment, seems to be
attracting each season a greater number of visitors
from the central east. Pioneers In the business of
entertainment here can remember a time, only a
few years back, when the great bulk of patronage

. came from New-England States, and the smaller
proportion only could be credited to such great
centres as New-York and Philadelphia. In the
aggregate there are thousands of visitors new to

the hundreds of the olden time, and on any of the

White Moutain hotel registers one notes a com-
plete reversal of. the old proportions as to location
of guests. New-York. Brooklyn and Philadelphia

lead the visiting forces, and there is hardly a city

of the Union of any prominence whatever -which
does not send its people to New-England's great

natural wonderland with unfailing regularity. In
the lists of summer competitions, whether of polf

or tennis, the beat known sporting clubs <Ithe
country are represented: the most notable mem-
bers of the great world's business and social cir-
cles are here for rest and change, and after the
long day out of doors the music room functions
are- made brilliant by the youth and beauty of
¦wealthy, fashionable America, from the Atlantic
to the- Pacific, and from Canada to the Gulf.

Each season's study of White Mountain history,

with assimilation of facts which are of first
Interest to strangers, brings a better appreciation

of what nature has here provided for the benefit

of all, and as a summer resort the locality has
passed from the old and constricted limitations to

a broader and more important proposition In pub-

lic knowledge. Under the general head of the
White Mountains, three groups of mountains are
Included— the Presidential range, with Mount Wash-
ington as chief, on the summit of which, at an
altitude of ?.426 feet, a comfortable hotel enter-
tains throngs of visitors brought up by cogwheel

rail trains; the Franconia range, with Mount
Lafayette as commandant, with one thousand feet

less of altitude, and at right angles and to the west

of the Presidential peaks, the Pliny range, still

less lofty, which guards the third side of an Im-
mense hollow square which covers portions of

three great woodland counties, and embraces an
area of more than eight hundred square miles,

from which elevated plateau flow the tributaries
or main streams of the Saco. Ammonooeuc. Pemlge-
wasset and Connecticut rivers.

On the heights and In the valleys and gorges of
these mountains, the denizen of the city is wel-
comed to a hospitality which ranges from the

modern luxury of the palatial hotel to the homely

comfort of the quiet farmhouse, and each locality
has its special charm which securely holds the
regular summer patron. Among the things com-
mon to all such locations are the blessings of pure
and bracing air. water which bubbles up from
moss-grown rocky springs or flows in noisy cat-
aracts down the mountain from the heights above.
Trout streams which are inexhaustible, mountain
paths which lead by tortuous ways to the grandest
ot nature pictures upon the heights, ravines of
dark and gloomy depths, where perpetual snow
and ice is to be found, and the rest and peace
cf the forest depths, where the silence is forever
undisturbed— are public possessions here,
each to be courted by the particular conditions of
cloud and sunshine which make them most ef-

The "enthusiasm and enterprise of the Appala-
chian Club, an organization of mountain climbers,
has made the most difficult of mountain points
accessible. Excellent paths have been built and are
kept In repair, huts and

'
shelters of stone have

been built and equipped with camp life necessities
Ik for the use of exploring parties who may be over-
Bk taken by storm, and fingerboards point the way

Bfclearly from point to point, making the exploration
Wof the mountains comparatively safe. Yet it is

wise for the mountain climbing novice to take a
ruile unless his party be led by one of experience.
For a mountain storm is no Joke. Enveloped In
cloud, all compass points lose their value, and one
may wander about the rocky ways for hours with-
out finding the lost path, with the sleep of death
ac the very possible end of the exhausting struggle.

Public interests in the White Mountains are this
year being promoted by railways and the State,
and after many years of vain appeal there Is this
year first class sleeping car service running through
without chance from New-York to Fabyans daily,
except Sundays, and returning daily, except Satur-
day«. The State of New-Hampshire is laying out
Its first appropriations upon mountain roads which,
in the vicinity of Dixville Notch and along the
western base of the Presidential peaks, willimprove
old condition? and open up new forest drive*. The
•Ist of private Improvements Is a long one. and may
he best noted in connection with the record of
social life at various points.
