the Superintendent of Prisons, is a most genial

rran. although looking bo frequently upon the facea
of convicts and reading the sad records of criminal
conduct. Nor Is that the worst. The criminal Is not
Usually a truth teller. He h;is become an expert
lUr,and Mr. Collins has to hear some monumental
inventions. But. nevertheless, the Superintendent
of Prisons retains his cheerfulness of disposition,
nnd It Is plain he lias not lost faith In the good

intentions of the average of mankind. Nor does he
lose h'>i>e of th- reformation of criminals.

Lately, largely through his efforts, there hns
.en established a board of parole, consisting of

.¦resident Stewart of the Prison Commission, State
Treasurer laeckel, who llvea at Auburn, the site
,f me of the Stnte prisons, and Superintendent
¦ulliti!». Governor Odell signed the parole act. It

provldea that any person now confined In a State
prison under sentence for v definite term fur a
felony, the maximuir penalty of which la lmprison-
rn< nt for five years or leas, vh>> has never before
been convicted .>f a crime punishable by imprU-
onment in a state prison, shall be subject to the
jurisdiction <>f the Hoard of Commissioners . f
Parole. l Prisoners, and may be paroled or dts-
¦harged In the same manner and subject n> the
¦in ¦ conditions and penalties as prisoners eon-

flned under Indeterminate sentences.
The Board of Parole will gel to work on Sep-

tember 1. and at that time Superintendent Collins
will appoint a parole officer for each State i>rtso,i
It will l>e the duty of this oflVer to aid prisoners
in securing employment and to visit and exercise
supervision over th?»n while on parole. The con-
victs thus will receive what will t..- equivalent m
,1 ticket i>f leave.

Thus hotel life and farmhouse board-
Ing must be resorted to, and with this most visi-
tors are happily content.

The general character of this entertainment in
the Catskllls willbe found to compare favorably
with that furnished by the average summer resort
throughout the country. An observant tourist
familiar -with many of these summer regions in
this country says he finds the average character of
these places in the Catpkllls somewhat better than \
at other leading resorts.

The July rush of visitors is fully maintained,

Alexandria Bay. July 13 (Special).—The last week
has not developed anything startling.

The fish-
ermen returned, however, with a fine flshbox full
of muskallonge and bass. The captain of the
scow, a native of Clayton, was Been, and he
vouched for the story.

Jack perch over a foot long have been caught In
the last few days. Bass are biting like good fel-
lows, and Ifone fishes for them exclusively great

numbers can be caught. The muskallonge which
are being brought In dally are beauties. Louis
Marx, of New-York, who lives at <'aia Blanco, on
Cherry Island, near the bay. was a lucky fisherman
recently. While trolling near his homo he landed
one of these monsters weighing twenty-eight
pounds. The fishing has been so good that many
usually interested In golf have left that game to
engage In the former sport while It lasts.

Greenwich, Conn., July 13 (Special).— The proxim-
ity of Falrfleld County to New-York City is the rea-
son given for the astonishing increase In the num-
ber of divorces granted in the Superior Court for
the last six months.

TIME BEFORE.

"New-York has not had the surf bathing fever
as badly for nearly twenty years as M has this
year," said the proprietor of one of the biggest
bathhouses on the Coney Island shore yesterday.

He should know about It. for he has been In the
bathhouse business at different points along the
shores of Long Island for twenty-five years. The
rppearance of the bench at any one of the many
bathtag resorts ne.ir the city certainly bore out
his statement. The sands were black with a more
or less water soaked, sunburned mass of humanity
that knew neither age, sex nor color.

"There was a big boom In surf bathing: as many
as twenty years ago." continued the bathhouse
man. "We did not have bathhouses for half the
crowd that swarmed out from the city. It'was the
prc«per thing to come out in the morning and stay
until late In the evening. The number of people
who Fpent Sundays in the ocean was nearly as
great as the number who spent it in church.
There were swimming clubs and swimming parties,
and instead of taking their best girls to the roof
gardens the young men brought them to the beach
and ducked them In the surf. Oh. It was great

business for us!"
"And what happened to it?" was asked.
"That's something, young man. that we never

found out. The boom lasted for about three sea-
sons. Just as men with money had decided that
it was to be permanent and were putting their
money into bathhouses and beach Improvement
the surf bathing fad faded out. We had the same
people thit had always been coming, but nothing
to brag about."
For the last three years the owners of beach

property have noticed a steady Increase In the
number of surf bathers. This year, although the
season has not yet reached Its height, there is evi-
dence that last year's crowds will be outnumbered.
The surf bathing fad that died twenty year? ago
has risen from the dead.

"Fads are like cats," added the bathhouse man;
"they have nine lives. The surf bathing fad Is
now In th© midst of Its second life, and we hope it
will use up the remaining seven without Intermis-
sion."

SWIMMING CLUBS INCREASE.
The swimming clubs that were so popular a

decade ago are being reorganized this year. They
are mostly formed of young men who get off at a
certain time every Saturday afternoon or who

| spend their Sundays together. They number from
j ton to twenty-five members, and their meetings are
| he'd once a week In the surf of their favorite
ibench. They usually wear suits alike, some hav-
iIng monograms or names stamped across the chest.
j Some meeting! last six or seven hours, with a
short trip off the beach for a light lunch... This
trip can be ma.!* In most places without taking off
the bathing suits. Some of the bathing clubs ad-
mit women members, but the practice Is not gen-
eral, because women as a class are far behind men
In the development of the art or knack of swim-
ming.

One club— the Halcyon—meets every Saturday at
Brighton. There are- twenty young men on the
membership rolls. In the winter they are mem-
bers of a popular singing society. Thtlr games on
the beach range from leap frog to baseball. In
the water they "follow the leader." race. one an-
other through the breakers and do diving "stunts"
from a convenient ilo.it.

"We find this swimming club business great fun."
said one of the members to q Tribune reporter.
"We have to work hard during the week and need
the recreation. Surf bathing is the only exercise
that Is at the same time cool and comfortable in
hot weather. We used to think the bicycle was cool
enough, but that Idea has been exploded. Golf Is good
exercise and not too strenuous for the summer, but
ItIs too expensive for most young men. The pub-
lic links are crowded with 'duffers' and others.
On the golf links the crowd makes a difference.
On the beach ItIs a case of 'the more the merrier
bring on the multitude.'
