But look upon the other side of the picture,
@nd read the inclosed speech which was deliv-
ered at Boac, on the island of Marinduque, on
*Dewey Day,” at our public session there. You
will recall that this was the island where Major
Shields and some fifty-four of our soldlers were
captured last year. The commission visited the
town of Boac about the middle of March, and,
@iscovering that an insurrecto colonel and a
smgll force were still at large, told the repre-
sentatives of the pueblos there assembled that
no civil government would be given them until
the island had been entirely pacified by the sur-
gender of the forces referred to; that the com-
mission would return on May 1, and if the con-
ditions were pacific would establish civil gov-
ernment. The people promised to use every
effort to cause the surrender of the forces men-
tioned. They succeeded In deing so, and they
were given civil government on the date prom-
jeed. Had you witnessed the scene when Nepo-
muceno delivered his speech, observed his seri-
ous and earnest manner, and heard his stirring
words and the tremendous applause and cheers
they received from his own people, you would
have been convinced that these words and this
msn represent the feeling throughcut the Philip-
pines, and not the blatherskites now infesting
the United States, Singapore, Hong Kong, Paris,
London and Madrid.

I send you this speech because it is somewhat
Petter written than the many we have heard
@elivered in the twenty-two provinces and twelve
slands we have visited; but the ideas expressed
therein, the sentiments coursing through it,
were the same in all of them. The great mass
of the Filipino people to-day have their views
reflected in Nepomuceno's words, Sixto Lopez
&nd his ilk and the so-called “anti-Imperialists™
in the United States to the contrary notwith-
standing, and this condition of mind has not
been brought about by the buliet and the bayo-
met, but by the legislation, broad and liberal,
enacted by the United States Philippine Com-
mission under and pursuant to the instructions
©of President McKinley,
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thousand inhabitants, who aspire exclusively to
civilization and culture.

When for the firet time, on March 15 last, In a
session like this, we enjoved the honor of having
you among us, we made known to you our needs
and our misfortunes; and you, honorable gentle-
men, with paternal solicitude, with unequalled in-
terest, hearkened to them, felt them, considered
them as your own, and promised us to remedy
them.

Since then, gentlemen, we have been nurturing a
sweet hope, a hope which. when we see it realized
to-day through the institution of the provincial
jgovernme-nt. floods our bosoms with unparalleled
oy.

And now, in view of such generosity, such no-
bil*ty, what is our duty? Far, very far, are we in
truth from possessing the degree of culture that
has been reached by the nations to-day marching
in the vanguard of modern civilization; we find
ourselves, sad it is to admit it, in the infancy of
rogress in all its manifestations, even though it
e due to no fault of our own, but is rather the
inevitable consequence of the funereal policy of our
former mother country, which, influenced by the
semi-divine power of a theocratic element ruling
in those mournful days., was engaged solely in
exploiting us, the while it oppressed us, converting
us into the playvthing of i{ts vile and criminal ca-
price. But be that as it may, we are not foreign to
noble and lofty sentiments, one of which, without
any doubt whatever, is gratitude; and, therefore,
gemh-men. when we to-day render unto you the
omage of our most sincere acknowledgments.
deign to accept it as the genunine expression of
those sentiments in view of the immense good that
you have just done us.

Immense, have I said, and not without reason,
for such is the sum of benefits that necessarily must
come to us upon harboring within our own home
the governing entities charged with ruling our
destinies. It is, besides, transcendent, for the act
to which T am referring, together with those acts
which you have already performed and those you
still have in prospect, form an irrefutable argu-
mont against those of our countrymen who, In
absolute ignorance of your history, judged Amer-
fca to be a despotic and enslaving nation, and,
headstrong in this erroneous belief, brought about
the bloody struggle in which for more than two
yvears two peoples who should have lived perpetu-
ally united have been plunged, since united they
worked to uproot from this soil the already totter-
ing empire of the haughty Spanish lion.

A most egregious error, for in all truth, where,
as in the United States of America, have they
fought so long and shed so much blood to secure
the freedom of the slaves? Where, as in the pow-
erful republic, by two seas bathed, has there been
& man of the figure of Lincoln who proclaims in the
face of the world, without waverings or fears, the
memorgble law whereby once and for all time the
slavery of the negroes was abolished? “Where, as
in the land of the sons of Washington, does respect
for political and individual rights and llberties
constitute a second religion which all profess and
to which they render revereice?

Fortunately, gent.emen, within the last few days

MR. FRANCIS'S DIPLOMATIC SUCCESS.

NEW EXTRADITION TREATY WITH RUMANTA-RE-
LEASE OF A NATURALIZED CITIZEN

FROM THE GREEK ARMY.

Washington, July 17 (Special).—The United States
Minister to Greece, Charles 8. Francis. has been In
this city since Monday morning. and has reported
personally to the Secretary of State the latest re-
sults of his work in that mission. Most important
of all is the extradition treaty with Rumania
which he brought to the Department of State.
Rumania has for many years been a favorite asy-
lum for United States fugitives from justice, and
the government has been endeavoring for more
than twelve yvears to effect a treaty with that coun-
try that would end this unfortunate state of af-
luirs. Minister Francis is credited with skilful
diplomatic action in securing a treaty whose pro-
visions are of the most satisfactory character.

Another of Minister Francis's achievements, re-
ported at the same time, was securing the release
from the Greek army of Leonidas Economopoulos,
who is a naturalized citizen of the United States.
He was born In Sparta, but came to this country,
and, engaging successfully in business in Brooklyn,
decided to become an American citizen. He did
not, however, obtain the royal consent to Greek
expatriation. Summoned by cable in 1599 to the
bedside of his dying father in Sparta, he was at
once conscripted into the Greek army. His release
was demanded by this government and was re-
fused. There has been an extensive diplomatio
correspondence over his case. The Greek Govern-
ment has remained firm In its sition until re-
cently, when Mr. Francls succeeded in persuading

the Prime Minister to adopt a different view. Econ-

omopcrulos was released on June 25, and is now

on his way to this country.

ECLIPSE EXPEDITIONS CHIEFLY FAILURES

San Francisco, July 17.-—Professor E. C. Barnard,
formerly of the Lick Observatory, and now con-
nected with the Yerkes Observatory at Williams
Bay, Wis., has returned from Sumatra, where he
went to observe the total eclipse of the sun on
May 18. Professor Barnard reports that all the
astronomical expeditions sent out by various bodies
and institutions were failures, in a great measure,
They have added little to the stock of astronom-
ical knowledge. This result is due to the cloudy
weather that prevailed at all the stations save one,
which happened to be imperfectly equipped, be-
cause it was expected the clouds would be thickest
there.
