The entire board has pro-
ceeded on one of the fundamental precepts of
the United States navy, which holds that since
1812 American prowess on the sea has been due
to irsistence on throwing more effective shell in
2 given time than the ememy. No American
paval designer has dared to violate this rule.
More powerful guns, more accurately aimed by
more men than the opponents, have never failed
to carry the day, other things being equal, and
for this reason it is expected that the next
American battleships will be built on the Brad-
ford-Sigsbee plan. These two officers, oddly
enough, composed the minority last year, and
finally won general approval against the ma-

Jority of the board.

The Bradford-Sigsbee ship has the superposed
turrets adopted for all five of last year’s battle-
ships, its main battery consisting of four 12-inch,
twelve 8-inch and twelve 6-inch guns, four of
the eights being placed In the turret with the
twelves, and the eight others being in pairs in
corner turrets, as on the Oregon. The Bowles
design substituted twenty T-inch guns for these
eights and sixes, with a view of making both
broadsides equal in repulsing simultaneous at-
tack on both sides. This feature Admiral Brad-
ford criticises as follows:

The best naval tacticlans believe that naval
engagements of the future will present few, if
&ny, instances of a single ship being engaged on
both sides. If two ships are pitted against one
It is much more advantageous for these two to be
on one side, and prevent their single enemy from
using all his guns. In addition, if the two ships
are in formation, it would hardly be possible for
their single enemy to pass between them. With-
out doubt future engagements will be fought at
long range. While engaged on onz side only,
the battery of the minority plan is able to de-
liver in one minure an energy of fire represented
by 253,170 foot tons, against 230,620 foot tons
for the majority. It is true that the latter type
ig able to deliver at the same time the energy of
fire on the opposite side, and the former can de-
liver on both sides at the same time but 220,530
foot tons, which is little less than in the case of
the majority. The minority type has, however,
a great advantage over the latter in the fact
tha: it delivers its maximum fire over 100 de-
grees of arc, while the latter delivers it over only
64 degrees.

COMPARISON OF THE BATTERIES.

Comparing the guns, omitting the twelves,
eommon to both designs, the following data are
presented:

The 8-inch gun will be fired at the rate of 1.2
rounds a minute.

The 7-inch gun will be fired at the rate of 2.5
rounds a minute.

“This information,” says the admiral, “was
Supplied to the members of the board by the
Chief of the Bureau of Ordnance. Any decrease
in the rate of fire of the 7-inch guns, or any in-
crease in the rate of fire of 8-inch guns, will
favor the minority type. It is understood that
the rate of fire given for the S-inch and for the
6-inch gun is the result of actual practice on
board ship. The fire of the 7-inch gun, however,
is assumed by the Chief of the Bureau of Ord-
nance, for the reason that no 7-inch gun exists.”

ELABORATE CEREMONIES PLANNED —THE
TSLAND’'S VARIED EXHIBITS—BUFFALO'S
INCREASED TAX RECEIPTS INDICATE

Ruffalo. July 20.—Chili's building was dedicated at
the exposition to-dayv, but the ceremonies were
exceedingly simple, owinz to the death of President
Errazuriz of that country.

THE TROUBLE AT QUELPART.

GOVERNOR OF THE ISLAND BLAMES THE CHRIS-

TIAN CONVERTS.

Washington, July 20.—The report of the Governor
of the island of Quelpart, where an uprising recent-
1y occurred, appears in mail advices received here.
The Governor places the responsibility for the
trouble on the Christian converts, and says that
they made the first attack on the natives. The
latter were holding a meeting to condemn the ex-
tortion of local taxes by officials who are said to be
under the influence of the converts, The report
says that while the meeting was In progress the
converts, three hundred in number, headed by two
French missionaries, attacked the natives. One
native was severely wounded, and six others, In-
cluding their leader, Go Daigen, were taken pris-
oners. The Governor says that the converts then
made a raid on the native town, killing and wound-
ing the natives. The latter, enraged at this pro-
cedure, collected their forces and assaulted the
Christians, killing about fifty of them. Placards
were then posted directing the arrest of all con-
verts. The converts had taken refuge In various

towns, but were sought out and killed to the num-
ber of about two hundred and fifty. One of thelir
number got through a message to the French min-
ister at Seoul, who sent two French warships to
the i{sland. A naval demonstration was made, and
the natives were awed into submission. The Gov-
ernor petitions the Corean Government to address
an official note to the French minister to stop the
dispatch of French troops to the island, lest it en-
courage the converts to rise again against the na-
tives.

SCHLATTER SENTENCED AS A VAGRANT.

Washington, July 20.—Francis Schlatter, the so-
called “divine healer,” was tried in the police court
to-day as a vagrant and sentenced to pay a fine of
$10 or spend thirty days in the workhouse. As he
returned to the cells he pleaded that the work-
house authorities refrain from shearing his locks.
Schlatter said to the court that he had come here

to get his wife, who had deserted him, to approve
the saie of some English property, and, becoming
discouraged, had begzun to drink. A policeman
testified that he found Schlatter surrounded by a
bolsterous crowd, and that he admitted having
been drunk since July 3.

THE ALLEGED LYNCHING OF ITALIANS.

Washington, July 20.—Mr. Carignani, the Itallan
Chargé d'Affaires here, called upon Acting Secre-
tary Hill to-day to prepare a note as to the progress
being made in the investigation of the killing of
the Itallans at Erwin, Miss.,, recently. Mr. Cari-
gnani has not yet been able to secure evidence to |
establish the nationality of the dead men, although
the Italian authorities originally reported that it |

had been established, and unless this is forthcom- |
ing and it is shown that they “vere not naturalized !
in the United States there will be no further pro- |
ceedings in the case, so far as the State Depart-
ment is concerned.

HOW SAILORS MAY OBTAIN COMMISSIONS. |

Washington, July 20.—The only door through
which enlisted men of the navy may enter the |
service as commiseloned officers is that by which
warrant officers, passing successfully the examina-
tion given In substance below, can obtaln commis-
sions as ensigns. Applications to take the ex-
amination will be received up to Jaly 30. So far
only two warrant officers have made applications.
The hesitation of the men is said to be due to fear
of the examination. A statement made at the |
Navy Department shows that the general scope
of the examination includes a knowledge of naval
charts and reckoning, engineering. seamanship,
construction of steel vessels and relation of their

parts to one another, gunnery, including a descrip-
tion of mechanism, electricity and military law.

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TRACKE ELEVATION AT NEWARK.

PENNSYLVANIA RAILROAD’S SHORT CUT FREIGHT

LINE IS ABOUT COMPLETED.

The short cut freight line of the Pennsylvania
Rallroad across the Newark and Hackensack
meadows, which has been in process of construe-
tion for some time, is about completed and will, it
is expected, be opened for traffic on July 25. A new
bridge, with a draw, has been built across the
Passalc at Point-no-Point, and the completed
structure was inspected by General Superintendent
Frank L. Shepherd and other company officials on
Friday. Al that remains to be done on the new
line is to shift part of the tracks near the Pas-
salc River. As the railway company is elevating
the tracks of the main llne in Newark, the frelght
trains and probably some of the express trains will
be run over the short cut line to Waverly.

The work of elevating the main line through
Newark Is being prosecuted with characteristic
energy. Great retalning walls of large blocks of
stone are going up, and a wall of massive masonry
will soon stretch from the Passaic River to the
