When Mr.Carroll sailed away on the big Oceanic
on -the afmrnoon of June 20, the only remarks he
made to newspaper men were:
"Iam going for recreation. Iurn going to etay

aS>out a. month."
Mr. Carroll has fulfilled his first prophecy, and

now that his month Is up It is believed that ho is
carrying out his second publicly avowed intention.

The arrival of the "vice-boss" and chief lieuten-
ant of Mr Croker is awaited by the lessor lights
of the Wigwam with a great deal of perturbation.
They believe that as a result of the months court

at Wantage, in which Croker and Carroll have

mapped plans of campaign and counted votes and
voters the slate for the Tammany municipal nomi-

nations is pretty well chalked off.
The last definite report as to Mr. Carroll s de-

parture was that he would sail from. England on
July 26 and reach here August 1.

TRIES TO KILL A POLICEMAN.

DEMENTED MAN POUND WANDERING IN

NEW-JERSEYJ SALT MARSHES.

Elizabeth. July 23 (Special).— by

swarms of mosquitoes. Edward D. Sykes, a

manufacturer of surgical instruments, who lives

with his father and brother at Bull's Head,

Staten Island, wandered all last night In the

salt marshes between Ellzabethport and Trem-

ley Point. That he did not perish in one of the

creeks or salt marsh holes In that neighborhood

is remarkable.
Mr. Sykes has been acting strangely for some

time, and the recent hot spell seems to have

completely unbalanced his mind. Hie relatives
had made arrangements to take him to-day to a

private sanatorium at Amityr-Hle, Long: Island.
Itis believed that he beard them diecusslng the
matter, as he slipped out of the house yester-
day while his father, who" was closely watching

him. was in another room.
The police at West Brighton were Informed of.

his disappearance, but he managed to reach the
ferry to Ellzabethport. which he crossed, and
then roamed along the shore to Tremley Point
where this morning he was seen by several men
He took off his shoes and stockings and waded
to his waist in Staten Island Sound. The men
who saw him, believing that he was deranged,
went to the shore and coaxed him to come out
of the water, when he was put in charge of
Constable Titus, of Linden, who brought him to

Police Headquarters In Elizabeth. From papers
found on Mr. Sykes Itwas learned who he was,
and a telephone message was sent to the West
Brighton police station. He had $100 in cash in
his pockets, and about $1,000 in good securities.

His face betrayed his experience with the vo-
racious mosquitoes. He is thirty-three years

old. and a widower. His father and brother took
him home Ina cab this afternoon.

INJUNCTION AGAINST THE PARK PAY

CHAIRS WAS ISSUKD.

In Part Iof the Supreme Court yesterday Jus-
tice McAdiim adjourned the case of \Jax Radt
against Oscar F. Spate and the three Park CommU-
slonem, George C. Clausen, Georse V. Brower and
August Moebus, until the nrst Monday in No-
vember. The suit is brought for the purpose of
continuing the temporary injunction already issued
against Spate, restraining him from placing pay
chairs in the public parks.

i/ouls Vorhaus, of House, Grossman & Vorhau*.
appeared for the plaintiff; John Delahunty repre-
sented Spate, and Corporation Counsel John
Whalen's office was represented by Assistant Cor-
poration Counsel Charles Plandy, on behalf of the
Park Department.

Mr. Delahunty raised the preliminary objection
to the hearing of argument on the motion. He
said that an exactly similar action had besn
brought against the same defendant by a man
named Kurtz, and that Justice Fitsgerald had
granted an injunction pending the final determina-
tion of that action, restraining the maintaining sf
chairs in the public parks for hire. As this decision
tied up his client, Mr. Spate, and also the Park De-
partment until next October, until -which time an
appeal taken by him could not be presented to the
Appellnte Division, he thought It would be a great
hardship, should Justice McAdam follow Justice
Fitzgerald's decision, that Mr. Spate should be sub-
jected to the cost of two appeals on the nam.
question of law. Mr. Delahunty pointed out that
the plaintiff could obtain no advantage beyond
thut already obtained by him, by the decision of
the motion in this cose.

Assistant Corporation Counsel Blandy agreed
with Mr. Delahunty. and Mr. Vorhaus consented to
the adjournment.

