The Madison Square Theatre will be opened, he
said, with Klaw & Erlanger's production, to be
followed by “Willie”” Collier in a new play.

Among the new plays which Mr. Frohman se-
cured while abroad are the following: A comedy-
drama by Henry Arthur Jones. the principal part
in London to be played by Lena Ashwell; a comedy
by A. W. Pinero, to be first produced in London;

to be produced at Wallack’s in November, and a
play by Edward E. Kidder called “Sky Farm.,” to
appear at the Boston Museum.

Mr. Frohman has also secured plays by Captain
Marshall, Basil Hood, H. V. Esmond, Jerome K.
Jerome and R, C. Carton. the author of “Lord and
Lady Algy,” to be produced at the Criterion The-
atre, London; also Ailfred Capus’s comedy, “La
Veine™; “La Petite Fonctonnter,” by the same
author; “Mice and Men,” by Mrs. Ryley; “The
Noble Lord,” by Captain Marshall; “Twin Sis-
ters,” the German comedy, which was played at
the Irving Place Theatre: a dramatization of
Anstey’s “Magic Bottle”; “The Man From Blank-
ley's,” which will be held for Charles Hawtrey;
“The Awakening,” by Haddon Chambers, and
Clyée Fitch's newest play, “‘D’'Orsay, the Dandy,”
in which Beerbohm Tree is to star in London.

Mr. Frohman has made contracts with many Ger-
man suthors, among whom are Dr. Ludwig Fulda,
Dr. Oscar Blumenthai, Gustav Kadelburg, Felix
Phillippe and Franz von Schoenthan, covering all
their work for the next three years. He also has a
new play by Pierre Berton, the author of “Zaza"™;
by Plerre Decourcelle, author of “Two Little
Vagrants.” and by Henrl Laveden, the author of
“Catheo’ine.”

Mr. Frohman spoke of his plans for the season
in London. He said:

At the Lyceum the season opens with William
Gilletts. I have secured a renewal of my contract
of co-management with the Gatt! Brothers for four
more years at the Vaudeville Theatre. There will
be productions with George Edwardes at the Apollo
Theatre, which will open In September with Edna
Mey Iin & new musical plece called “Three Little
Maids.” A representation of “Are You a Mason?’
will be given at one of the West End theatres, and

& production with Charles Wyndham at one of his
theatres. The run of Captain Basll Hood's “‘Sweet
end Twenty” at the Vaudeville Theatre will be fol-
lowed by a musical play.

MR. BERNSTEIN’S REPLY.

DENIES THE CHARGE THAT HE HAS
EVADED THE TENEMENT HOUSE LAW.

Michae! Bernsteln, the architect, at No. 111

Broadway, charged by Robert W. De Forest, chair- |

man of the Charity Organization Society's tenement
house committee, with violating the new tenement
bouse law, made & general denial to a Tribune re-
porter yesterday. According to Mr. De Forest,
who has made a complaint to James G. Wallace,
the Commissioner of Bulldings, many lot owners,
throm:h Mr. Bernstein, flled plans under the old
law. The plans being filed before April 10, Mr.
Bernstein sald, were, of course, exempt from all
rulings of the new law.

Amendments to plans filed are permissible, but
Mr. De Forest contends that the plans flled were
not in good faith, but merely to enable builders to
build under the old law.

“You may interpose a4 general denial for me,”
sald Mr. Bernstein to a Tribune reporter yesterday,
“and sey that I have acted throughout in good
faith. It is and always has been customary for
ot owners desiring to build to file plans not always
exactly conforming with the buildings they intend
1o erect. When construction has begun they some-
times find that improvements of various kinds are
Becessary, or that another sort of bullding would
be better suited to the size of the lot. Perhaps
these plans have been filed without consulting an
&rchitect, who later shows them how to meke &
better use of the ground. Then alterations are
#uggested and agreed to, and amended plans filed.
This action constitutes no evasion of the law, and
hes been usual since the earliest days of the
Bufldings Department, and cannot be stopped. No
ooliusion, as Mr. De Forest inti is y.
The Bulldings Department has no right to prevent
me or any other architect from improving the
Plans first flled.

PROMINENT MEN ON BOARD

THE EKAISER WILHELM DER GROSSE
BRINGS WELL KNOWN PASSENGERS.

A LITTLE FLURRY AT THE CAPTAIN'S DIN-
NER—-A GERMAN COUNT WHO WAS
CAPTURED WITH CRONJE—AM-
BASSADOR MEYER RETURNS.

The Kaiser Wilhelm der Grosse arrived ves-
terday, bringing several well known passengers.

