NEWARK PROPERTY OWNERS WANT THE

CORPORATION TAX LAW ENFORCED.

An open letter from the Property Owners* De-
fensive Association in Newark was presented to
Mayor Seymour yesterday. The letter had been
prepared by unanimous resolution of the associa-
tion. It related to the question of the taxation of

the rights of way of the trolley, electric light,gaa
and other corporations using the streets, and de-
manded that the Mayor see that the law as inter-
preted by the Supreme Court, relating to the taxa-

tion of this form of property should be carried out.
Mayor Seymour appointed the present City Coun-

sel and the Tax Board, and it is held that he is
responsible for their actions. After the Supreme
Court had decided that the easements of street
using corporations were taxable as real estate the
City Counsel »instructed the Tax Board that It
would be advisable to omit assessments on rights
of way this year, as the Court of Errors and Ac-
peals had yet to review the Supreme Court's de-
cision. The Tax Board acted accordingly, and.
while the valuations on individual property were
largely increased, there was no Increase in the
assessments on the corporate property.

In the letter to the Mayor yesterday is embodied
a series of resolutions passed by the association
denouncing the action by the law department as a
breach of faith and characterizing the Tax Com-
missioners as allies of the street using corporations.

"If."says the communication, "this betrayal of
public interests shall be persisted in by the Tax
Commissioners, the final hope of this city against
this perversion of law and right rests with the
Mayor, and this association appeals to him to pre-
vent this sacrifice of the public interests at the
hands of his appointees, for whose action he is
responsible."

Mayor Seymour Is a candidate for the Demo-
cratic nomination for Governor, and it is deemed
by his friends not advisable that he should offend
the powerful trolley, electric light and gas inter-
ests in the State.

burglar who had entered his room through the
window and was going through his trousers.

As Cohen awoke the burglar cried out, "I'llkill
you If you don't shut up!" Without waiting

an Instant he shot Cohen in the left shoulder
and escaped through another room anil across
the Central Park wall. A motorman and a pas-
senger of an electric car emptied revolvers at
him. Mr. Cohen lost a 9180 gold watch and
chain.

Cohen is living with the family of Mrs

Charles Win?, He has the front room of the
suite. Hla window is near the steps, nnd the
burglar got across by holding to the awning

of the open window.
The man found the watch and chain on the

bureati. and then picked, up Cohen's trousers, in

which there wag $40, Some change chinked a=s
he held the trousers up. and Cohen awoke. He
paw the man in the middle of the room and im-
mediately cried out in alarm.

The shot. Cohen's yell and the burglar's dash
through the drawing room had awakened the
Wieg family nnd others, and the house was in
an uproar.

Just a« the burglar crossed the avenue an
electric car came along. The motorman an-1
conductor md a passenger were the only per-
sons aboard. They heard the screams of Mr-
\Vigg and could see the burglar running for
the wall. The motorman and passenger had re-
volvers, and they fired twelve shots at him.
Every shot was fired before the man cleared the
wall, which he did at a hound, but not a shot
took effect, and the burglar disappeared in the
bushes. The three men lumped the wall and
made a hasty search for the man, but he was
not to be found.

DISTRICT ATTORNEY SAYS FIRE COM-

MISSIONER SCANNELL AND MARKS
ARE ONLY TRYING FOR DELAY.

District Attorney Phllbin appeared before Justice
McAdam in the Supreme Court yesterday to oppose

a motion made by Goldsmith. Myers & Bonner.
attorneys for Kire Commissioner John J. Scannell,
and William L. Marks, for the removal of the in-

dictments found against them by the grand Jury

from the Court of General Sessions to the Supreme

Court.
Emanuel Myers, in asking for the transfer of the

case*, cited several authorities and quoted the
greater New-York charter with regard to the

duties of public officials to show that the cases
should be tried in the Criminal Branch of the Su-
preme Court. He said the Indictments alleged no
specific instances of neglect of duty or conspiracy

on the part of the Commissioner.
The questions lnn\-olved in this case." said Mr.

Myers, "should be settled by the highest tribunal
to which this court has power to send them. They

not only involve the acts of this officer of the city,

but also all the other officials."
District Attorney Philbln said the object of the

motion was simply to obtain further delay. All

the courtesies of the District Attorney's office had
been exhausted by the counsel for the defendants.
and now the attempt to further postpone their

cases was being made.

ATTEMPT TO FLOAT JOY LINE STEAMER
PARTLY SUCCESSFUL.

An attempt was made yesterday at high tide by

the Merritt & Chapman Wrecking Company to
drag the Joy Line steamship Old Dominion oft the
rocks fit Blueflsh Bar. where she grounded three
weeks ago in the fog The vessel had previously
teen lightened about fifty tons by the removal of
her big walking beams and other machinery, ex-
cept the engine? and boilerc The large hale In
the hull about amidships eras covered with a bulk-
head, built by divers, after which two big pontoons
were lasted on each sid? of the vessel, while the
Hcbr.rr Atlas took <i fifteen-ton pressure on her
bow

When these arrangements had been completed
and the tide was flood, hawsers were made fast
near the how. and three ocean going tugs, led by
the Red Star Line Tormentor, of Boston, picked up
the ropes and pulled on the stranded steamer with
full steam A fle^t of excursion and pleasure boats
and hundred* of people at Rye and Oakland
beaches watched the tugs at work. They labored
with the Old Dominion nearly an hour, until the
tide got low. without being able to get her off.
but. according to the captain, they succeeded in
moving her a few feet, and demonstrating that it
is possible to save the ship.

The three tugs will return to-day, when another
attempt will be made to float the Old Dominion at
high tide. Her captain hopes the vessel win be
afloat by to-night. Itis said that It costs the in-
surance company, which is trying to save the Old
Dominion. $W0 a day for the wrecking crews.
They have been at work on her three week*. The
vessel, when new, cost about $250,00'>.
