NO FALLING OFF APPARENT BY REASON
OF PAN-AMERICAN EXPOSITION—
MINISTER WU IN SURF.

Atlantle City, N. J., July 27 (Speclal).—The sum-
mer rush of vacatlon visitors continues to in-
crease the floating population of this resort at an
astonishing rate. Thousands of newcomers are
poured into the place every week, and the throng
which gathers on the boardwalk every evening s
remarkable in its proportions. The army of
amusement seekers who erowd the piers and other
popular resorts relieves the strain on the capacity
of the great promenade to a slight degree: but
even with all these thousands disposed of for an
hour or two the walk i{s nightly crowded with a
host of promenaders, who make progreéss difficult
and at times almo&t Impossible. .

Not less than twenty thousand additional visitors
were brought here by the two raflroad companies
last Saturday, and the invading army has been in-
creased In a proportionate degree every day. Sat-
urday and Sundayv, of courge, are the biggest days
of the week, and the time has again come when
late comers on Saturday are frequently unable to
obtain quarters at their favorite hotels. Last Sat-
urday night the limit at & number of the more
popular houses was reached, and a large number
of would-be guests had to be turned away to seek
