London. July 28, 1 a. m—The war news re-
mains a record of misery and suffering for two
fighting races, each with Inexhaustible powers of
endurance. The Boers are credited with a suc-
cess In forcing Steinarker's Horse to evacuate

Bremersdorp and fight its way to Lembobo, in
Swaziland. This incident shows that the clear-
ance of the Eastern Transvaal has not been M
effective as was supposed. The British opera-
tions against Viljoen. north of Middelburg, have
been more successful than the official dispatches

have indicated, and four columns co-operated

well in harassing the Boers. The Western
Transvaal is tolerably quiet, and few incidents
are reported from the Orange River Colony.

French's campaign south of the Orange River is
making slow progress, and the moral effect of
the sentences passed upon Cape rebels is not yet
apparent. The most hopeful word brought by
Baden-Powell is that the war cannot last longer
than three or four months. This is not reassur-
ing tidings for a nation sighing wearily for
peace.

A HARVEST FOR SINGERS AND MUSICIANS.—
Never before have musicians and operatic stars

received such large sums for performing In private
houses In London as they have done this season.
Kubelik. the youthful violinist, is easily the li"nof
the lot. He never played at a private concert for
less than ISO guinfas, and generally got 200 guineas,
and there was scarcely an evening that he w..^ not
found at the house of some millionaire. One well
known woman gave a Kubelik party each week,

and. not satistied with paying the maximum sum
for his services, presented to the virtuoso a Strad-
ivarlus worth gI.SML Mme. Melba's London agent
asserts that she has received M)guineas twice for
appearing at private parties*, which works out at

about 125 guineas a song. Paderewaki got 1,000

guineas for two performances in houses in Carlton
House Terrace. In many cases these large *j»ns

are puid by Americans.
An agent who generally supplies these luxuries to

London's millionaires said, in the course of an
interview, that only a few years ago all the leading
artists might be secured for a private party f;,r

what one now demands. "Performers," he aMea\
"receive far more for this class of entertainment,
which Is organized mostly by nouveaux riches,
who want to do everything on a scale beyond the
means of even the richest, than they get for public
appearances."

This harvest from the foibles of the rich Is prac-
tically over now, however. The town mansions
arc dosing, and the aristocracy are departing for
QoodWOOd, Cowes. house parties, Scotland and the
cures at Aix,the Wagner festival at Bayreuth and
other Continental resorts. One of the final features
of tho season was the cotillon given by Mrs. Leg-
get, an American.

\ND THK ERIN SAIL.

Gonrock, July 2T.-«aW»«X* H. accompa-

nied by the Erin, sailed at 10:20 o'clock this

morning for New-York. Groat enthusiasm was

displayed ti^ the challenger departed.

Captain Sycamore desired to go out under
canvas, and be was favored with a light, east-

eris « nid. sufficient to keep the flags streaming

In the direction the yachts had to sail. The chal-

lenger cut a strange figure with her stunted

spars and scanty canvas as she lay ready to

start. At 10 o'clock Sir Thomas Lipton and Mr.

Watson boarded her. and a few minutes later

the challenger's moorings were slipped, her head
sails broken out, and Shamrock IIslipped

away on her voyage across the Atlantic. Thou-

sands of persons gathered along the shore and
on the pier at Gourock and greeted the yachts

departure with a great outburst of cheering,

again and again renewed. Hats and handker-
chiefs were waved, guns saluted and steam

whistles and sirens shrieked. The Shamrock's
crew were all mustered on deck and, led by Sir
Thomas, gave a hearty response to the greet-

ings. For miles along the shore crowds occupied

every vantage point, and the cheers passed from
g-roup to group until the challenger, with her

racing flag at the masthead, and the Erin, with

the Stars and Stripes lying at her fore, disap-

peared from sight.

Prince Victor

could not find anything better to say than that

the empire was not a party, and dependent upon

the plebiscite of the nation. The Duke of Or-

leans also asserted that monarchy was not a

party, but an effort to unite all Frenchmen on

the "Terrain" of national rights. Both had to

content themselves with glittering generalities

and with allusions to the First Napoleon and to

Henri Quatr*.

