Quite the prettiest Idea in doilies and centre-
pieces la a combination Of embroidery and made
lace, the linen being exquisitely worked in the de-
sign preferred and then edged with Battenberg or
Venetian lace. Pansles seem to have captivated the
popular fancy just now, for many attractive mod-
els are shown in the art needlework shops.

"There are few flowers which afford such a va-
riety of combinations hs this one," says "The Art
Needlework Mazailne," In referring to the pansy
centrepiece here Illustrated, "and no better color
studies can be found than the flowers themselves,
which are so abundant. Two distinct lines of pur-
ple were selected for the present design, as well
as yellow, blue and red brown. The leaves are
worked in green flic silk, with the veins out-
lined with a darker shade, and the stems worked in
several rows of twisted outline stitch of a mediumgreen. The band or ring around the centre Is out-
lined with green Persian floss. and filled in withcross Mitch of the same shade. The border is of
Battenberfr lace, simple in outline and calling for
but f*w stitches."

Worn who
succeed best In lacemakinp unanimously advise
the use of a sampler as a sort of reference ency-
clopedia of et.tches. "The best sampler." Bays
"The Home Needlework Magazine," "consists of
a number of small oblong sheets or pa gen of the
hoil.ind. upon which the different varieties of
stitches may he worked in groups and their names
written below in Ink. The whole may then be
bound In book form and kept In the lace box for
reference. These sheets should h*- 6 by 9 Inches,
and furnish spaces for twelve network stitches
or twenty-four Insertions or bars. A margin of
one-half Inch should be. allowed at the top and
right side; one and one-half Inches at the left, to
allow room for the binding, and two and one-half
laches at, the bottom, to allow room tar tbe writ-
