This meets die argument of convenience.
Inspection can. of course, be reasonably regu-
lated, and as a matter of fact persons would not

seek general inspection in overwhelming num-
bers, but even ifthey did they would be entitled
to Information. Ifthree million people crowded
to see the judgment rolls it would be inconven-
ient, but nobody denies the right of any citizen
to see any or all of them. Judge Oullen also
admirably sets forth the essential point at Issue,

which is entirely passed over in the majority
opinion for the argument of convenience. The
a.-sessnient of other people is a concern of the
single taxpayer. If others unjustly escape tax-

ation bis burden is increased. Ifhe can prove
that a neighbor's property Is assessed at a
lower figure than his own. though of equal
value, he can have his tax reduced. But in
order to discover these things he must have
opportunity for general inspection.

The general tax law (Section 290) provides

for review of assessments by certiorari on

petition for various reasons, among them: "If
"unequal, in that the assessment has been made
"at a higher proportionate valuation than the
"assessment of other property on the same roll
"by the same officers, specifying the Instances
"inwhich such inequality exists, and the extern

"thereof." The charter of the Greater New-York
contains an analogous provision (Section ft**»t

for review on petition, "in case of real estate,

"that the same is erroneous by reason of
"inequality. In that the assessment has been
"made at a higher proportionate valuation than
"the assessment of other real estate on the tax

"rolls of the city for the same year, specifying
"the Instances in which such inequality exists":
and the new charter (Section 9061 makes The
same rule with more specific reference to "real
"estate of like character In the same ward or
"section." as well as "other real estate on the
tax rolls of the city for the snnie yenr." These
remedies call for general Inspection of the class
of assessments they deal with—that is. both
real and personal iv general, and real in this
city. Even here, however, the personal as well
as real assessments of others concern single

citizens, as Judge Cullcn points out; other
remedies than the particular ones quoted may

be invoked to risht wrongs discovered, and the

statute provides for publicity of both real ami
personal roll*..

Itis thus evident that the law means to give

the taxpayer comparative knowledge of assess-
ments. Without ithe cannot petition for review
by certiorari or sf><M< appropriate remedies f<«r
unequal personal Taxation. It may he Mid that

the present rule would not apply to a taxpayer

?eeking information for litigation, but only t..

the curious alleging no intention to proceed
further. But eTery taxpayer is merely curious
until hIK rtiriositv is satisfied. It may be sat

lsfied by a discovery of no inequality or by
Information leading to litigation. In any case,
he has 1 right f<> knov how his burden compares
with that of others similarly situated, and if
the Inw as construed does not give him that
right it should it once he amended to se< ore t;

Each will
meet a foemnn worthy of his speed, but It Is
not likely that the record will be in peril on
that occasion. The turns at that track are too

Sharp to make it possible for trotters to

approach the two minute mark. A kite shaped

course is favorable to Noteworthy exploits on
the part of trotters and pacers. That was
proved lone aero. An absolutely straight track
is obviously the Ideal arena for the most daz-
zling feats of spped. as even with g*ntl<» and
easy curves and turns there must be some
appreciable abatement of speed. Many races in

England are decided over courses so nearly
straight that th«»terni "straightaway" is applied

to them. But American spectators of speed

contents like to see the whole of every race
from start to finish. At the second Monmouth
Park D. D. Withers laid out a straight course
a mile and a half In length, hut it was never
popular, because the horses were too far away
from the spectators to be seen plainly until the
last half mile was reached, and Mr. Withers
was compelled to listen to so many objections

and complaints that he soon decided to have
only a few races take place over that course.

The area occupied by the Brighton Beach
track is extremely small, the stretches are pain-
fully short, especially the homestretch; the
whole length of th" course is only a mile, con-
siderably less than the length of those at Sheeps-
head Ray and Morris Park, while the turns are
distressingly abrupt. Crescetu and The Abbot
therefore may have a gallant encounter, a
struggle that will make the heart of every
observer beat faster: but it Is not probable that
either of them on that track will surpass his

own previous triumphs, so far as time goes,

always provided that the timers are careful aud
accurate.

