MYSTERY SURROUNDS BODY WEDGED

IN TRICK AND CARRIED BACK
AND FORTH FOR HOCES.

Wedged between the floor and the top of the

•orward double truck of a Franklin-aye. car of

the Coney Island and Brooklyn Railroad, the
r>r,<iy of a man was found yesterday morning at

3:10 <-,'<lock. It had undoubtedly been there for
hours, having been carried back and forth be-

tween Coney Island and the Broadway ferries. in
the Eastern District. How it got there is a
mystery. Various theories are advanced. One

Is that the body was placed there after death by

pome one who wished to conceal a rime. A

nsore probable guess la that the sum was run
over.

The body, now In the Ttaymond-st. morgue

and unidentified up to a late hour last night,

was discovered under car No. SM of the Frank-
lin-aye. line when it stopped at the Park Circle.
Coney Island and Fort Hamilton ayes.. on its
way to Coney Island. Frederick S. Roberts, an

Icepector. happened to look under the front
platform and there saw the body, covered with

ot Ft and grass. It was lyingover the forward
truck, head down, and 'he arms were thrown

over the front axle. The legs extended back

over the pony axle, used for the small wheels

of the truck.
When the body was dragged out it was seen

that The shoes and parts of the socks were
Ifore It looked as though they had bees worn
away by friction with the street pavement. The
er>ds cf the toes had also been worn away. The
tips of th*-- fingers, which had dragged on the
ground In front, were worn to the bone. Al-
though covered with dirt, the face was in a
pood state of preservation Both arms seemed
1" have been dislocated. The front of the lower
part of the body was a mass of bruises and
dirt.

All who saw the position of the body declare
that it would have beer, an impossibility for the
mr to have picked up the man, dead or alive.

How the body got where it wa* Is a puzzle. The

rar. it was said by the company, had been in

almost continuous service for twenty hours. The
round trip from the Broadway ferries to Coney

island and return takes two hours and twenty

minutes. The crew of the car when the body

w»s found was making its second trip to tike
lslnnd on that "swing." It consisted of Ber-

nard Tarpey. of No. 2">"» Stone-aye.. motorman,

and Henry Rosenberg, of No n4r. Powell-st.,

conductor. Roth were arrested and locked up

In the Parkvi'le station. It is thought, how-
ever, that the body must have been on the truck

for some time before thes" men went on duty.
At the morgue last night the keeper expressed
Ills belief that the man had been dead nearly
twenty-four hours.

At either end of the line there is a loop so that
there is no change of fender. The body might
have b°»n discovered had It been necessary to

ndjupt the fender. That •he man might have
b°en an employe of the company, who had
crawled under the truck to repair or inspect it.
and had di-d from apoplexy or had fallen asleep

and been killed srhen the car was start f-d, was a
theory advanced by the police, but none of the
employes of the company who visited the morgue
last night could identify the body.

The dead man was probably a Dane. The
ark on his coat was "Helfurth 4 Co.. Copen-

hagen." On his white shirt was the laundry

mark '10 Y." Th. coat and waistcoat are of a
Mark and gray mixture. The undershirt has
half sleeves and is blue with white tripes.
With a turn down white collar "as worn a blue
ti» with white dots The hair and mustache are
brown, complexion dark. The man was about
thirty-five years old. weighed ITU pounds and
vas 5 feet U inches high.

Mr. Beacham was about forty-five years oM and
boarded with Mrs. Peters at No. «9 Wi Seventy^
flrM-st.. having lived in her house for two years.
He was manager of the branch of I'ark & Ttlford's
stor< % ai Seventy-second-st. and Columbus-aye., and
I:id held that place for four years.

WHY THE EX-SECRETARY OF THE NAVY

DEMANDED A REPRIMAND FOR

REAR ADMIRAL EVAXS.

In the letter from ex-Senator Chandler to Secre-
tary Iyonfr of the Nnvy Department complaining of
certain stHtements made by R«»ar-A<lmiral Robley

D. Evans In his book, "A Bailor's Log." which re-
flect ot) Mr. Chan'llT's motives, when In IS K4. as

re tan of the Navy, he detached the rear-ad-
miral, then a commander, from duty as Inspector
of th«» Fifth Lighthouse Pistri.'t. the former Secre-
tary of th- Navy first etails the steps which led
to the issuance of the order. The lighthouse in

spection service is under the control of the Treas-
ury IVpartrnpnt. At a cabinet, meeting in Ist *
Secretary Folder req-iipptpd Secretary I'handler ii

detach (>mmanilcr Rvans from duty In his depart-
ment. Secretary ("handle- protested: said that
"naval officers had come to consider themselves as
entitled to remain on certain kinds of pleasant duty
for terms of about three years and resisted any

attempts to change their duty prematurely." and
predicted troub!e and annoyance for both heads
of departments if the order was issued. After de-
liberation Secretary Folgei persisted in his r^qxicft.

