ARTILLERY RE-
SENTED.

Havana. Cuba, August 14.
It is notic*aHe that persons of color are barred

from enlistment in the Ist Cuban artillery. It

is also noteworthy tnat this purpose has met

with more opposition among white persons of

a!! shades of political opinion than among ne-
proep.

The plan for the enlistment and organization

of the first army of the republic was conceived
by General Wood, ho before he recently Failed
for the United States left everything arranged

as he desired. The proposition was to provide
opportunity for Cubans to practise the necessary

exercises, in order that they might have the be-
ginning of a regular army well broken in by the
time of th" establishment of the new govern-

ment. It was also foreseen that there would

otherwise be no one inCuba to care for valuable

ordnance on the withdrawal of the American
troops, and it wou'd be necessary for the United
Blataa to leave the property in pood hands.

One hundred and fifty "Cubans" will be en-
lifted All must be twenty-one years old or

'

more, and white. Negroes willnot be received as
candidates for enlistment. Enlistment will be
made similarly as in th*> United States, and
•will be for a term of two years. The same qual-

ifications and renditions which are applied In
reel siting; soldiers for th" United States Army

willbo availed of in this case, with the probable
exception of an Inch lower ch^-st measurement.
The troops willbe enlisted, recruited and trained
by an American captain of artillery. They will
lie stationed in the Cabana fortress adjoining

the Mc.rro, across th*- bay from Havana. They

Will be called the "ArtilleryCorps." They will
be instructed first in the school of the soldier,

and later in the care of tlUAei>' defence. The
Cuban uniform srfU differ only slightly from the
American, ?.nd willconsist of khaki, with dis-
tinctive red Insignia, and cap rlmilar to the cap
of the existing Cuban rural puard. Leggings will
be similar to Chose worn by the Havana police.

The Artillery Corps will receive the tame pay

rs the American soldier, from insular fund*
The enlistment has already begun, and more
than sufficient applications have been received
to make up the total number required.

One of the first questions to arise concerning

the enlistment was as to who are "Cubans" with-
in the terms of the order. In the absence of
General Wood. Acting Military governor Scott
explained that "in order to be eligible the can-
didate must h<* a Cuban citizen by birth or
option." Thin explanation has not sufficed to
clear the doubt, and has opened the question
again as to who are "Cubans." Certainly there
are no Cuban "citizens" until the new consti-
tution is promulgated and the new government

organized and running:. It is also pointed out
that while the requirement of birth in Cuba
• «v be easily satisfied it is somewhat more
difficult to know who is a Cuban, or a Cuban
citizen, "byoption." Will it be necessary to watt
until the new government Is established and
teke out citizenship papers, there being no Why

How must the
option be expressed? Does It mean naturalisa-
tion? If so, the whole number of soldiers will
be recruited before naturalization can be effect-
ed.

Whil» the statistics of Cuba show a larger

proportion of colored than whit- criminals, the

colored population Is in some respects superior

to the colored population of our Southern States,
being more self reliant, temperate, frugal snd
Intelligent, and since the abolition of slavery
showing a strong desire to own their homes, to
educate their children and to Impiove their con-
dition. In certain kinds of agriculture they are.
preferred to any other "rare, and In every dis-
cussion »f th- labor question In Cuba they must
be seriously considered.

The black race has no future separata from
that of th» other Inhabitants of Cuba Pro-
prietors of cafes and similar public places are
forbidden by law to discriminate against persons
of color. Blacks have the privilege of travelling

on the railways on the same terms as whites.
Spain distinctly recognised the civil status of
the African race, and a Spanish captain-general
proclaimed it. The Spanish code of civil rights
has more than once been Invoked In the negro's
favor, and has been enforced. Cubans say that
until General Wood conceived the present plan
the American military authorities generally

showed regard for the civilrißhts of the blacks.
The Idea of a black republic- In Cuba is un
thought of. The black population of Cuba can
..lily be swelled by colonisation or Immigration

on a colossal scale. Both whit and blacks are
opposed to negro colonisation. Caste feeling Is
not absent In Cuba, social equality does not
exist, but there Is social toleration. The pres-
ence of the negro Is not an offence to the whites
There Is little or no race prejudice, and the
negroes In Cuba are homogeneous. The political

and Industrial standing of th.- negro in Cuba
for all time to come is. that of equality, It may
be delayed temporarily, but it cannot be per-
manently put off.