Mr. Delahuoty then api»«n!ed to Justice McAdam
to Increase the amount of the bond given by Kurtz
to Indemnify Mr. Spate from any loss incurred by
him should the suit for an Injunction he dismissed.
Ho said thut the bond given by Kurtz, $250, was
utterly inndeo.uo.to to protect Mr. Spate, who had
already lost $10,000 by Kurtz's a>-tlon. Mr. Vorhaus
opposed the motion on the ground that the adjourn-
ment of the Radt rate, pending the determination
of the appeal in the Kurtz case, had been granted
on the application of Mr. Delahunty.

Mr. Deluhunty thought that the bond given In
each case should be $(0,000. It was agreed to sub-
mit briefs nnd affidavits to Judse McAdam on the
bond Question.

STREAM THATBOTHERS THE -MELA REALTY

BUILDERS HAS BEEN ENCOUN-

TERED BEFORE.

Itwas suggested yesterday that the underground

stream which has been reached by tho workmen
engaged on the Mela Realty Buildingplot in Slxth-
ava.. between Fifty-eighth and Fifty-ninth sts.,

mighthave its source in a leakage in a water main
in the neighborhood. The plot adjoins the site
occupied by ?he New-Tork Axhletic Club. About
three years ago, when the excavation for the
building of the club was being dug, the same
stream was encountered, but it was ascertained
at that time that part of the water which was then
pumped out came from a leakage in a water pipe
adjoining the property.

Assistant Engineer Charles H. Bull, of the X>e-
partment of Water Supply, said yesterday that
the two hundred thousand gallons of water which
are running every day into the excavation of the
Mela Realty Building plot, did not come from a
broken main.
"Iam certain that there is no breakage In that

vicinity." said Mr. Bull. "The department is al-
ways on the alert for leaks. As soon as one \a
found it Is reported to Commissioner Dalton. The
water comes from the stream which runs many

feet beneath the foundations of the abutting
buildings on the north side of West Flfty-ninth-st.,
between Fifth and Sixth ayes."

A builder and contractor who Is now In the em-
ploy of the Department of Water Supply, and who
a number of years ago was engaged in the con-
struction of the Plaza Hotel, at Flfth-ave. and
Fifty-ninth-st.. said that the existence of the
stream -was known by him sixteen years ago.

"As far as Iknow." he said, "this miniature
river was "first discovered when the foundation for
the building now occupied by Park & Tllford.
which adjoins the Hotel Netheriand, was dug. That
was about 1885. The stream was also encountered
by the builders of the Metropolitan Club. When
the Plaza Hotel, upon which 1 was engaged, was
under erection we had difficulty with this flow of
water. We experienced the same trouble as did
the architect of the New-York Athletic Club three
years ago. The stream loosened girders that sup-
ported planks which were used to shore up the
earth wails of the excavation. At first the water
collected on the Flfty-ninth-st. side of the build-
ing and made necessary the sinking of many piles.
Before the work was finished the water collected
on the south side of the property. We laid a con-
crete floor, and thus obviated the difficulty. Ten
years ago the stream was seen when the founda-
tion for the Deutsche Vereln Club building was
laid. Two years later the contractor for the Cath-
olic Ciub building unearthed the same flow of
water. This proves to mv mind that the water
which is now running Into the excavation on the
Mela Realty Building plot does not come from a
leak in a water main."

"But how do you account for the fart that fifty
million gallons of water a day are wasted In Man-
hattan and The Bronx outside of houses?" he was
asked.
"Ican say only that the water pipes in the Bor-

ough of Manhattan are in a pretty bad Btate," he
replied. "We are compelled to k«>ep a sharp eye
upon them, for they break frequently."

•übecripUon price of $35 a year is charged.
,«tre the identical paging of the official reports of

•the Court of Appeals, the Supreme Court and mis-
cellaneous courts, and are Issued in accordance
¦*wlth the act* of the legislature. The reports are
«euppo6ea to be sent out and bound at regular ln-

ttervals. So It is with the session laws, but be-

.•cause the latter are so far behind in making their
Appearance lawyers have lost their patience and

{Printer's office as follows:

"Itis notorious that the official edition never gives
fell the session laws. It is very evident that this
year Itwillnot give a quarter of them. Ihave been
put to the expense of purchasing a separate com-
pilation of tax laws, when Ishould have had the
jWsirriiInformation in the advance sheets. Itlooks
¦very much as Ifthe printers were anxious to save• 'tingup that amount of type, or else they wish to
¦sip along the publisher of the volume on taxes.
"The advance sheets are supposed to give the courts'
opinions in full. This they never do.