Count Adalbert Sternberg, who was with Gen-
eral Cronje at Modder River, when the Boer chief
was captured, arrived on the steamer. He will
remain In this country about six weeks.

The count went to the Boer war as a corre-
[ spondent for 2 German newspaper. He also fought
in the ranks. When he was captured by the Eng-
lish witk the forces of Cronje, he exhibited his
credentials and was freed. He has written a book
on his experiencés In the war, which has been
translated into English by Colonel Henderson, of
the British army, who has recelved a commission
to write for the War Department of England the
history of the war. It i{s his iIntention, he gald,
to write a book about this country and its people
after his return to Germany. When it was sug-
gested that six weeks would be rather a short
time in which to beccme familiar with both, he sald
he had written one book and could write another.

Prince Michael of Braganza, Infant of Port-
ugal, was expected to be on board. There was a
report that he was on the boat under another

name. Count Sternberg, however, sald that the
Prince had not sailed, but would arrive here

later.

AN INCIDENT OF THE VOYAGE.

If what the passengers of the Kaiser Wilhelm
der Grosse sav is true, the Count's first experience
with Americans was not tasteful. As Is custom-
ary, the captain gave a dinner on the last night
aboard. Several speeches were made. G. von
L. Meyer, American Ambassador to Italy, at the
close of his speech, proposed the health of the
Kaiser. Only a few Germans arose and drank
the toast. The rest of the diners retained their
seats. The Count, according to the story, then
arose and sald it was a shame that the health of
the Emperor was not responded to with more en-
thusiasm. There were cries of *“Sit down™” and
other nolsy protests, it was sald.

Afterward Count Quadt, First Secretary of the
German Embassy at Washington, proposed the
health of President McKinley, which was drunk
standing and with cheers.

On the pler after the passengers had landed the
ecount denied that any protests were made, but ad-
mitted that he had remonstrated with the guests
because they did not exhibit more enthusiasm at
the mention of the Kaiser's name.

“It was a German ship,” he said, “and the peo-
ple should get up when the Emperor's health is
given. I did not think it was right, and I said so.”

A GROUP OF DIPLOMATS.

On his way to Mexico, to which country he is
Chilian Minister., Emilioc Bello arrived in this port
last night on the Kalser Wilhelm der Grosse. He
was accompanied by Jose Manuel Balmaceda, son
of the late President of the Chilian Republic. Mr.
Balmaceda goes to Mexico as attach? of the lega-
tion. They were met by a delegation from the
Chillan Consulate.

George von L. Meyer, the American Ambassador
to Italy, was also a passenger. Mr. Meyer went
from the pler directly on landing. He 1is here on
leave of absence, and will spend his vacation In the
Adirondacks. It is known that Mr. Meyer thinks
of resigning, and there is talk of Charles H. Allen,
former Governor of Porto Rico, being appointed to
succeed him.

Count Quadt, the First Secretary of the German

Embassy at Washington, arrived on the same
steamer. He will be Chargé d'Affaires in the ab-
sence of Baron von Holleben, who will return to
Germany for a visit when the Kaliser Wilhelm der
Grosse salls on her next voyage.
Marquis José de la Gandara, of Spain, also ar-
rived on the same steamer. He will vigit the
West, where, together with several other Spanish
nobiemen, he will spend a few weeks shooting big
geme.

EX-MAYOR SCHIEREN RETURNS.

When ex-Mayor Charles A. Schieren of Brooklyn
stepped from the Kalser Wilhelm der Grosse last
evening he wae met by a delegation from the Ger-
man-American Municipal League, of his borough.
The delegation was composed of Bela Tokajl, presi-
dent; Henry P. Schmidt, Carl A. Evertz, Francis
A. Deck and H. C. Deck.

A short address of welcome had been prepared
and was read to Mr. Schieren on the pler. It wel-
comed him home again just in time, the address
sald, to participate in a most important campaign

against Tammany Hall, In which the league will
co-operate with tge Citizens Unilon,

Rzplying, Mr. Schieren said that he had asked his
friends to send him no word of the political sit-
nation while he was abroad. and they had ac-
ceded to his request so thoroughly that he was
entirely ignorant ¢f how municipal matters stood.

“But,” he said, “1 am with you. as [ always
have been, to ﬂght for right and true government.
You may depend on me to do the best I can to
bring about a municipal government that will be
better than that we have now and, perhaps, better
than any we have ever had.” A

Mr. Schieren sald he had gone abroad to estan-
lish a branch of his business in Europe. Concern-
ing the business condition in Europe, Mr. Schieren
coincides in his opinion with other Americans who
have returned recently.