The "Figaro" and the "Gaulois" have been

exploiting with a great sound of trumpets the
views of both princes, and it is evident that

neither has a ghost of a chance so long as the
present temper of the nation exists, and until a

pretender to the throne can find an opponent

less honest and less wise and less wide awake
than President Loubet, and one less able and
less strong than the Premier, Waldeck-Rous-
seau.

In French naval circles renewed confidence in

submarine boats is caused by the achievement of

the Morse at Havre, which repeated the exploit

of the Gustave Zede at Ajacclo. but with greater

success, according to the official narrative. Vice-

Admiral Fournler, inspector-general of mobile
defences, who had taken Havre on his round,

telegraphed to the Port Admiral of Cherbourg

a?king him to send the Morse immediately for an

attack on the Cocyte. Arrangements were
promptly made for the departure of the Morse,

which did the journey in eleven hours, navigat-

ing mostly on the surface, but as a precaution

against detection remaining submerged for the
last eight miles. The submarine vessel reached
Havre in the night, and. entirely unperceived by

the Cocyte. managed to hurl a dummy torpedo,

which hit the gunboat In the side. Then the

Morse appeared on the surface in full view of the
Cocyte, and its commander, going on board that
ship, made his report to Vice- Admiral Foumier,

who was aboard the gunboat, and heartily con-

gratulated him on his success.

TOLSTOY CONTINUES TO IMPROVE.

THE CHIEF CAUSE FOR ALARM IS THE NOV-

ELIST'S EXTREME WKAKNKSS.

St. Petersburg, July —Count Leo Tolstoy, who
bas been dangerously ill, continues to improve, but
his physicians are unable clearly to diagnose* his
trouble.

"You good folks," Count Tolstoy said to his doc-
tors, "know all that medical science teaches, but,
unfortunately, that science itself knows nothing
at all." .

A few days ago Count Tolstoy said to a friend,
"The carriage is already at the door, and Imust
go."

Then, later, after he had slightly improved, he
said. "Oh. 1 am allowed to wait awhile."

The chief cause for alarm concerning Count Tol-
stoy lies in his extreme weakness. His body is
emaciated and his skin Is sallow; his eyes alone re-
tain their brilliancy, while his mind is perfectly
clear.

END Or NEGOTIATIONS EXPECTED IN

TWO WEEKS.

Washington. July Confirmation of the
amplest kind of the encouraging news that has

come to the press from Peking relative to the

settlement of the* financial problems that have

engrossed the attention of the ministers there
for many weary months h: s Just come to hand
from the Special Commissioner. Mr. Rockhlll.
He adds to the general items already reported

the news that the ministers willbe ready to sign

a protocol within two weeks that willresult in

the speedy withdrawal from China of all foreign

troops except the legation guards and those who

will occupy the strategic points to be held under
the treaty to protect the road between Peking

and the sea.
The Russian Government has signified Us in-

tention of not further pressing the question at

present of the eventual increase of the import

customs duties beyond 5 per cent, the present

figure. ItIsagreed that in case the revenues of

China are not sufficient for the payment of Inter-

est and principal, the powers are to examine the

revenues and determine what changes are nec-
essary in order to supply the deficiency. The
Imperial maritime customs are to be Included In

this arrangement. The British Minister Is satis-

fied with this arrangement, and the whole
question of financial measures Is therefore set-
tled.

The 450.00<M>00 taels constituting the In-
demnity is to be converted into gold at the
equivalent of the tael value on April1 last. In

case the Import dues are subsequently in-
creased the free list will have to be abolished
except for cereals; but it Is understood that
compensation will In that case be asked for,

probably the financial participation of China In

ALARMCAUSED IN FINANCIAL CIRCLES

IN GERMANY OVER THE NEW

TARIFF BILL.

Berlin. July 27.— The Boerse took « pessimistic
view of the new tariff hill and a general fall In th*
prices of Iron and coal shares resulted. The
"Boersen Zeltung." in its report, says:

The view has prevailed on all sides that th. new
bill would be full of danger for Germany's industry
and trade.