IXFPECTIOX OF TAX ROLLS.

The Court of Appeals by a divided vote

recently handed down a decision of the greatest

Importance to taxpayers concerning the right to

inspect the \u25a0asessment rolls and obtain assur-

ance of the equality of assessments. The pre-
vailing and dissenting opinions have now come
to band, making possible an inquiry into the
situation of property owners under the law as
established by the court of last resort.

Franklin B. Lord, on Kehalf of himself and
as attorney, executor or trustee j£pr other tax-

payers, sought to examine the record of the
assessed valuation of real and personal estate
of the Borough of Manhattan for 1001. basing

his right on Section 592 of the charter, which
provides that the "books shall be open for |
"examination and correction from the second
"Monday in January until the first Monday

•of May" His application was refused. He j
petitioned the Supreme Court, which at Special

term ordered the Tax r<>mmis*!oners to allow, I
under specified conditions of time and manner, 1

the inspection of the assessments of himself \
and those he reprpsent*»d only, but not the

'

assessments of any other persons for purposes

of comparison. Mr. Lord appealed to the
Appellate Division for this bitter privilege, but
his application was denied, and the Court of
Appeals affirms that Judgment. Judge Bart-
lott. who writes the prevailing opinion, bases
the refusal of general liberty of inspection
purely on the ground of convenience. He points

out that the record consists of eleven volumes,

containing 50.815 name.«. and that during the ;
time of public pxam'natlon the books are in
constant use, the average number of applica-

tions to see them beinc from sevf-n to eight
hundred, and that the Inspection accorded to

each taxpayer must be reasonably regulated.

He recites that the petitioner Is allowed to

inspect the assessments of himself and those he
represents by the order of the lower court, and
says:

We are of opinion that th<» terms of this* ord*r
are r*»as«onal)l<» and enable the petitioner to
acquire all th-? fpwlflcInformation asked for by
him individually and as executor or trustee,
and as an attorney at law representing certain
client* who are taxpayers.

While the provisions of the charter are to be
construed with a due regard for the interests of
the individual taxpayer, it is also the duty of
the court to protect the right*of the taxpayers

as a body and so regulate Inspection that the
vast volume of public business in the office of
the Commissioners can be duly transacted.
Ifeach taxpayer ir. the Borough of Manhattan

is vested with the absolute statutory right to
make a general end unlimited Inspection of the
eleven volumes of the record, containing 50,815
names. Itis perfectly apparent that the work of
revision and correction, within the short time
allowed by law. would be Impossible.
. We are not called upon at this time to deter-
mine the limits of a taxpayers right of inspec-
tion.
In the case at bar the petitioner has been

allowed to examine his iudlvidual assessment
and the assessment of all those taxpayers he
represents Inany capacity, and the only claimed
right denied him Is a general and unlimited
Inspection of the record.

The necessity for examining, the tax record
willundoubtedly arise in many cases and under
varying circumstances not to be anticipated, and
each application must therefore be dealt with
according to its peculiar facts; the courts v. 11l
see to it that the rights of the taxpayer are
properly protected.

We decide in this case that the prayer of the
petitioner was properly granted as to the spe-
cific information he Bought, and that the limita-
tions and conditions Imposed by the court as to
the time and manner of inspection were lawful
and reasonable.

Also that the petitioner was not entitled,
under the facts disclosed, to a general and
unlimited personal inspection of the eleven
volumes of the personal tax record relating to
the Borough of Manhattan.