and Secretary Chandler finally :irce.!ed to It The
predicted trouble arose nnd at last Secretary Folger

f-aid that he could not stand the pressure upon him
and ask^'l that the order he revoked His reasons
for the original re-jue<t Mill held, he said, but "the
Importunities of Evans's friends" could not be re-
sisted. To (his Secretary Chandler replied that the
question had cease.] to b^ a Treasury Department
question and h.-.1 become a Navy Department ques-
tion, and that the r.rder must stand. Continuing

the ex-Secretary's letter says:

When Commander Evans was relieved from duty
there was only one proper course npen to him 11
he was dissatisfied. He should have addressed
himself to the {'resident of the I'nited States or
the Secretary of the Navy, complaining of scenting
injustice and asking for reasons and redress. He
would have received a suitable reply and complete
justice would have been dnn>- to him. The I'r^sl-
dent and the Secretary had the right to give to him
such orders as they eh"se. He had the right, in
due form, to complain of those order? to them and
to no one ei?e. I'nder our system both th*3 Pr< ,<i-
d<r.' and the Se.-retury are theoretically and act-
uallyaccessible, by letter or In person, to the high-
est and the humblest officer and s'-aman In the
navy. They will. when, thus properly asked,
politely give or withhold tht- reasons for their
orders, acting as they may think .ii>- courtesy to
their fellow servant of the government and correct
militaryadministration require.

This simple principle Commander Evans well
understood, and he defied It. He deliberately de-
clined to act upon It.and resorifd to other and In-
correct and Intolerable methods. Th" producing
no results, he chose to keep silent and wait for
more than sixteen years without a written word
of complaint or any legitimate attempt to secure
the righting of ;> wrong which, he says, was unjust
punishment; nnd in 1901. for revenge, at a safe
distance in time, he enters the public press with
a libel upon the Secretary of the Navy who in
16St gn\> him the orders of which he made no
proper, straightforward or honorable complaint
wh« n they were issued. But Iam still alive, and
if he now wishes to know why Secretary Kolger
desired to have him detached from lighthouse duty
the reasons are and always will lie subject to his
call. His publication of his libel upon me la con-
duct unbecoming Jin officer and .1 gentleman.

A few more words are necessary. Admlrnl Evans
desires to have it appear i.ii he was persecuted
for political reasons. This also Is not tru«-. I.'ntil
after March ?, lw *-">. Idid not know that h>- was or
claimed to ho a Democrat. 1 have known of only
inree or four naval officers who claimed recogni-
tion of Mr. Cleveland because they were Demo-
crats. Ihave never known of any naval officer*
who claimed favors of a Republican administra-
tion on the ground that they were Republicans.

Th« qualification based upon Democracy and per-
secution for Democracy's sake being set up In
Commander Evans's behalf. Secretary Whitney on
March 14. 1885, restored him to duly as inspector
of the Fifth Lighthouse District. < m April 7, 1885.
with Admiral Btelknap, in whose behalf Democracy
had also been claimed, and with Herman Winter
he became a member of the board charged with
the duty of reporting that the Dolphin was struct-
urally weak and w.-«s a worthies ship, and he did
his Democratic duty in that connection. He has
been recognized and favored as a Democrat by
Democratic administrations; he has never been
persecuted or punished or In any way unjustly
treated by Republican administrations, but has
been given service of the highest Importance. Far
be it from me. however, to say that Admiral Evans
has been unduly favored by any administration.

When Iexamine the aforesaid book, "A Sailor's
1>.(.-" my pride in the glory which came to my
country through the naval victories of war with
Spain is unbounded, and when I rend his frank
admissions that he. almost alone. In ISS'J. changed
our naval construction from wooden to Bteel ship!",
and thus-- originated our new navy; In December,
It*? Induced Assistant Secretary Roosevelt to pre-
pare the navy for the aporoachlng storm of war;

in WS persuaded you. with Mr. Roosevelt's assist-
ance to provide our fleet in .(.an waters with
torpedo boat destroyers and guard boats, and.
above all on July 3. 1898, commanding the battle-
hh'p lowa, discovered Orvera'a fleet coming out
of Santiago Harbor and destroyed it. I feel th.it
liberal allowances should he made by all true
Americans for any mistakes In the smaller trana-
;tction"« of life which may be made by our greatest

tu-lf-confessr-d and self-recorded naval hero of the
war of IS3S.

K<irth Worth Stork Yards Company.

While the two firms become joint owners of the
¦tock yards, they will erect separate plants, and
will continue as rivals in the meal trade of the
country It was denied by officials of both com-
panies that any combination is intended, and it
was said that different methods of organization
made a combination undesirable.

DAMAGE IS SO SEVERE THAT THE PLACE IS

CLOSED FOR THE SEASON

MAN SLIGHTLY HURT

Lone Beach. Long Island, Atip. 11 Th* big

boiler In the basemen! of the Long Beach Hotel

exploded at 5 o'clock this morning causing so

great a wreck at one end of the hotH that the

season was brought to an end for this summer
and the guests were sent away. No person was

hurt severely, but some employes had narrow
escapes Th* guests, seven hundred of them,

fled from tbeir room" in a panic to the corridors
and stairways, and many men. women and chil-

dren continued their flipht to the office. Non»

of them waited to dress, and all were clad in

their niKht apparel and carried a few pieces of
clothing and valuables that they snatched In
th^lr haste.