SATURDAY'S DOWNPOUR WASHED MUCH OP

THE KEROSENE EMULSION FROM

THE PARK TREES.

The caterpillar scourge of lust week still per-
sists. in spite of the heavy rains on Saturday.
The downtown squares present an almost au-
tumnal appearance, with their brown and half
bore trees, and on some of the boulevards anil
In many parts of Centra] Park It Is at the risk
of bodily comfort that people sit down on the
benches, or even pause in the neighborhood of
an elm or a maple tree; though Centra] Park,
owing to the dampness of the ground and the
generally good condition of the trees, has thus
far escaped the worst effects of the. pest, never-
theless even In Central Park trees can be seen
whose bark Is gray with cocoons and all aswarm
with the yellow crawlers.

The rainstorm on Saturday was both favorable
and unfavorable to the progress of the scourge.

ItIs favorable in ho far at the rain washed from
the trees the kerosene emulsion with which the

workmen under the city entomologist had been
spraying the trees in order to destroy the co-
coons. On the other hand, dry weather is the
great cause of the spread of the caterpillar pest,
and the downpour of Saturday restores much
needed moisture to the soil. To-day the fight
against the unwelcome visitants Is to be renewed
with added vigor.

While the American army officers are puzzling

their wits over these and similar questions the

Cuban press and people are making themselves
heard on account of the apparent discrimina-
tion against the Cuban negro in the terms of

enlistment. "I.a ion." an independent Cuban
newspaper, edited by a white Cuban general,

thus expresses its opinion:

The basis is American and not Cuban, as the
negroes are barred. Cubans of good faith, who
were in the revolution, cannot and ought not to
admit these differences. If the negro was good
for fighting for liberty, if In the war for liberty
we did not see his color, and saw him a com-
rade, in peace we ought to do the same, through
the spirit of Justice, through shame, and in
order to avoid future evils.

The Americans cannot look upon the question
of race in the same way which we see it. We
are obliged to protest against the act, to refuse
to accept that responsibility, to refuse to admit
it In any manner. We are few and if we divide
ourselves v .- will be fewer: and perhaps, with
no good intention, the effort is being made to

make more profound the division of the whites
and negroes in Cuba. We men of the revolu-
tion are obliged to protest at that. and. if it is
possible inside the Platt rat trap, not to accept
such a thing.

The idea itself of creating a body of Cuban
soldiers and sailors, with the object of turning j
over vessels and fortresses to them on the estab- i

lishment of the new government, is plausible. ,
Nobody in Cuba would withhold his support ¦

from the government In endeavoring to carry it

out if In proposing the plan it had not been
'

suggested to limit the membership to white j
Cubans. The bare announcement of this Inten-

tion has had an extraordinary effect upon .1

considerable number of respectable people, both
•white and black. Racial classification has long

since disappeared in official spheres in Cuba.

The revolution of 1888 dealt a severe blow to

th«. sentiment which kept the two principal
races separate. Before the revolution of 1805
the Spanish Government finally and effectively !

decided that all distinction on account of race !

or color should disappear from public life. The
Spanish Government could well take this step

forward. The Idea of equality had already taken

firm hold of the Cuban people. White Cubans
of liberal views were not only SUPPOrtcra but
at times even Initiators of the defence of the
rights of the Cuban negro to civil liberty, social
respect and access to public life on terms equal

with the rest. Cuba has decided Its race prob-

lem for itself. The races which people the Island !
tnurt live in harmony and absolute equality
before the law.