"The State Printer is behind on his New-York
Court of Appeals report. 'Where is Volume 166?
The Appellate Division reports are practically be-
Jhlnd two volumes, and the miscellaneous reports
ftre lagging. Iunderstand that the bound volumes
iwillbe furnished to us in a few days. They areBOBS overdue.

The guard was Ktlll being kept up yes-
terday, but no arrests were made.

is known to every onr- in Brooklyn as a place forholding dances and other gatherings. It If? taidto have cost about $100,000, and is now rented by
the Pouch family for artists' studios and social
affairs.

FLOW OF WATER REDUCED.

the upper floors of high building*. On Monday the.draught was so great that the water foil fivo
inches In the reservoir, which shownd thnt the con-sumption had exceeded by three million gallons
the quantity received by the supply mains Hence
It became necessary to limit the supply and checkwaste.

GOVERNMENT AID PROBABLY WILL BE ASKED

FOR NEXT YEAR.

A plague of mosquitoes, the worst In years, has
fallen on Westchester County and that portion of
the borough of The Bronx bordering on the low
marshes of Long Island Sound. The pests travel In
big swarms, and screen doors and windows no
longer keep them out. Druggists and drygoods
men have exhausted their supply of d&mphor and
mosquito netting, but the plague remains un-
checked.

The worst sufferers from the pests are the
artillerymen who garrison the Bound forts. In
order to keep at their posts they have had to cover
their bunks with netting and burn brush at night.
At Fort Slocum the soldiers sprinkle oil three
times a week on all of the fresh wnter ponds near
the garrison.

In City Island the mosquitoes travel In clouds
along the little horsecar line which runs to the
railroad station. ItIs impossible, even in the day.
to travel on this line without being stung. The
car driver, when he approaches the woods which
mark the "mosquito belt." whipsup his horses, andthey go through at a gallop. The mosquitoes also'.:.'' the route of the "Huckleberry" cars, and
when the cars stop in the woods they attack thepassengers in hordes.

What has caused the plague Is not known, but
old residents say that they have never seen it so
bad as now. The people of Westchester County
have never made a fystt-matlc attempt to destroy
the larv«e of the mosquitoes, but it is likely thatthey willask the Department of Agriculture to ex-
tend its New-Jersey experiments to Westchester
next year.

SUPREME COURT DECLARES LAST WIN-

TER'S LEGISLATION UNCONSTITUTIONAL.

Rochester. N. V.. July 23.— Appellate Divi-
sion of the Supreme Court for the lVth Judicial
Department to-day handed down a decision holding
that the law passed by the last legislature, for-
bidding traffic In railroad tickets by others than
authorized agents of railroad companies uncon-
stitutional and void. The decision was made in

the test case of Clarence Fleisehmann, a Buffalo
ticket broker, against Samuel Caldwell, Sheriff of
Erie County. The court held that It Is not com-
petent for tho legislature to prohibit the purchase
and sale of passage tickets over transportation
lines when such sale is not in violation of any
contract made with the transportation companies
upon the sale of such tickets by them. When the
ticket is sold it belongs to the person who buys
It, and unless its use Is In some way limited it
has the same quality as every other kind of prop-
erty.

CHARGES THATBAD FOOD WAS SERVED AT

STATE HOSPITAL TO BE TROBED.
Trenton, July 23 (Special).—The managers of the

State Hospital for the Insane. at Trenton to-day
appointed a committee to investigate the charges
of mismanagement recently made against the in-

stitution, in which it was asserted that food of
bad quality and insufficient quantity was furnished
to the twelve hundred patients and attendants at
the asylum.

While the charges involved directly William P.
Hayes, the warden, the managers assert that they
are indirectly aimed at some of them on personal
grounds. Before the meeting" some of the managers
called on Governor Voorhees. and ii is said that
the investigation was advised by him. Tr.. com-
mittee will consist of Joseph Thompson, of Atlantic
City; Dr. Henry W. Baldwin, of Xew-Frunswick;
Dr. \>-.viin Stokes, of Moorestown. and B. H.
Andrews, of Wood bury." members of the board of
managers. The Investigation will begin Thursday
morning.