“They are afraid of our manufacturers,” he sald,
“and not without cause. All the European countries
are dull and slow about thelr business and cannot
for a moment compare with us in rapidity of execu-
tion, whether In commerce or manufacture. They
do not do much business, if we judge by the oppor-
tunities they have. They are slower and duller than

I anticipated.

““All the European countries are opposed to us,
and would, If they could, join in a commercial war
on us. I see nothing, however, that should make us
fear thefr competition unless they soon learn new
methods of doing business and get what Americans
call ‘a hustle’ on them.”

Henry Batterman, the Brooklyn drygoods mer-
chant, was a companicn of Mr. Schieren on the
voyage, although they had not travelled together on
the other side.

HARRY LEHR STEPPED OUT OF LINE.
EFFORT TO GET AWAY QUICKLY REALLY
COST HIM TIME.

Mr. and Mrs. Harry Lehr returned last evening
on the North German Lloyd steamer Kalser
Wilhelm der Grosse.

In the lipe which the passengers form from the
desk where inspectors are assigned to passengers

Lehr took his place after a great deal of time spent
in gathering his numerous pleces of baggage and
having them brought to the proper place, where
Mrs. Lehr stood guard. About one hundred persons
were in line when Mr. Lehr joined. Slowly the line
advanced and flnally Mr. Lehr had moved up about
thirty numbers. At this point he stepped out from
his position and walked deliberately to the head of
the line and stood by the desk. Count Sternberg,
who was also a passenger, but who had not at.
tached himself to the line at all, handed him his
ticket. Mr. Lehr reached over to take it and every-
body near at hand saw the actlon. It was his evi-
dent intention not only to save himself from the
long walt that would attend him {f he remained
in his proper place, but also to relieve his friend
from the necessity of getting into line,

As he offered both tickets to the inspector at
the desk, Hermann Mundhenk, a passenger, who
Hves at No. 223 Hewes-st., Brooklyn, stepped from
his place in the line and made a vigorous protest.

] saw him step out of the line,” sald Mr. Mund-
henk, “and walk up to the head. T don't see why
we should have even one ph'ce taken from us, and
I protest against that man's ticket being taken,
Besides, 1 saw him take a ticket from that man'—
pointing to the Count, who stood outside the line—
“and that is too much.”

Other passengers verified Mr. Mundhenk's charge
and M. r's tolckets were refused and he was
told to take his place in the line. Instead he walked
1o where Mrs. Lehr sat among the baggage, stood
talking with her for five minutes or more, and then
took the place at the very end of the line as it was
then. His effort to save time made his wait about
an hour and a half longer than it would have been
if he had not tried to make a short cut.

It {e difficult to belleve that there is a
living child who does not know grass when he sees
it; and yet it is true, speaking conservatively, that
there are hundreds, if not thousands, of children
living In the city who have never spent a day In
the country in their lves. To them the word
“country” has a vague meaning. It's a glorious
place. Somewhat like heaven in their imagina-
tions. They get !deas of it from their mothers
and the misslonaries who talk to them about it
They hear that there are bhig, big trees and green
grass and cows, whatever they may be—the ani-
mals from which the milk they drink 1s obtained
Then there are horses, of course, and chickens
running about, and in some places in the country
the people have pet rabbits. And then there are
streams to paddle in, whose waters have a rich
golden tint as they flow over the round stones
And there are hilis, ever so high, higher than any
of the houses In the city, and one can see blue
lakes and rivers flowing through the valleys from
their tops, where th2 children may have an oppor-
tunity to go if they will be good Imagine the
vagueness of the meaning of the word “country”
in the mind of a child who, from experience,
doesn’t know a mountaln from a river!

GOVERNOR  ALLEN  OUT.

JUDGE HUNT TO STEP IN AS GOVERNOR
OF PORTO RICO.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THB® TRIBUNE.]
Washington, July 23.—The President has ac-
quiesced in the wish of Governor Charles Her-
bert Allen to relinquish his post in Porto Rico as
soon as he completes the report covering his ad-
ministration of the island’s affairs, and it is
practically settled that the present acting Gov-
ernor, Willlam Henry Hunt, will be promoted to
the vacancy. The = official announcement of
Judge Hunt's appointment will not be made for
several days. Governor Allen brought to Wash-
ington from Canton the two Presidential procla-
mations which will be issued on Thursday, one
formally declaring the establishment of civil
government in Porto Rico and the other abolish-
ing all customs tariffs between the United States
and Porto Rico. These proclamrations have al-
ready been sent to Porto Rico, to be issued there
simultaneously with their publication in this
country.