The "Lokal Anzelger"' Fays:

The Boerse no longer expects the commercial
treaties will be concluded, and anticipates that the
export trade will be considerably hindered. This
caused the pessimistic tone on to-day's Rorrse. to-
gether with the fact that duties on the necessaries
of life must cause higher prices precisely at the
time when wage reductions are the order of the
day.

The "Laical Anzelgor" further learns that the
members of the Bundesrath regard it as certain
that the bill will net pass that body In its present
form, and they expect considerable changes will
be made therein, especially as Emperor William Is
desirous of new commercial treaties.

All the morning papers devote much ¦peon to th«
Tariff bill. Th. majority of the Conservative pa-
pers give the provisions of the bill with little dis-
cussion thereof, the tone of.which Is. however, that
the duties have only been moderately increased and
not so much so as the agriculturists need, but
that Count yon Billow, the Imperial Chancellor,
did his best. The "Deutsche Tapes ZettUßf;" con-
siders the increase In duties set forth by the bill to
be modest, and that foreign countries willbreathe
more freely since Its publication. "Die Post"
praises the wise moderation of the bill, which. it
says, renders It acceptable abroad and at home.
The "Post" Interprets the. eighth paragraph «is di-
rected against the United States, and Bays:

It gives us the means to protect ourselves against
the high banded manner in which th.- United states
interprets reciprocity! We are decidedly discrim-
inated aKiiln.it under present conditions. We wereweaponless ;igalr.nt such leonine treatment In tariff
matters because Caprivl Ithe late former GermanImperial ChancellorJ literally threw away the most-
favored-natlon treatment. This new tariff shows adetermination to insure ourselves it place in the sun
In tariff matters, and we expect German manu-
facturers to agree thereto, since many have suf-
fered from the supercilious morality of American*
in tariff treatment.

With regards to the eighth paragraph of the bill
being the best means for'convincing foreign coun-
tries of the* value of commercial treaties with
Germany, the Liberal papers emphasize the fact
th.it this Tariff bill comes at 11 time when German
Industries are already in the throes of th. severest
crisis, and that It ran only cause new convulsions
in the industrial Hie. These papers express the
tear that the United States will adopt reprisals
upon German shipping, and they also point out that
Germany's allies, Austria and Italy, must lose a
lr.rge part of their German trade. ,

Bven moderate papers like the "National Zei-
tung" confess that their worst fears about con-
cessions to the Agrarians are not only confirmed,
but exceeded. The "National Zeltung" points out
that the Agrarians gained great advantages, besides
those resu'.tiiiK from hl«h duties, through the aboli-
tion of the present bonded warehouse privileges
on (rain and the abolition of the bill requiring cash
payment of duties, or 4 per cent interest thereon.

Some of the German papers Interpret the "North
German Gazette's" Inspired statement to the effect
that the bill Is only tentative, and that the Reich-
stag nnd the JJundeßruth may change It,as mean.
Ins that the Government wishes moderation Inagricultural duties. But information obtained by
the correspondent of The Associated Press from
RelchstHß circles Is that the Reichstag Is more
than likely to make still greater Increases In the
bill.

Allsigns Indicate that a heated agitation against
the bill will break out throughout the count"*
"Dei Vorwaerts" says there is only one answer to
the bill: "Down with it." The Liberal papers say

July 27.—The Statistical Bureau of. the

Ministry of Commerce has just published an

elaborate report on French labor strikes, which
shows an alarming increase in the conflicts be-

tween capital and labor. The report covers the

year 1900. in which there were t)O2 strikes, in

which 1M^2,714 persons took part, with a loss of

3,700.377 days' wages. In the year 1899 there
were 740 strikes. The annual average number of

strikes for the nine years previous to 1899 was

only 362. Tie report shows that in the year |
1900 scarcely 22 per cent of the strikes resulted
in a victory for the strikers; that Is to say.

where the strikers obtainea what they struck

for. The figures also show that in1900. 1,115.524
days' wages were sacrificed by 20,754 persons

•who wanted to work, but who were compelled j
by those who organized the strikes to remain i
idle for periods extending from two weeks to a
hundred days.