We do not know in what form the prayer of

the petitioner was made, so that in this par-

ticular case it could be said that the specific

information he sought had been properly
granted; but certainly. In spite of the carefully
specified restriction of the ruling to the par-
ticular state of facts, a view of the right of
examination has been promulgated which will

restrict every taxpayer from finding out how
his assessment compares with that of others
owning similar property, unless he goes to the
Court of Appeals and establishes a state of
facts compelling an order for Inspection of other
than his own assessment. With a decision that
no right to general Inspection exists, the trouble
and expense of litigation will be forced upon
every taxpayer who desires to find out Ifhe is

equally taxed or to inspect for any reason other
assessments than his own. This is extremely
unfortunate, and ItIs much to be regretted that
a majority of the judges could not see their way
clear to adopt the view of Judge Cullen, who
said:
Iam constrained to dissent in the decision

about to be made. The Greater New-York
charter, by Section 892, directs that the record
of assessed valuations of real and personal
estate BhPlI be open for examination from the
second Monday of January until the first Mon-
day In May In each year. The petitioner as a
taxpayer Is interested not only In the assess-
ment for personal property levied on himself,
but also In those imposed on other*, for the
greater the assessment on others the less will
be the amount of taxes which he will be ulti-
mately compelled to pay. The right of the
petitioner to this examination is not singular to
him, but shared with every other taxpayer in
the county, ana the records are required for use
by the public officials who make up the tax
rolls. The relator'e right to Inspection can be
exercised only • ontlstently with the equal rights
of the other taxpayers and the necessary use of
th* books by the city authorities. Therefore, it
would hi.entirely proper for the court to pre-
scribe at what times and in what manner the
petitioner shall make his inspection, but the
order appealed from goes much further, and not
merely prescribes the manner of inspection, but
limits th« character of the examination itself by
confining the petitioner to ascertaining only the
assessments imposed on himself or his clients
and forbidding an access toa6ses,jrmiits Imposed

There lione measure for the relief of pas-

sengers passing through the Park-are, tunnel
which might be put into effect at an hour's
notice, which involves no engineering problem
nor any Increase of expenditure, and yet which
would greatly mitigate the annoyance and
actual suffering of the public. It in to be sug-
gested, aud indeed urged, for the benefit of
the public and for the aid of the railroad com-
pauy. which declares itself to be sincerely de-
sirous of remedying the evils of the tunnel and
in a receptive and welcoming mood toward all
practicable plans for doing so.

The measure proposed is simply to stop what
we may call the loitering of trains in the tunnel,
by permitting no train to enter the tunnel until

I there Is a dear track on which it may pass
I through without delay. It is perfectly obvious
j that while the abominable conditions described!by the chief engineer of the road continue to
1 exist in the tunnel It Is desirable for people to

spend as little time ,-;s possible in there, and
, therefore for. the trains to pass' through as

erpeditlously as possible. The normal running
I time is, let us say, four or five minutes. Now.
j It Is bad for people to he shut up in airtight
; boxes for so long, or to be for so long exposed
i to poisonous carbonic and sulphurous fumes.
1 But thus to shut them up or to expose them
\ for twice as long is just twice as bad. And

this aggravated form of the evil is one of fre-
quent occurrence. Now and then a tr^in loaded
with people Is run out of tile Grand Central Sta-
tion and into the tunnel for a few blocks, and
there halted and held for several minutes.

at .i foot pace, and thus 5-pend two or OVM
times as long a period in its noisome depths as

it should do. Monday morninp. for example,

nearly every train that entered the city was

stopi>ed in the tunnel. The rule was for a train

to stop in the tunnel for a few minutes, then
move on slowly a. little further, then stop
ngaln, and so on, until, after from three to a

dozen stops and weary minutes of snail-
like crawling, it emerged into open air again.

Ithas long been a pretty general practice thus
to treat trains on Monday mornings, when
traffic is heavier than on other days, but siu-h
occurrences are by no means unknown on all
other days of the week. Certainly ir would be

a simple matter to urder all trains halted—
when any halting is necessary— pbove the tunnel,

and not permit them to enter it until there is
assurance of unobstructed passage.

This may seem likeIsmall matter, not touch-
ing the heart of the problem at all. Itis. never-
theless, an important matter, attention to which
would prove a real boon to thousands of pas-
sengers, and would demonstrate far more
strongly than words can do the sincerity of the
railroad company's desire to abolish the nui-
sances of the tujnel and to give to the public

the best possible service.
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