The 1,,->ii<»r was situated under the kitchen, in

the ba.-ement. Tt was u?^d for manifold pur-
pores, «a •' supplied the hoi water in the
various rooms of the hotel, pnwr for inning

th* elevator, steam for th steam tables and a.

dozen other things What caused the explosion

has not been fully explained, but It la supposed

the safety co.k became do^gM and steam K.-n-

erated too fast, so that the boiler Rive way.

The boiler. Instead of breaking Into many

parts, simply lew up in ore >Ig piece. This

pkee of steel, weighing about ten tons, went

upward and toward th* west wall. It tore n hi*
hole in the Boor of the kitchen and contlnue.l
Its upward course rows th» k!tch*-n and flew

over the heads of eight, scrubwomen who had

gathered there preparatory to Rolnc t'lwork.

The mass of steel then passed through a parti-

tion which divided the kitchen am! struck the
main chimney in the west wall and demolished
the flues and dropped down upon the rang^.i.

shattering them to small pieces.

In It* course of flight the piece of Ste<M broke
practically every gas. wit-rand steam pipe In
th«» hotel and left the various pipes a mass of
wreckage. It also wrecked all the range*, and.
besides this, ruined the flues of the chimney, so
that the chimney will have to be rebuilt. a« it I*
thought the sh'» knocked the chimney out of
plumb.

The shock was felt In every riart of the big

hotel, but especially in the servants' quarters,

which adjoin the kitchen. Tin occupants rushed
downstairs and out of ihr- lv.t|illns onto the
beach. The guests In more distant parts of the
liphotel were almost equally alarmed, us their
rooms rocked :is if the hotel was being shaken
by an earthquake. Every one leaped from bed
to find the floors still trembling and the windows
rattlinpr. The explosion was accompanied by a
detonation which awakened those whom the
rocking did not disturb. There wai an Immedi-
ate rush for the doors, to p<*l out. but the hotel
night force, which was still on duty, and was
about to be. relieved, kepi their heads, arid see-
Ing that .-ill Immediate danger was over, al-
though they did not realize what had happened,
succeeded In quieting most of the guests. Those
who yielded to the words of the employes went
back to their rooms to dress, but the more '-x-
citable rushed down the stairways to th< ofTW,
which, Inside of two minute?, was filled with ex-
cited persons, most of them being women, and
allof them in their night drosses. Colonel Dick
the proprietor of the hotel, was on the scene
soon, and he and the clerks m>,'<-.l the excited
women to return to their rooms. One woman
fainted and several were hysterical

There was no further sleep In the hotel, nn«i
as quickly as possible coffee was served to the
guests wherever they were, the house servants
carrying it to rooms, parlors and verandas. This
helped, in a great measure, to bring about some
assurance of safety, and a little later a make-
shift breakfast was served

After the first fright the guests made light of
the affair, and many of them grumbled when,
later in the morning, Colonel Dick announced
that it would be Impossible for them to remain
and that the hotel would have to dose The
damage was such that it could not possibly be
repaired within six weeks, and even makeshift
repairs would not answer. Many of the guests

wanted Colonel Dick to allow them to retain
their rooms, and wished him to run up a tem-
porary kitchen outside, but Colonel Dick decided
that the absence of steam would so hamper
everything It would be best to close. Accord
ingly,most of the guests went away on a special
train. Those who remain will sleep for a few
nights at the Long Beach Hotel, and take their
meals at Long Beach Inn.

The only person hurt was a fireman, who was
on duty. He was not scalded, but was hit by
a piece of a beam, which was broken loose by
th*» upward flight of the piece of the boiler. His
injury amounted to little more than a scratch.
The eight scrub women who were In the kitchen
and missed death by but a few Inches had net
recovered from their fright this evening, and
can Rive no clear account of their sensations.
They insist upon being sent away at once, and
will be sent In the morning, as will all but the
most trusted servants, who willremain to close
the big hotel and put it in shape for the winter

The loss by the explosion will be heavy.
Colonel Dick had the hotel accommodations
practically all engaged until the middle of Sep-
tember. It was proving the most profitable sea-
son the hotel has had Besides his loss the loss
and expense to the Long Beach Hotel Associa-
tion will be heavy. The receiver for the associa-
tion estimated to-day that the explosion would
involve an actual cash outlay of $30,000. Be-
sides this it loses the rent for the remainder of
the season. The boiler could be replaced and
the damage repaired for much loss money than
the receiver's estimate, but he decided that there
should not be a chance for a similar accident.
To attain this he willcause to Ye erected a large
boiler house at some distance from the hotel,
with a subway for pipes. This will obviate the
danger of an explosion injuring the main build-
ing. Besides this. In place of depending on one
large boiler, he will cause the Installation of a
battery of smaller ones.