Another Cuban newspaper (whit*) brings the

matter home to Americans Referring to the
unabated prevalence of lynching in the Southern
States, "La DlscuFlon" says:

Inhis last mepsare President McKinley,allud-
Ing to the state of violence in which whites and
blacks live in the United State*, qualified it as
a "shame on American civilization." Till*state

of affairs has not existed and does not exist In
Cuba. By all means, Cohans are bound to pre-
vent this "shame" bring Imported into this
country. The only way to interrupt the current
of harmony which exists between the two main
elements constituting the Cuban people is to

refuse to consent that the government may
establish distinctions between them. In Cuba
n.,or» the law there are neither whites nor
Macks. Here there are only Cubans and for-• lgners. The constitution which la about to b»
put In force, and for the proper working of
which all meanp should be taken by the Amer-
ican government, makes all Cuban citizens
equal, and opens all doors to them, according to

their fitness ;ind capacity to fill office, it is not
possible that privileged bodies phould he formed
and paid out of public revenues which were con-
tributed by whites and blacks alike. Qualifica-
tions of morality, learning, age, etc., may he
exacted as necessary conditions. But no at-
tempt should be made to engender discrimina-
tions here, deplorable for our future welfare and
against which th«» sense of Justice of this people
and their love of the principles of civilisation
vigorously protest. Visiting Americans, like
Professor Schurman, have seen how perfectly the
race problem has been settled here In Cuba,
white and Hacks livingIn the greatest cordial-
ity. This cordiality should be maintained, and
to this end Irritating prejudices should not be
Introduced among Cuban people.

This newspaper then c.-ills upon all organs of
public opinion to address the Intervening gov-
ernment to desist from its Intention. "The

United States," It say.". "In the name of Its

national interests has been able to Impose the
Platt law upon Cuba; but there is nothing which
auihori7.es the American government against

our will to impose rank race prejudices upon us.
If. in spite of our opposition, It undertakes to
Introduce the germs of discord among us, then
we fihnll have the right to declare before the
world that after restricting our sovereignty and

before leaving the island It sought to Instill
among us prejudices of race, In order that this
people might Impoverish and destroy Itself, by

means of such barbarous occurrences as dally
happen to the disgrace of civilization between
whites and blacks In the Southern United
States."

Making due allowance for the exaggerated
character of this language and for the un-
doubted lack of any Sinister design against Cuba
on the part of the American Government, these
opinions of Cuban press and people have their
importance In any effort to reach a proper un-
derstanding and appreciation of the relations
existing between the two classes of people In-
habiting the Island. The programme of the Na-
tional Cohan party favors a united and un-
divided country and a strict application of the
constitution and the laws which shall be en-
acted by the Congress. The platform particu-
larly defends the rights guaranteed by the con-
stitution, including the equality of all Cubans
before the law. The programme of the Repub-
lican party contains similar demands for in-
dividual libertyand absolute equality before the
law. "El Mundo," a white Cuban newspaper
and the organ of the Nationalists, In which
party are to be found almost as many blacks as
whites, publishes to-day a ringing protest
against the organization of these artillery com-
panies formed exclusively by Individuals of the
white race, considering them as sources of evil
which In time can only produce bad fruit. It
says, among other things:

The proposition Is inconceivable. It Is incon-
ceivable because among the soldiers of the revo-
lution there were neither whites nor blacks.
There wen* only Cubans. A grave danger la
b*»lng entered upon The fleldr of Cuba are
covered with the bones of Its patriots. At the
side of a Oespedes lies a Moncada, and Maceo
Is Joined to Marti. The Americans have noth-
ing to do with a question which has been for-
ever decided by those whom it alone concerns.
It is useless for them to try to divide us, bring-
ing us their baggage of degenerate prejudices,
now more than ever Incompatible with our true
democracy. The social problem which so much
disturb* the American people does not affect us
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