Governor Allen has not yet handed his resig-
nation to the President, but upon completing his
report he expects to have no further official re-
sponsibilities during the -present summer, at
least. He has no present thought of entering
the diplomatic service, but will devote himself
for a while to recreation and the management of
his private affairs. His next publi¢ appearance,
if his own wishes are carried cut, will be in
October, when he will preside over the Massa-
chusetts State Republican Convention, having
already been selected as the permanent chair-
man of that body.

Willlam H. Hunt, who has been selected to suc-
ceed Charles H. Allea as Governor of Porto Rico,
was born in New-Orleans, La., November 5, 1857,
and is the fourth son of the late Willlam Henry
Hunt, of Loulsiana, who was Secretary of the
Navy in the cabinets of Presidents Garfield and
Arthur, and Minister to Ruasia. Judge Hunt
received his education at Yale College, but on
account of ill health did not finish his course.
In 1896 Yale conferred upon him the honorary
degree of Master of Arts. When he was twenty-
seven yvears of age he was elected Attorney-Gen-
eral of the territory of Montana. He subse-
quently moved to Helena, and In 1888 was elect-
ed a member of the legislature, where he served
as chairman of the judiciary committee. He
was a member of the Constitutional Convention
in 1884 which framed the constitution of the
State when it was admitted to the Union. He
has lived in Montana for many vears, and was
recently a justice of the Supreme Court of the
State.

Judge Hunt was an important witness in the
hearing before the Senata Committee on Privi-
leges and Elections on the election of William
A. Clark as Senator. On August 5, 1809, he was
approached by his family physician, Dr. Treacey,
with a proposition that “some parties” would
give him $100000 to throw the Wellcome dis-
barment case out of the Supreme Court.

Judge Hunt went into the story fully when he
was on the stand, and Dr. Treacey substantially
corroborated it.

Judge Hunt was for a time TUnited States
agant before tha Chilian Claims Commission and
gave up that place to become secretary of Porto

Rico, frem which office he succeeds to the Gov-
ernorship.

PRESIDENT JORDAN BACK FROM HAWAII

Stanford Unliversity, California, July 23.—President
David Starr Jordan has returned from his trip to
the Hawaiian Islands, where he has been for the
last two months conducting a thorough and de-
tailed study of the fisheries and fishes of the isl-
ands under the direction of the United States Fish
Commission. About two hundred and forty species

of fish have thus far been collected and classified,
fifty of which are new to science. A complete re-
port of the laws and customs of the islanders rela-
tive to fishing is being made by J. N. Cobb, the
statisticlan of the party. This information, to-
gether with the results of the sclentific work by Dr.
ordan, wiill be embodied in an extensive report to
the government.

NO SECRECY IN THIS DIVORCE.

JUSTICE M'ADAM WON'T ALLOW SBALING OF

PAPERS GRANTING J H. CAMPBELL'S SUIT.

John H. Campbell, Deputy City Chamberlain, re-
ceived a divorce from his wife, Anna M. Camp-
bell. on the report of the referee, ex-Judge Charles
Donohue, who found that the allegations of the
complainant had besn proved and that he was en-
titled to his divorce.

The order confirming the report of the referee
contained a directton that all the papers in the
case be sealed up by the clerk of the court, except
the judgment, and the clerk of the court declined to
permit the testimony to be seen. When Justice Me-
Adam's attention was called to this fact, he sald

he had not noticed this provision in the order.
and cancelled it, observing that he never ordered
papers in any case tc be sealed. Ferdinand Glaser,

THE WFEATHER REPORT.

Washington, July 23.—As indicated on Monday the hot
wave and drouth have continued for another day in the
great corn belt, The maximum temperatures again aver-
aged over 100 degrees, and the only rains reported wera
local thunderstorms in Western Nebraska, Central Towa
and Arkansas. North Platte, Neb, reported the only rain
of measurable amount, 08 of an inch having fallen there
In the East and South the temperatures were not unsea-
sonable, and local thunderstorms continued from the
Middle Gulf States westward. The hot weather also con-
tinued in the extreme Northwest, Bismarck, N. D, re-
porting a maximum of 106 degrees, one degree higher
than the previous high record of August 8 IST8. West of
the Rocky Mountams the weather has heen warm, except
on the coast, and thers were some rains in Utah and
Northern Arizona, There is still no prospect of any
relief from prevalling conditions in the central vallevs
and Middle West, and the forecasts of contlmued warm
weather, with possibly light and scattered thunderstorms,
must again be repeated. The only rains Indicated are
local thunderstorms in the Southern and Southwestern
States, and the northen and eastern upper lake region
On the New-England Coast the winds will be light west-

erly, becoming variabie; on the Middie Atlantic and Gulr
coasts thev will be light and variable, on the South At-
lantic Coast they will be light to fresh south to south-
west, and on the Great Lakes llgm and mostly easteriy.
